San Diego Unified proposes to renovate and revitalize the Hardy Elementary 
campus. The project is in the early phases of design; therefore a detailed scope of 
work and project schedule is yet to be finalized.  On-campus work will likely 
include building systems repair and replacement and improvements to support 
learning, instruction, health, security, accessibility, code compliance, energy 
efficiency and sustainability.
