MOTOR SWEEPER OPERATOR - 1625 

DEFINITION: 

Under general supervision, to operate and perform minor service on a motor-driven street 
sweeper; and to perform related work. 

 * EXAMPLES OF DUTIES: 

• Operates a motor-driven street sweeper in an assigned area; 
• Adjusts brooms, chains, elevating mechanisms, conveyors, spray nozzles, and other 

sweeper equipment; 
• Replaces worn brooms, lubricates exterior fittings and auxiliary engine, and fills 

water tank; 
• Washes equipment; 
• Ensures that vehicle is serviced with gasoline, water, and air; 
• Makes reports of streets swept, hours worked, and unusual or hazardous street 

conditions observed; 
• Reports the need for major maintenance or repairs to sweeper.
