Each
speaker must file a speaker slip with the Executive Director at the meeting at which the
speaker wishes to speak indicating which item they wish to speak on. Speaker slips may
not be turned in prior to the day of the meeting or after completion of in-person
testimony. In-person public comment will conclude before virtual testimony begins.
Each speaker who wishes to address the Commission must state who they are
representing if they represent an organization or another person.

For discussion and information items each speaker may speak up to three (3)
minutes, subject to the Chair’s determination of the time available for meeting
management purposes, in addition to any time ceded by other members of the
public who are present at the meeting and have submitted a speaker slip ceding
their time.

What is a Potential Conflict in
i Government?

A conflict of interest exists if a legislator
has any interest or engages in any
business, transaction, professional
activity, or incurs any obligation, which is
in substantial conflict with the discharge
of his or her duties in the public interest




What are the Effects of
iConﬂicts in the Public Sector?

If not managed appropriately and left
unresolved, a conflict of interest can lead
to problems undermining credibility and
objectivity...In conflict situations the
private capacity interest of the public
official/Commissioner may improperly
influence the decision making process

Remedial Measures to Avoid
Conflicts

= To Balance the community knowledge and expertise of
Commissioners with the requirement for impartiality and due
process, the Commission adopted a policy to require disclosure
and recusal where Commissioners have certain involvement in
complaints coming before the Commission

= Requirement is to:
1) Disclose the potential conflict
2) Recuse

= Recusal requires that the Commissioner have no involvement in
the matter and leave the room



Commissioner Recusal May Not Be
i Sufficient in Certain Instances

Recommendation:

Where Commissioners are extensively involved
in complaints such that they become a de facto
complainant, the entire Commission should be
recused and avoid any review or evaluation of
the matter
