DEFINITION: 

Under direction, to plan and supervise the work of subordinates engaged in the repair of and 
collection from parking meters and the issuance of citations for expired meters; to 
investigate and resolve complaints; and to perform related work. 

 * EXAMPLES OF DUTIES: 

• Supervises, plans, and assigns the work of subordinates engaged in installing, 
overhauling, and repairing, painting and stenciling, collecting money from parking 
meters, and issuing citations for expired meters; 

• Inventories all repair parts periodically; 
• Orders new meters and spare parts and supplies; 
• Maintains records of all repairs performed, monies collected, and citations issued; 
• Issues parking citations; 
• Investigates and resolves complaints; 
• Reviews citation dismissal recommendations for appropriateness; 
• Selects, trains, and rates the work of subordinates; 
• Prepares daily reports.
