Proposed 65 unit multifamily “permanent supportive housing” project at 429 & 437 West San Ysidro
Blvd. APN 638-091-28-00 & 29. In the RM-2-5 zone (1 unit per 1,500 sf of lot) The combined lot
size is 73,617 sf, allows 49 units. Extremely low and very low income special needs individuals
identified as needing permanent housing in a service-enhanced environment; homelessness, including
those at risk, special needs (physical & mental); chronic health problems; substance abuse. Will use
appropriate support service providers from the local community. Jamboree housing is a 501(c)(3)
corporation since 1990, located in Irvine CA. Jamboree has 7,200 units through-out California which
include 88 projects and 16,500 residents. A motion was made by D. Flores and seconded by A.
Martinez recommending a letter of support for the general concept of project. Motion Passed
