Anna McPherson, Program Manager of the Development Services Department announced that the
Executive Order has been extended and there will be no changes to the public hearings at least through
December 2021 and the Board will continue with the virtual hearing format until further notice.

WITHIN THE SUNSET CLIFFS TRACT PRIOR TO THE GREAT DEPRESSION WITH DISTINCTIVE
IMPORTED ROOF TILE FROM HOLLAND, CAST ORNAMENTATION (SOLOMONIC COLUMNS
AND OTHER CAST PLASTER DETAILING), GRILLEWORK, ARCHED WINDOWS AND MULTILITE
WOOD WINDOWS; ALL PROMINENTLY PLACED AT AN UNUSUAL TRIANGULAR CORNER LOT.
THE PERIOD OF SIGNIFICANCE FOR THE PROPERTY IS 1928-1929 MARKING THE ORIGINAL
CONSTRUCTION CAMPAIGN. THE JUNIPER TREE AND TWO PALM TREES AT THE FRONT YARD
ARE CONTRIBUTING TO THE DESIGNATION. THE GARAGE, SWIMMING POOL, AND MASONRY
WALL AT THE NORTH ELEVATION ARE NON-CONTRIBUTING. THESE CONTRIBUTING AND
NON-CONTRIBUTING ELEMENTS ARE DELINEATED IN THE PROVIDED SITE PLAN WITH THE
HRRR. Seconded by Boardmember Winter. The motion failed by a vote of 5-4-0 with
Boardmembers Coyle, Cordileone, Stankowski, Winter and Chair McCullough voting yea, and
Hutter, Bowen, Pitman, and Woods voting no.
