Group Description 
 
The Public Works group is managed by a Deputy Chief Operating Officer (DCOO) that is supported by an 
Executive Assistant.   
 
The DCOO provides executive oversight and strategic planning and direction for the City’s Public Works 
departments, which include Engineering & Capital Projects, General Services and Storm Water.  In addition, the 
DCOO oversees the Airport Division, which manages Brown and Montgomery Fields.
