This proposition requires a two-thirds vote.

TAX RATE STATEMENT

The estimated tax rate necessary to finance the principal and interest of the proposed
bond ‘issue for the acquisition, construction, improvement or modernization of certain improve-
ments, buildings and related facilities for Museum, Gallery or Exhibition use during the fiscal
year 1972-73 is eighty-four one hundredths cents ($.0084) on each one hundred dollars
($100) of the assessed valuation of the real and personal property within the City. [t is

_ estimated that the highest tax rate required to finance the principal and interest of this bond
issue will be .one and one hundredths ($.0101) on each-one hundred dollars ($100) of the
assessed valuation of the real and personal property within the City and that tax rate will
occur in the fiscal year of 1979-80. -

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ARGUMENT FOR PROPOSITION A

For generations, Balboa Park has been the center of the cultural, educational and his-
torical- life of San Diegans and for millions of visitors each year. Now voters are asked to
approve valued, needed additions to the Park’s facilities.

At long last there is a practical plan. for meaningful use of the spacious Ford Building
as an Aero-Space Museum—a role for which it is ideally suited. For years this great struc-
-~ ture has been reduced to a "white elephant’” status as a storage warehouse.

Included in the bond issue is $750,000 which the Fine Arts Society has matched with
private funds for a $1.5 million vital addition to the Fine Arts Gallery for committed
collections.

This bond issue will not increase present property taxes as bonds will be issued on a
schedule to maintain or lower the present tax rate for bond redemption.

Of all San Diego attractions the third largest in attendance are these two institutions

combined. Both superb coilections were acquired by gift or loan at no expanse to taxpayers. ~

Since 1965 the priceless Aero-Space Museum’s‘ifreplacablelexhibits_fhave been temporarily
housed in the unsafe and inadequate “Electric” building of 1915.

The $2.1 million experiditure for the Ford Building will assure San Diego having one of
the world’s truly great museums, displaying vintage aircraft, engines and spacecraft and aero-
space memorabilia, including an outstanding library and archives.

To meet code and safety requirements, and to harmonize with Spanish architecture, the '

Ford Building must be rehabilitated; but when completed, its value will be more than triple
the cost of rework. A magnificent overlook of the City, bay and bridge will then be an added
attraction for citizen and visitor alike.

Your.YES vote for Aero-Space and Arts will give San Diegans a Better Balboa Park, with
long-lived public benefit.
