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Councilmember Lightner announces launch of San Diego's
first Community Canyon Fire Watch Program

first Community Canyon Fire Watch Program in San Diego.

"The Rancho Pefiasquitos community has taken the initiative to develop this volunteer-led
program to help protect the neighborhoods surrounding Los Pefiasquitos Canyon during the
hottest months of the year, which are typically September through November. It's great to be a
part of this sort of community empowerment effort ," Lightner stated.

"Our community is committed to working with the Fire-Rescue Department to do everything we
can to protect our homes from wildfires," Town Council President Andy Berg said. "We will
receive training from the Fire-Rescue Department on the best steps to take in the event that a fire
is spotted."

Assistant Fire Chief Javier Mainar added, "Our department will work closely with the
community as volunteers monitor the canyon around the clock for fire activity so that they can
notify us immediately of a fire and allow us to shave critical moments off an emergency
response."
