We will take many more steps in the upcoming weeks
including holding management accountable for physical improvements at the complex
designed to make residents safer, establishing a city-wide Commission on Gang
Prevention and Intervention, increasing police presence where needed, arresting and
prosecuting those engaging in criminal behavior, and _supporting community
programs and efforts designed to improve the quality of life of both youth and




adults while also emphasizing a message to our youth that violenceis not the answer
to resolving differ ences
