It is
unclear at thistime as to whether or not Law Enforcement is exempt from
contracting out their services to the private sector. WWe can not continue to
erode the confidence and moral of the San Diego Police Department by
having officers think that this Council supports outsourcing their jobs to the
private sector.

Placing thisitem on the agenda within the next few weeks for afull public
discussion, will send a clear message to our men and women of law
enforcement that we have no intention of privatizing their services.
