On Tuesday July 14, 2009 the San Diego City Council approved the appointments of (2) youth from each 

Council District to serve on the Cityôs Youth Commission. I am proud of the two youth I recommended from 

the 4th District, Raynesha Harris and Korral Taylor, who will be volunteering their time and efforts to 

identify critical issues affecting youth in the City of San Diego and provide advice and recommendations to 

the Mayor and City Council. 

 

On Tuesday July 14, 2009 the San Diego City Council approved The Home in the Heights Homebuyer 

Assistance Program which supports homeownership by low and moderate- income residents. This program is 

funded by the City Heights Redevelopment Project Area and will serve residents of City Heights which includes 

parts of the 4th District. I encourage eligible participants who are seeking to get a first-time homebuyer loan, and 

are seeking to reside in the City Heights Redevelopment Project Area or in the adjacent City Heights Community 

Planning Area, to apply for this program as soon as possible. Participation in this program is limited to 90 

participants.
