Steered by a goal of making government work again in our
communities, Councilmember DeMaio is dedicated to
keeping our neighborhoods clean and safed beginning with
improving the condition of our roads.

While these are uncertain financial times both locally and
nationally, it is essential that the City of San Diego makes
maintaining and fixing its crumbling streets and sidewalks a
priority.

According to a coalition of national transportation officials,
more than half the roads in greater San Diego urban areas
are consi derear & oc dorediitni ofinp,

our roads are described as

conditions of the roads in San Diego are unacceptable.

Councilmember DeMaio is taking on this challenge by
implementing the following four priorities that will better our
roads and systems for maintaining them.

Responding to potholes in a timely manner: The District 5
staff is dedicated to making responding to pothole reports
from the community a top priority. They are continuously
seeking public input to assist in prioritizing which roads are
resurfaced first.

Catch up on Street Repaving Schedule: Every $1 spent in
keeping a good road good precludes spending $6-$14 to

rebuild one that has deteriorated. This is why working
attentively to catch wup and
projects on schedule is not only good for cars but it& wise
for tax dollars.

Improve Project & Contract Management for Repairs:
Within the Street Division as well as numerous other city
departments, greater oversight of contract execution and
quality of work should be implemented. This is the only way
to ensure that repairs are done right the first time.

Sidewalk Repairs: Repairing damaged sidewalks should not
be overlooked. Councilmember DeMaio is working with the
community to identify and fix crumbling and decaying
sidewalks to ensure the safety of our pedestrians.

In San Diego, a typical
household uses around 1400 cubic feet (HCF) of water a month
(more in the summer, less in the winter). One HCF of water is
equal to 748 gallons, so a typical household uses about 10,472

gallons a month.

Last month Councilmember DeMaio sponsored the first in a
series of workshops designed to help District 5 residents
conserve water and access money saving programs. With over
50 people in attendance the program was a great success!
