The Level 2 Drought Alert Condition affects all City Water
Department Customers. Beginning June 1, 2009, the following
conservation practices are now mandatory:

Water lawns and landscape only between 6pm and 10am
Water only three times a week from June through October
e Know your watering days:
0 Homes with odd-numbered addresses can water:
Sunday, Tuesday & Thursday
0 Homes with even-numbered addresses can water
Saturday, Monday & Wednesday
o Apartments, Condos and Businesses can water:
Monday, Wednesday & Friday
o Standard lawn sprinklers can water: Only 10
minutes
e When taking your car to a car wash, use only those that
recycle their water
e Wash your cars at home between 6 pm & 10am only

Customers may request a hardship variance for exemption from
these restrictions. To do this you need to file an application with

the Water Department and will be required to provide supporting
documentation for the request and a filing fee.
