Weôre fresh off the City Councilôs August recess and have hit the ground 

running. The Council just approved a Pedicab ordinance I proposed and 

weôre advancing Fire Safety and Water Conservation efforts. Weôre also 

hashing out the pros and cons of investing in new public works projects, 

including a proposed new Civic Center, Downtown Library, and expanded 

Convention Center.  We invite and encourage you to be front and center in 

these important discussions. 

 

Team 7 (Martiôs dedicated staff of troubleshooters) is also working with 

families and community leaders in our District 7 neighborhoods to fix 

problems and create exciting new initiatives.  Thanks to friendly nudging 

from Team 7, tons of construction debris on the Centre Pointe property in 

Rolando are now gone, recycled into local freeway projects.  What looked 

like a war zone is now swept clean. 

 

Neighborhood streets from City Heights to San Carlos and Tierrasanta are 

now being repaired and brush clearing is underway to protect our  

canyon-rich communities from wildfires.

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If you live along Greenbrier, between Waring and Mission Gorge Roads in Al-

lied Gardens, the City would like to give you up to 5 treesðat no chargeðto 

plant along the strip of land between the street and the sidewalk, also known as 

the parkway.  
 

While a few homes have a Greenbrier address, most of the eligible homes 

arenôt really on Greenbrier but one side of your property butts up against 

Greenbrier. 
 

If youôre willing to dig the holes and agree to water the drought-tolerant trees 

for two years, the Urban Corps will provide up to five trees per property and 

the City will waive permit requirements.

STAGE 2 DROUGHT ALERT 
 Itôs hard to believe that summer is drawing to a close. But we all know 

summer in San Diego doesnôt end with Labor Day weekend or youngsters re-

turning to school. Sometimes itôs hard to tell just when summer ends and autumn 

begins. Mid-August through late October are the warmest, driest months of the 

year and mark the most dangerous months of the fire season. 

 It doesnôt help that we just wrapped up another year with below-average 

rainfall. So on June 1, 2009, the San Diego City Council passed an Ordinance 

declaring a Stage 2 Drought Alert. This means we have limited reserves of water 

and we must use it wisely.

 It was originally planned to be a mixed-use residential and commercial center, but when the economy took a 

downturn, everything came to a screeching halt. 

 For this north Rolando Village neighborhood, the nearly 9-acre site has been a point of aggravation for people 

who live and work in the area. It wasnôt only the piles of cement block and steel rebar which created this eyesore; Graf-

fiti vandals hit on a regular basis and the cement islands with trees and bougainvillea were havens for trespassers. 

 At the urging of Councilmember Marti Emerald, demolition crews showed up in mid-August, and quickly 

cleared the Centre Pointe site at 63rd and El Cajon Boulevard.  The developer, Douglas Wilson Companies, paid for the 

clean-up.  

 Also at  Martiôs request, most of the debris is being recycled! The concrete block and rebar are targeted for an 

Interstate-905 project and EDCO is taking the bougainvillea and other greenery for mulch.  The trees will remain and 

improved fencing should help keep people off the property, which will remain vacant for the time being.

 That issue is Wandermere Drive, a busy stretch of road which passes Patrick Henry High School. It was bumpy, 

had potholes, and was becoming dangerous. 

 After being contacted by people who live in this San Carlos/Del Cerro neighborhood, District 7 Neighborhood 

Representative Chris Pearson took the issue about this deteriorating road to Councilmember Emerald. Marti came out, 

took a look, and agreed; Wandermere Drive couldnôt wait for the utility undergrounding project scheduled for sometime 

in 2011. It needed work ï ASAP! Although some patching of the road was done earlier this summer, that wasnôt enough. 

On Monday, August 17th, this asphalt ñtoppingò project began. 

 Marti has a team of hard-working, results-driven field reps, like Chris Pearson, in District 7 and is proud to have 

what she calls ñthe best team in the City of San Diego.ò And it is a team. Marti and Representative Pearson tackled this 

project with area residents - as a team - and now, people who drive along this stretch of road will have fewer rattles -- in 

their cars and their nerves.
