THE BLACKOUT

Today, September 8, 2011 seems so long ago and a quickly forgotten,
uneventful, day. If asked, many neighbors will not remember what
happened three months ago on this day. Fixed, but not forgotten is the
frightening difficult experience, not because of the power outage, but
because it was so hard to drive in to enjoy the security and comfort of our
darkened homes. Some neighbors reached their destinations as much as
two hours later than their appointed times. The entire rim of the canyon
was landlocked, encased within a wall of cars and nowhere to go. With-
out electricity, all modern appliances, gadgets, stopped working, include-
ing stoplights and cell phones. The absence of traffic signals caused car
accidents all over the city including one at Euclid/University, and
subsequently, a fantastic traffic jam throughout the canyon rim ensued.
Neighbors wanting to drive around the loops to recharge cell phones were
not successful, as crossing Euclid and Auburn to Altadena was a real
impossibility. For long years, thirteen to be exact, the neighborhood has
asked for the Ontario Avenue street connection to be done. This will
provide a secondary gate to the valley of Fox Canyon and to have a
flushing entrance/exit when these manmade and/or natural disasters
occur. You experienced the traffic jam; you experienced the frustration of
not being able to get out of your house or come home when due, and you
experienced how necessary is to connect Ontario to Winona and lower
Auburn as a public safety issue. Now, what will your experience be when
supporting this issue of connecting Ontario Avenue, which is proposed to
save lives and really improve the neighborhood in case of another
emergency? - Jose Lopez, President -

DRIVING THE WRONG WAY

Have you experienced how it feels when you are enjoying soft music
playing on the radio, thinking what to do when getting home, and
peacefully driving at 20 miles per hour, and all of a sudden; there is a
vehicle driving the wrong way, approaching head on towards you at 30
mph without yielding on your one-way street? Yelling, waiving my arms
up in the air, honking, | slammed hard on the brakes to stop my car right
on a dime, to avoid a fatal front-end collision... All the other driver could
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do, without stopping, was to waive his middle finger while yelling at me,
idiot, idiot, idiot, get out of the way! Finding a place to park (upper Auburn)
to get out of the way, to cool-off and regain my composure, | noticed that
more cars were also approaching from the southeast driving the wrong
way. Something most to have happened on Wightman, | thought. The raid
at 4871 Wightman Street was beneficial for the peace and security of the
entire neighborhood, but truly uneventful to me as | live pass the porkchop
down into lower Auburn. But such raid almost had me killed as well. While
and way after the raid was done, the police closed off Wightman, at the
porkchop, and had traffic diverted the wrong way into upper Auburn. This
frightening experience and near fatal miss, could have been avoided, if
Ontario Avenue were to have been open as a functional car driven city
street. Then the street could have been closed and cordoned off at
Auburn/Ontario and traffic diverted out of the canyon valley via Winona/
University. This incident needs not to be repeated. The police need to be
more intelligent when closing the streets in Fox Canyon as our streets are
very narrow, waive and, some of them, one-way loops. | just can’t believe
that this raid was not planned ahead of time with traffic flow and street
configuration taken into account. Hello, police! Why couldn't traffic have
been returned in a U-turn fashion back to lower Auburn that day, at least?
Not to kid, this near fatal miss really opened my eyes. The lack of an open
Ontario Avenue really puts all our lives in danger and this needs to be
avoided at all times by supporting the opening [connection] of Ontario
Avenue by all neighbors in Fox Canyon. - Margarita -

PETS & FORECLOSURES

| have always said that we do not have a pet problem, but a severe moral,
ignorant and irresponsible “HUMAN” problem when dealing with the
peculiarities of keeping pets. Pets are the direct and silent victims of
human selfishness, neglect and abandonment, wrong decision making and
bad circumstances when not loved,educated and protected as they should.
It was with great amazement that neighbors noticed the “dumping” of five
kitties in front of 4915 Lantana by a white van with Tijuana’s plates. The
kitties dispersed, and soon after they were assimilated within several
adjacent homes and the open canyon across the street. Several months
after, the people driving the same van, with Tijuana’s plates, did it again.
This time, a quick and reactive neighbor (who had witnessed the previous
dumping) took vehicle and driver descriptions and the plates. Such were
shared with County Animal Services, the police and border enforcement.
Some of these cats are being fed by kind neighbors with food and water
dishes placed outside and in front porches, but never given a real “inside”
home. By then, nine cats were roaming Lantana Drive, Soon after, the
original nine cats grew to be twenty-eight (28) with two pregnant females by
the last count. Of these, 4 have been hit and killed (1 on Dwight, 1 on
Euclid and 2 on Lantana), 3 were hit but survived with with broken legs (1
Siamese, 1 gray and 1 white), 8 have been trapped and turned to Animal
Services or the Humane Society (of these: five have been placed for
adoption and/or placed in foster homes, unfortunately 3 have been
euthanized). Also included in the last count were seven (7) stray dogs
roaming a range from Auburn Drive, Whightman and Lantana streets and
canyons in between.

Residents accounts have turned to be favorite folklore tales and survival
epics when some abandoned dogs and cats have just walked into open
doors to adopt the residents inside or just to return home when such
houses have been repopulated from the last vacancy created by fore-
closures making such pets, homeless. When facing a foreclosure, the least
the property owner thinks is about what to do with their pets and such are
just kicked outside at the last minute, to fend for themselves, as the former
owners are kicked to the curb themselves by the foreclosing agency. The
ongoing foreclosure crisis has greatly contributed to the explosion of

abandoned pets, specially cats. With the arrival of winter, natural
selection, decease and predators will thin the feral population for a while,
no dought. But with the arrival of spring and more forecasted foreclosures
the population is expected to reach alarming proportions again. Many
residents have fumed in anger when precious and tenderly cared-for
flowers, pots and vegetable beds have been dug by feral cats needing a
bathroom. To control the problems some neighbors have opted for
chasing their dogs after the pesky and annoying cats. Others to hit then
with brooms and boards. Yet others have resorted to trapping, spay/
neuter, but not to return to location to make the suffering colony smaller.

We have a real
problem on our
hands. Most likely
the majority of the
feral population is
suffering from
mange (Scabies in humans and SARNA en Espafiol), feline pneumonia,
fleas, ticks and other ailments and parasites. Some of these are highly
contagious to humans, specially children, and other animals. Please be
humane and be prepared to help by showing some compassion for these
abandoned pets. By all means the prime concern is to avoid having your
house pets, yourself and your children contaminated by catching an unde-
sirable decease. To help, please keep in mind the following tips:
Upholstered furniture — Make sure that the outside of your property
including decks and porches are free from any weathered, old-cloth, blan-
kets and upholstered furniture, car seats and mattresses. Discard those
immediately. By code [law] and for health reasons only plastic & metal
patio furniture is permitted outside at all times. If your furniture has
cushions remove them inside after each use and do not allow any visiting,
wild or stray animals to jump and/or sleep on the furniture. Mange is
highly contaigious and it will infect your pets and you quickly! You need to
avoid cross contamination to avoid unwanted suffering, vet & medical bills.
Food and water — if your heart tells you to feed the hungry visitors, by all
means, please do. But in separate dishes from those of your own pets
and avoid direct e, LIPS
contact by using .
latex gloves. Do
not leave food
eternally outside,
remove the food
dishes after each
feeding and
wash those dish-
es with abundant
soap and warm
water drying well
with  disposable
paper towels.
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In the need of a tender touch —
Many of the now feral cats and
stray dogs are so deceased that
they are not petable, at first, but
until treated and cured. Do not
rush to pet and hold the nice kitty
walking down the street or at your
door steps. It is a highly emotional
thing for both parties involved.
The child might be left wondering
why he or she might not hold the
kitty and the former pet might be
confused without understanding
what is going on with their lives. Once the center of attention and cared for
pet has gone from being pampered, loved and housed to being hungry,
chased, deceased and homeless. These former pets are in desperate
need of a loving tender touch, food and shelter and contact with humans.
But be cautious, trap and take them to medical services first; have them
checked for deceases (specially mange) and spay/neuter, if they are not.
And if by now, you have fallen in love, adopt them. Then you can pet,
pamper and love them as much to your heart's content.

Children — Do not allow children to play on old and discarded mattresses
and outside ulphosted furniture at all, as these are focus of infection when
outside for too long. In addition, it will be best to be keep children and older
adults from touching and playing with feral cats and stray dogs.

Socializing - When walking your pet or letting them outside, make sure
that they are not socializing with any of their kind, dogs/cats, until you are
sure that such new found friends are disease free. The least you want is
cross contamination. Please, DO NOT allow your pet to roam the streets
freely or just open the front door to let them go out to use the communal
bathroom of your neighbors’ front yard. This is a NO, NO, NO! You never
know what your pet is going to bring home; perhaps a nasty and expensive
surprise for you and the rest of you family, and in time, your neighbors.

This morning (12/05/11), the loud hollering of a cat, in real deep pain,
woke some neighbors up just to see it going down the canyon limping and
dragging its hind-side. One knows, at times, these animals can be really
annoying, but no reason to treat them this way. Please think! It is your
human duty to be kind; we humans have the brains to THINK, the
EMOTIONS and the OBLIGATION to do best on behalf of these defen-
seless animals. It is not the animals (that pay for human mistakes with
their pain and lives) that are the culprits and now the problem. But it is the
fault of the humans who have put them in these conditions. If you are not
ready to a lifelong commitment to love and care, and to pick-up EVERY-
DAY the lumps from your back yard and/or change the litter-box when
due, don't get that cute kitten or puppy, period! If your children are
insistent and persistent, get them a teddy bear or any other CUTE stuffed
animal. Teach the kitty to use a litter-box at home and make sure that it
has done its business there before you let them out. If you are a caring
human, other than hitting with boards, please help trap these animals.

SCABIES

(mange in humans)

If you have scabies, you will likely have itching and irritated skin that gets

worse until the mites are killed.

o ltching usually starts first. It
often becomes noticeable at
night when the warmth of
the bed makes the mites
active or after bathing and is
sometimes mistaken for dry
skin. Itching is caused by
an allergic reaction to the
scabies mite. Sometimes
the itching is very intense,
especially in small children
and older adults.

o Irritated skin often appears
as a rash and skin sores
that look like tiny curving
tracks.  These symptoms
are a result of the mite
tunneling under the upper
layers of the skin. Some-
times you can see a small
blister or the mite itself, which looks like a tiny black dot, at the end of
a burrow. The tracks may be hard to see after you scratch the area.
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Babies may only have red and inflamed skin, sometimes with small sores
that are like blisters.

o Symptoms are most likely to develop:

a. Between the fingers and on the palm side of the wrists;

b.  On the outside surfaces of the elbows and in the armpits;

c. Around the waistline and navel and on the buttocks;

d.  Around the nipples, bra line, and the sides of the breasts (in
women);

e.  On the genitals (in men);

f. In babies and small children, itching and skin irritation may also
occur: Around or on the scalp, neck, and face; on the palms of the
hands and soles of the feet. Often the first symptom noticed in a
baby is in these areas and is a series of tiny sores that are like
blisters (vesicles).

Other problems

Skin sores, called secondary lesions, can develop later in the course of the

condition. Problems may include:

o Scratches, sometimes
covered by a crust. Scrat-
ching the scabies burrows
can irritate and break
open the skin.

e Red, dry, scaly, iritated
areas of skin.

o Nodular scabies. These
are small reddish brown
raised areas (nodules).
The nodules may develop
in covered areas such as
the armpits, groin, but-
tocks, scrotum, and penis.
The nodules itch and may
persist for weeks or
months after scabies has
been cured.

Babies and older adults are
especially at risk for these
lesions, because they may not
be treated right away. Early symptoms in babies and older adults are more
likely to be missed or mistaken for another condition. Please visit your
doctor to get a prescription, if needed, or ask your pharmacist for over the
counter remedies, if available.

Still
needs final sign-offs from state and Federal regulators; expected to start
in September; (4) Euclid Avenue sidewalk — The Council authorized the
transfer and use of $206,000 from City Heights Redevelopment project
Area 2010A Tax Allocation Bonds to fund the installation 850 square feet
of new sidewalk along the east side of Euclid Avenue between Dwight and
Isla Vista. The project includes a chain link fence, two pedestrian ramps,
and six spaces for future street trees to be installed once funding for
maintenance is available, as well as a retaining wall, decorative
pedestrian rail, and metal beam guardrail needed because the sidewalk is
adjacent to a canyon. Current projections are that construction will start
and be completed in fall 2012.

TRAFFIC IMPROVEMENTS

Voice of San Diego’s
Adrian Florido has written
a great article about the
dangerous 54t & Univer-
sity intersection; one of Ci-
ty Heights’ most popular
gateways. From 2000 to
2010, 77 crashes took
it t : place at 54t & University.
Of those, 5 mvolved cycllsts and 16 mvolved pedestrians. The northwest
and northeast corners of the intersection allow motorists to make “free”
right turns, like an on-ramp, which force pedestrians, kids, elderly, bus
riders, park goers, wheelchair-bound individuals, and shoppers to cross an
unsignalized, uncontrolled high-speed path. The NW corner (pictured
above) is made worse by serious visibility, sight-line issues.
According to a long-time resident and new member of the City Heights
Active Transportation Built Environment Team, about 20 years ago this
intersection had FOUR “free” right turns; two on the north and two on the
south. After a big crash on the south-east turn, the City apparently remo-
ved the two turns on the south side. For some reason, the City left the
“free” right turns on the north side, where they remain to this day.
Fortunately, the University Ave Mobility Study Working Group (composed of
CH Active Transportation BET members, stakeholders, residents, Univer-
sity First BID, and others) along with City staff and consultants, agreed to
complete the intersection by “squaring” it off. As announced previously, the
“free” right turns will be removed! And the available land on the north-west
corner will host a new transit stop or station and will be able to host a new
public, green space! We're thrilled with the University Ave Mobility Plan for
this corridor and we thank everyone who was involved. Thanks to Adrian
for this article and for his continued commitment to reporting on traffic
safety. After all, traffic safety is public safety.
