REDISTRICTING

Since the devil is in the details and
the details are in the contract, we,
regular folks need to be involved and
step-in into the negotiating of the
new redistricting contract to weed
out the devil; when negotiating new
political boundaries. Let us review
some of the details with the hope
that soon you will join us in asking
for a redistricting contract that is
more favorable and equitable to you,
to your neighbors and to your com-
munity and not to City hall insiders,
special interest groups, other organi-
zations, or to any political party.
Before all, we need to recognize that

redistricting is a political process
nasty and aggressive and which end-result is to draw new political
boundaries to existing Council Districts and, not since 1965, create a
new one. Due to some manmade messes and gross inequalities
created in the past, this mandated process has gone from the
politicians to the “politicos’, from gross overt gerrymandering to
sophisticated, quiet and surgical gerrymandering. The kind of: let's
hope they don't have their glasses on to see this little wiggly line going
through the heart of their closed nit community cutting it in half.
So what is natural and expected? Expected is lots and ugly cut-throat
political maneuvering behind the scenes, cronyism and lots of hearsay
accusations. Early returns on this “detail” ranges from the compo-
sition of the Redistricting Commission and each one of its members
and what disclosures each member should have made, or needs to
make, to come completely clean with the community they claim is the
subject of their volunteer service and purpose. To news reports that
lobbyist organizations and individuals are being paid with grant money
from a foundation for doing what needs to be community originated
volunteer work, not a paid job, and So-and-So’s connections to labor
unions and keeping track of where Emily Serafy Cox, the Empower
San Diego Executive Director, goes and with whom she meets to
prove collusion. Spinners and conspiracy theorists are having a ball
trying to derail participation and muddy the process. The let's dig dirt
“detail” is going so far out that the huge pile of dirt they are excavating
is going to bury them, but hopefully not us. Let us hope that this
sideshow can inspire you to participate fully in the process to express
your points of view without prejudice, correctly and efficiently and let
everyone know which one of our communities share our interest.

Greetings friends from Fox Canyon, | hope you are all well and for those
who celebrate it, that you enjoyed a wonderful Easter with friends and
family. As some of you may have heard, there are significant changes
coming to our divisional boundaries. As your service area lieutenant, |
would like to take a few moments to explain what those changes are and
how they came about.

It has been about twenty years since a comprehensive evaluation was
undertaken of how we deploy police officers throughout the city, and how we
pair our communities with a given division to ensure the best overall service
city-wide. Chief Lansdowne felt in a continuing effort toward that goal, that it
was time for such a reassessment. Change always comes with some grow-
ing pains, particularly for a place like San Diego where unique bonds and
partnerships between the community and the police department are at the
core of our approach to providing safe communities. That said; | am opti-
mistic about the benefits of the new divisional structure and confident that
new and fruitful partnerships will be formed in the San Diego tradition.

By way of a refresher, the divisions are divided up by the radio frequency
that they operate on. Mid-City for example is designated as the 800’s.
Within a division are service areas. Mid-City has three such areas, divided
up into the 810’s, 820's and 830's. Within those service areas are beats,
such as 811, 832 and 824. By design, the beats are closely aligned with
communities. As another example, Eastern Division is designated as the
300's, with two service areas, the 310’s and the 320’s, and underneath them
various beats.

First the good news; Fox Canyon will remain within the 820’s service area
and continue to be overseen by Mid-City Division. Ridgeview/Webster and
Oak Park will be moved under Southeastern Division which is headed up by
Captain Tony McElroy. You may have heard that Fairmount Park would be
included in the shift to Southeastern Division, but that has been modified
and will remain within Mid-City Division. College East and College West will
be moving from the Mid-City to Eastern Division, which is overseen by
Captain Sarah Creighton. In terms of ground that Mid-City will be picking
up, we will be taking responsibility for North Park, which had previously
fallen within the responsibility of Western Division.

The rationale for this particular approach to restructuring is quite compli-
cated. Needless to say there are many competing needs and factors to
consider. Paramount among these are the commitment to providing the
best service possible for the largest group of San Diego’s citizens, while at
the same time ensuring the safety of our officers to the greatest degree

possible. Prior to the coming change for example, Western Division
was responsible for areas as far west as Point Loma and Ocean
Beach. That meant a long drive to help an officer who was in a fight in
North Park. Clearly, a Mid-City Officer could respond much more
quickly. In a recent community meeting to introduce the upcoming
changes, the question was posed as to why more officers were not
simply added to Mid-City, allowing the command to pick up North Park
without losing any area. The fact is that there are logistical concerns
that limit how many officers we can assign to a given command. For
example, Mid-City currently has so many officers working out of the
Landis Street facility that we have lockers installed in the rear parking
lot and enclosed by chain link fence. Of course calls for service and the
types of crime the various areas experience was also factored into the
final plan. These are just a few of the competing concerns that were
poured over and weighed in an effort to restructure and bring about the
most efficient provision of police service possible.

That is it in a nutshell. The communities that are affected by the
move are encouraged to contact Eastern Division and Southeastern
Division respectively. Each of these commands are headed up by very
forward thinking, community minded Captains, supported by equally
motivated and talented lieutenants, sergeants and officers. |
encourage you to reach out to them. Bring them up to speed on the
history and current challenges facing your communities. And for our
friends who remain within Mid-City’s area of responsibility, we look
forward to many more years of continued partnersh|p with you.

FOX CANYON REDISTRICTING MAPS
Commissioners:
We have paired older neighbors with newer communities to redistributed
resources and city services from the General Fund. We have mixed ethnic
groups and cultures, not to divide them but to create a bonding diversity
and a common culture. We have established three different district
boundaries to gain political clout. All these have served us well during the
last ten years and Fox Canyon has prospered within District Seven.
However, it is time to face reality! As per the last Census data of City
Heights and taking Fox Canyon as a typical microcosm and a random
sample, our particular demographics places our total current population at

1,389 residents, distributed as follow:

Latino 50%

Asian 23%

Black 15%

Allother  12%
This new reality forces us to look at and plan for the future, not the past.
The future will bring us the proposal of one united CITY HEIGHTS
CORE DISTRICT, the 9t. The core of this new district will encompass
ALL of City Heights (in the south) with the communities of Talmadge,
Kensington, Normal Heights and Adams North (to the north), from 805
to 54t Street and from 8 to 94; and places the core district at 99,992
people.
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Option #1:

Encompass the new City Heights core District plus the communities to
the east of Euclid Avenue (College West/East, Rolando, El Cerrito, and
Redwood Villagie/Roland @ark) to La Mesa and from 805 to 94.
Preliminary population count for this option is roughly 139,585+.

This is our best proposal and PREFERED OPTION! Coupled together
are traditional communities of interest and need sharing communal,
cultural, financial and traditional bonds, which have existed for more
than thirty (30) years within the boundaries of District seven. This
proposal is not gerrymandered, achieves great social justice and best
redistribution of the powerful political and educated elite, resources and
city services. This proposed option is contiguous, compact and
cocooned within major freeways framing strong and definite district
boundaries and with two great arteries, El Cajon Blvd and University
Avenue traversing east/west. This proposed option will leave all
planning groups intact within one new district.
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Option # 2:

Encompass the New City Heights core district proposal plus the communities

to the west of 805 (North Park, Burlingame and South Park) from 8 to 94.

Preliminary population count for this option is roughly 144,417.

It is extremely essential for the New City Heights core district to keep within it
the communities of North Adams, Normal Heights, Kensington and
Talmadge.

In parting, we reserve the right to newer and extended comment throughout
the public hearing period, to redefine the District proposal, the boundaries
and the population numbers to fit set specifications.
