PART 2 - PRODUCTS

21 DUPLEX STRAINERS

A. Equipment Requirements: The pipeline strainer for screening [raw water] [and] [plant
effluent] [ ] shall be a duplex, basket type strainer with manual switching valves.

B. Construction: The strainer shall have a cast iron body with removable cast iron or steel
covers and flanged ends; removable, perforated plate stainless-steel strainer baskets; and
bronze or castiron valves with renewable seats. The strainer perforations shall be 1/8 inches
in diameter. Cocks for air relief, and a valved connection for the drain shall be provided.
Strainers shall be furnished with provisions for manual backflushing.

C. Schedule of Duplex Strainers: The CONTRACTOR shall furnish and install the following
duplex strainers:
