6. Docket Items:

a. Commercial Land Use Designations (Sara Osborn) A brief focused presentation on
commercial land use designations. The purpose is to provide a background on the existing
commercial land uses in San Ysidro and to create a better understanding of the General Plan
commercial land use designations for future incorporation into the community plan update.
Land Use and Zoning should be a part of the Agenda each month. As part of the January
2012 meeting Committee should decide on forming a sub-committee. Further discussion will
be held at the January 11,2012 at the Community Plan Update meeting at Willow School,
which would include Transportation and City Planners.

b. Crown Castle Beyer: (Michael Linman) Site Development Permit & conditional Use
Permit renewal (91-0303-50) for existing wireless communications facility at 3310 Beyer
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Blvd. (CALTRANS Maintenance Yard) at intersection of Dairy Mart Road and 1-905 ramp.
Innovative screening of the antennas located on a 64-foot-high monopole or alternative
"MonoEucalyptus" tree. The "MonoEucalyptus" tree will not be allowed by CALTRANS as
not enough room in the leased space. Presented a sea gull design. Much discussion on other
possible ideas, trees and art work. Continued to January 2012.

c. Healthy Borders: (David Flores). Review of a UCSD study project focused on air quality
in San Ysidro and pedestrian movement at the International Border. A recommendation
suggests establishing an air quality monitoring facility at the border where none now exists.
Lisa Hoffman from San Diego Prevention Research Center was also part of the presentation.

d. Urban Agriculture Land Use Amendments. (Matthew Paredes). A PowerPoint
presentation to review the latest C9ity proposals for "Urban Agriculture" amendments to the
Municipal Code and the General Plan. This could affect the SY Community Plan Update.
Urban Agriculture involves community gardens, backyard livestock (such as chickens and
goats), farmer's markets, beekeeping, etc.

e. SYCPG Future Meeting Dates. Consider changing the January and February 2012 meeting
dates due to Federal Holidays (MLK Jr. Day, and Presidents' Day). Will conduct an email
poll. Continued.

The following is a summary of Article III, Section 2 of the bylaws.

To be an eligible community member an individual must be

• at least 18 years of age, and
• shall be affiliated with the community as a:

o property owner, who is an individual identified as the sole or partial owner of
record, or their designee, of a real property (either developed or undeveloped),
within the community planning area, or

o resident, who is an individual whose primary address of residence is an address in
the community planning area, or

o local business person, who is a local business or not-for-profit owner, operator, or
designee at a non-residential real property address in the community planning area.

Only eligible community members have the right to vote at the SYCPG general election and to be
a candidate for election.

An individual may become an eligible member of the community by demonstrating qualifications
to the planning group Secretary or Election Committee prior to the March election or at the time of
voting. Eligibility is demonstrating by filing this Application for General Membership and upon
validation of the affiliation requirements.

For the purpose of qualifying a "designee" of a not-for-profit, in addition to this membership form, the
designee must be identified by name in writing by the qualifying governing body or its senior executive.

For the purposes of qualification as a General Member, a "not-for-profit" is defined as an existing
community organization, association, or institution which has its headquarters or a site office at a physical
location at a non-residential real property address within the San Ysidro Community Plan area, and serves the
constituents of the planning area.

Among the duties of the elected SYCPG members is the requirement to attend meetings. There are no
"excused absences." The SYCPG shall find that a vacancy exists upon receipt of a resignation in writing from
one of its members or upon receipt of a written report from the planning group's secretary reporting the third
consecutive absence or fourth absence in the 12-month period of April through March each year, of a member(s)
from the planning group's regular meetings.
