Description: Conversion of the four-lane freeway into a six-lane facility. High occupancy vehicle lanes can be accomodatcd
within the center median at some point in the future once regional funding is identified. This project will be completed in
multiple phases as funding becomes available.

Fundin£.: Due to the regional serving nature of this freeway, it is anticipated that federal, state or other outside funding for
this segment of SR-S6 will be obtained to finance the cost of this project. In the absence of these other funding sources,
development within the individual communities of the NCFUA may be required to fund, or at least advance, the cost of this
projecl The above alIocation of costs represents each community's share of cost of the project, absent sufficient funding
from other sources. This contribution will be reduced as these other funds become available.

Note: If olltside funding is obtained for this project, Black Mountain Ranch and Pacific Highlands Ranch will be reimbursed
on a priority basis until advances are reduced to a proportionate share calculated utilizing a traffic link analysis. Thereafter,
any reimbursements would be distributed 10 all communities on a prorala basis.
