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I. Introduction

A. Scope Of Report

This report is the overall financing plan for the Miramar Ranch North
Community Plan area and sets forth the major public facilities which will
be needed by the time the ultimate build-out of the community is expected.

B. Authorities

The basis and authority for the preparation of the Miramar Ranch North
Financing Plan are found in several documents which have been pre-
viously adopted by the City Council.

The "Progress Guide and General Plan for the City of San Diego", adopted
by the City Council on February 26, 1979, sets forth the guidelines for the
future development and planned growth. The Plan designates the
Miramar Ranch North area as a "Planned Urbanizing Area" and suggests
that needed community facilities be financed by special assessment dis-
trict, impact fees, developer contributions and the City’s General Fund. It
also states that the prime responsibility for the provision of community
facilities should be the developers’.

On August 11, 1980, the City Council adopted Council Policy 600-28 en-
titled "Requirements for the Development Approval in Planned Urbaniz-
ing Area". The Policy requires, in part, that a community facilities
financing program shall be adopted by the City Council, setting forth the
methods and sources of financing all needed improvements within a com-
munity.

While Resolution Number R253290, adopted on December 15, 1980, by the
City Council, stated the intention to initiate proceedings for the designa-
tion of an Area of Benefit within the Miramar Ranch North area and
directed the City Manager to make and file with the City Clerk a report, in
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
