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Partnering with US Customs, SDPD officers conducted several details at the border targeting
vehicles that are commonly stolen and taken to Mexico. As a result of these details, parole and
probation checks, and follow up on information gathered by patrol officers, numerous suspects
involved in auto theft rings and smuggling operations were identified. Regional efforts with
other agencies including the Regional Auto Theft Task Force and Immigration and Customs
Enforcement target individuals involved in auto theft.

Additionally patrol units are trained in combating auto theft by enhancing their ability to identify
high value targets, likely locations and actions used by subjects involved in auto theft activity.
This training has increased the number and quality of auto theft and auto burglary field
interviews and stops.

The suspect responsible for a series of “Hot Prow]” burglaries targeting elderly victims living in

a “senior only” trailer park was positively identified and quickly taken into custody. The suspect
had a lengthy criminal history, including a prior robbery. This series involved detailed evidence

collection from numerous sources and required thorough investigation of all the cases.
