San Diego County Crime Stoppers, working with the San Diego Sheriffs 
Departmenfs Homicide Unit and Jane Klingls family, are asking for the 
public's assistance to hetp idenhfy and locate the person(s) responsible for 
the murder of Jane KJing. Crime Stoppers and the Kling family have now 
increased their combined reward to a total of $10,000. 

Jane KJing was murdered on March 24,2006. Her body was found in 
Campo Cimmaron, near Puertocitos, about 45 minutes south of San 
Felipe. Kling's 1997 Dodge Caravan was found in the area where her 
body was discovered. She was apparently strangled but oot sexually 
assaulted or robbed. All of her belongings, including money and credit 
cards were found nearby. 

The Mexican authorities have released a sketch of a person that was seen 
with Jane Kling at the Hotel Costa Azul in San Felipe, Mexico. The 
sketch is attached to this release.
