Jose was one of 3 individuaJs shot in a 
South Bay' shooting spree that night. Francisco Miranda was also killed; the 
other victim sUIVlved. 

Jose, a Sweetwater High School graduate, had already made signifiunt 
contributions to the community at his young age. He worked at Lincoln Acres 
Library for 2 years; helping with a homework center, nutrition program, and 
being .a mentor to other youth. 

On Sunday, November 30lh at 4:30 pm Jose's family and friends will hold a 
candlelight vigil to remember Jose on the 1 year anniversary of his murder at the 
424 Woodlawn Avenue in Chub Vista. Prior to vigiJ family and friends will 
distribute flyers seeking information on the case .and pUblicizing a $51,000 
reward.
