This Week~s Fugitive: Precious D. Thomas is wanted by the San Diego 
Regional Fugitive Task Force on four no bail felony warrants and two 
misdemeanor warrants related to narcotics offenses. 

Three no bail felony warrants are for 11350(a) HS and the fourth one is for 
1 1377(a) HS. All of the felony warrants are related to possession of a 
controlled substance. Thomas also has two misdemeanor warrants for 
being under the influence of a controlled substance. 

Fugitive Description: Precious D. Thomas is a 25 year old Black female. 
She is 5 J 61

' tall and weighs about 130 Ibs. She has black hair and brown 
eyes" 

Precious D. Thomas is known to frequent Downtown San Diego j Sherman 
and Logan Heights and the Ball Park District.
