A Portable God: the Origin of

Judaism and Christianity

Co-authors Rebecca Moore and Risa Levitt Kohn,
Professors at San Diego State University, argue that
Judaism did not pre-date Christianity, but rather that
the two religions arose at the same
time out of the same theology and
environment. A Portable God tells
the compelling story of how the
first believers of these two impor-
tant religions reacted to the dra-
matic changes of their time: Roman
