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Unknown Suspects Wanted for Sexual Assault

San Diego County Crime Stoppers and investigators from the Naval Criminal 
Investigative Service (NCIS) are asking for the public’s help in identifying and locating 
2 unknown suspects wanted for sexual assault along with a person of interest in the 
case. 
 
On May 26, 2016, at approximately 3:55 p.m., a sexual assault occurred at Del Mar 
Beach, aboard Marine Corps Base, Camp Pendleton, CA. Two adult females were 
sexually assaulted by two unknown males on the beach.   
 
Investigators located surveillance images of a male who was with the two suspects 
shortly before the sexual assault occurred.  This male is considered a person of interest 
in this case. 
 
Suspect’s Description: 
 

Suspect # 1 is described as a Hispanic male, mid 20’s, heavy build, some type of facial 
hair, brown eyes, short dark brown hair, and had a deep voice. 
 
Suspect # 2 is described as a Hispanic male, mid 20’s, with a medium build. 
 
 
Person of Interest Description: 
 
The person of interest is described as a Hispanic male, mid 20’s, medium complexion, 
thin build, dark brown hair with a military style haircut, dark brown eyes, 5’8” to 5’10” 
tall and had unknown lettering tattooed on his left shoulder.
