INTRODUCTION

The publication has had the benefit and advantage of the complete organization of the
publishers, and of the skill and experience of their corps of enumerators and compilers.

This City Directory is standardized through the efforts of the Association of North
American Directory Publishers. DBe it Kalamazoo or Baraboo the information arrange-
ment is uniform. Sixteefi guage wire is identically the same size in Boston or Belling-
ham, railroad tracks are the same width in Connecticut and California; shoe sizes are
standard whether made in Brockton or Stockton and so on ad infinitun.

In line with this economic trend to standardize all generally used products, this

Association has decided to make, and is now making, all city directories published by
Association members conform to certain standards in regard to make-up, compilation
and classified business headings which will simplify and facilitate their use.

The several essential departments of the Directory are set forth in the order follow-
ing:

THE MISCELLANEOUS DEPARTMENT, pages 13 to 20, includes a variety of
miscellaneous information such as city government, state and county officials, churches,
postoffice, public schoals, secret societies, etc.

THE STREET AND HOUSEHOLDERS GUIDE, printed on pink paper, covers
pages 829 to 1089.

The profession or business of individuals and firms is only given at their respective
places of business; to find the occupation of householders, refer to Alphabetical List of
Names.

THE BUYERS' GUIDE occupies pages 21 to 156. This section of the Directory
printed on tinted paper, includes advertisements of leading manufacturers, business and
professional interests of San Diego. They have been carefully grouped by departments
and are indexed under classified headings and otherwise in various parts of the Directory.
A casual perusal of these advertisements will picture many interesting phases of the
city’s activities. They are not display advertisements, primarily, however, but rather are
reference advertising at its best.

San Dicgo, today one of the fastest
growing cities of the West, is the old-
est city on the Pacific Coast. San
Diego Bay, declared to be one of the
three best natural harbors on tl_le Pa-
cific Coast, was discovered in 1542 by
Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo, a Portu-
guese navigator in the service of Spain.
In 1602 Sebastien Viscaino, a Spanish
isited the beautiful bay and
San Diego, popularly sup-
posed to mean Saint James, but more
recently interpreted as Saint Didacus.

Fhe first white settlement on the
Coast was established at San
Diego in 1769 with the founding of
the Mission San Diego d’Alcala, the
first of the long chain of California
missions, by Father Junipero Serra.

the Panama Canal, the city is becoming
a busy seaport as the deep, sheltered
harbor is developed. Regular steam-
ship lines serving San Diego have in-
creased from 4 to 22 in the last six
years.

Two transcontinental railroads ter-
minate at San Piego. It is the western
terminus of thé Lee or Bankhead high-
way, the Borderland highway, the Vic-
tory Highway, the National Old Trail,
and the Old Spanish Trail, the last
named stretching from St. Augustine
to San Diego, and designated as the
official border highway for the War
Department. By air, rail and water
Ran Diego is closer than any other Pa-
cific Coast port to every point south
of Chicago and east of the Mississippi.

The city is situated on an eminence
overlooking the broad bay and the Pa-
cific Ocean, banked by picturesque
mountains. Practically every climatic
condition existing within the United
States can be duplicated in San Diego
County, an area nearly equal to the
State of Connecticut. From the trop-
ical avocado and orange groves to the
northern apple and wheat fields; from
30 inches of rainfall in some sections to
desert conditions in other quarters, is
the remarkable variation that can be
experienced in a day’s ride throughout
San Diego County.

The city of San Diego, however, is
noted for its equable climate, varying
only 10 degrees between the mean
winter temperature of 58 degrees and
_mean summer temperature of 68 de-
grees. Although popular with tourists
\as both a cool summer resort, and
warm winter resort, the city is com-
ing to be an important distribution
center for the Pacific Southwest. Ari-
zona and Imperial Valley is its rich
back country, and San Diego is the
logical outlet for this territory.

San Diego county is second in va-
Friety of minerals among California
counties. Among those minerals
worked at present are: Gold, gems,

feldspar, bentonite, lithia, granite,




crushed stone, silica, clays and lime-
stone. Included in the county’s prin-
cipal agricultural products are: Alfal-
fa, almonds, apples, apricots, avocados,
harley, beans, cherries, corn, figs,
grapes, grapefruit, hay, honey, kaffir
corn and milo maize, lemons, olives,

oranges, peaches, plums, prunes, pota-"

toes, tomatoes and walnuts.

Capitol of the 11th Naval District
which is the second largest Naval dis-
trict in America, the army and navy
operations are one of San Diego’s big-
gest industries. Rockwell Field, the
army flying field; Camp Hearne, the
cavalry unit; Fort Rosecrans, the coast
defense; the Naval Air Station, the
Destrover Base, the Naval Training
Station, the U. S. Marine Base, the
Naval hospital, the Naval storehouse,
and the Chollas Heights radio station
are among the largest military units
located in San Diego, representing a
$35,000,000 investment.

The city of San Diego has many at-
tractions, among them DBalboa Park,
third largest city park in America, sit-
uated in the very heart of this me-
tropolis. Among the features of Bal-
boa Park, which covers 1400 acres, are
the famous zoological gardens of inter-
national reputation, the fine arts cen-
ter including the massive Spreckels’
outdoor pipe organ, the art gallery, the
art institute, the scientific library and
museums of natural history, Indian,
Mexican and Oriental civilizations,
archeology, anthropology, and miscel-
laneous collections. This cultural cen-
ter was the scene of the Panama-Pacific
exposition in 1915-16. Located in this
park also is the Boy Scout Indian Vil-
lage, Girl Scout camp, the municipal
golf course, and other recreational
features.

There are numerous points of histor-
ical interest such as Ramona’s marriage
place, and the three missions: San
Diego d’Alcala, Pala, and San Luis
Rey. On Point Loma, described by the
Encvclopedia Americana as one of the
three finest views in the world, is lo-
cated the International Theosophical
headquarters.

In the back country is a chain of
heautiful mountain lakes forming the
city and county’s water supply.

Few places in the world offer the
diversification of industry, agriculture,
recreation, and living conditions than
does San Diego and its environs.

POPULATION

There are in this directory, issued
by the San Diego Directory Co., pub-
lishers of the San Diego Directory for
the past twenty-three years, 70,704
names in the alphabetical section.
Using the multiple of 214, as has been
the custom in previous years, to allow
for the names of wives, which, al-
though appearing in parenthesisfollow-
ing the name of the husband, are not
included in the count, and the names
of the children under age living at
home with their parents, which are not
included, gives San Diego a popula-
tion of 159,084, and an increase of
11,099 since the last directory pub-
lished by the San Diego Directory Co.
was issued in 1926.
