Total value of public school prop-
erty, $73,700,000. Several notable private schools. California
Western University (also private), a Catholic university for
men and women, and San Diego State College, the third larg-
est institution of higher learning in southern California, offer
education from kindergarten through M.S. and B.S. degrees.

Public I_Libraries—Main library, 13 branches, and 2 book-
mobiles which make 13 stops in outlying districts of the city.
These contain a total of 419,720 volumes.

General Review

AREA: San Diego County comprises 4,258 square miles, or
2,725,120 acres—approximately the size of the State of Con-
necticut. The county extends 70 miles along the Pacific Coast
northward from the Mexican border, and 80 miles eastward
to Imperial Valley.

TOPOGRAPHY: Rising gradually from the ocean beaches
on the west, the coastal plain meets the most westerly of the
coast foothill ranges at an average distance of ten miles. Inland
irom this range lie beautiful and fertile valleys, then higher
ranges and higher valleys, until the crest of some 6,500 feet is
reached in the Cuyamaca Mountains, 40 air-line miles from the
coast.

The 1954 Federal Census showed that 1,012,581 acres (over
35% of total area) in the county are devoted to farming and
ranching. The number of farms was 6,478, of which over 80%
contained under 50 acres each.

San Diego is in the southwest corner of the U. S., located
on the shores of a great natural harbor, and is bordered on the
west by the Pacific Ocean. To the south, but sixteen miles
away, is Old Mexico. Toward the east, and plainly visible
from the city streets, are mountain ranges that tower more
than a mile above sea level. It is an ideal setting for a
great city.

HISTORY: San Diego, “where California began,” is the
birthplace of civilization on the American Pacific Coast. More
than 400 years ago—on Sept. 28, 1542—Juan Rodriguez Ca-
brillo, Portuguese navigator in the service of Spain, entered
the land-locked bay and thus discovered what is now the State
of California. In 1602, Don Sebastian Vizcaino surveyed the
port and bestowed upon it the name “San Diego.”

_The first white settlement was established in 1769 by a
military expedition from Lower California, attended by Fran-
ciscan missionaries under the leadership of Father Junipero
Serra. On the present site of Presidio Hill he founded the first
of the California missions, the beginning of a chain of 21 that
extended up the coast, a day’s journey apart, from San Diego
to Sonoma. This mission trail became £1 Camino Real—or “The
King’s Highway.” In 1774, Mission San Diego de Alcala—the
mother of the missions—was moved about six miles inland to
its present location in Mission Valley. Under Mexican govern-
ment, San Diego was constituted a pueblo in 1834. The first
U. S. flag to fly over southern California was raised at OId
San Diego in 1846, by Lieut. Stephen C. Rowan, U. S. N San
Diego was incorporated as an American city in’ 1850.

Modern San Diego had its beginning in 18

E. Horton arrived here' with a vision %f builx(;gﬁgwa{rl egr;'egtlogig
on the_shore of San Diego Bay. He wisely chose a location a
few miles south of Old San Diego and subdivided an area
which today is the central business district of the city.

The city has made remarkable strides in population and
importance. The Panama-California Exposition of 1915-16 and
the California Pacific International Exposition of 1935-36, both

held in beautiful Balboa Park, attracted the attention of the

world. Because of the climate and other natural advantages,
San Diego has become one of the nation’s greatest all-year
playground and vacation resorts, as well as a naval, military
and aviation center. It also has become one of America’s lead-

ing cities in the manufacture of aircraft and airplane parts.

THE NAVY: No description of San Diego would be ade-

quate which failed to recount the importance of naval ac-
tivities.

The U. S. Navy has recognized the strategic situation of

San Diego on the Pacific Coast, its unrivaled climate and its
port facilities, by establishment here of the headquarters of
the 11th Naval District.

Climate
The climate and the splendid harbor are unquestionably

the city’s two greatest assets. Climatologists say that this

area’s year-around equable climate is unsurpassed. A. W.

Anderson, meteorologist in charge of the U. S. Weather Bureau
office at San Diego, states that it is questionable whether there
is another region of like area where the variety of climate
comes so close to filling all demands as in this section of Cali-

fornia.

The average rainfall near the ocean during a normal year
is only a little over ten inches, but there are places in the
mountains where the fall is well over 40 inches, enough to in-
sure adequate water for irrigation and domestic uses. To carry
through the long dry summers, when no rain of consequence
occurs, an extensive system of reservoirs has been established.
These scenic mountain lakes also offer excellent recreation
facilities. . .

The long dry summers are a prominent feature of the cli-
mate. Except for an occasional thunderstorm over the higher

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elevations, the period from June to the end 0§ September is
virtually without rain. Contrary to expectatlol}s, however,
summer temperatures are mild and are rarely high; and the

Thunder and lightning occur so seldom in the coastal
belt that they are considered a novelty.

In short, it’s a comifortable climate—healthful, balmy and
inspiring. From a strictly climatological standpoint, however,
the outstanding feature is its equability. The official bulletins
of the Weather Bureau describe this region as having the most
equable climate in the U. S.

Indusiry

San Diego offers exceptional advantages for a variety of
industries. These include an ample and technical labor supply;
excellent transportation facilities by rail, truck, water and air;
low-cost factory sites and buildings; comparatively low cost of
power, light, fuel, water and taxes; proximity to rapidly-
growing markets of the Pacific Coast, and a climate in which
labor reaches its maximum efficiency.

San Diego has 725 manufacturing plants.

The products, highly diversified, include airplanes and
parts, electronics, fiberglass and plastic products, light metal
parts, shipbuilding, printing, canned fish, fish meal, fertilizers,
citrus by-products, citrus soap, furniture, food kelp products,
salt, olives, olive oil, macaroni, pimientos, jams, confectionery,
uniforms, caps and aprons, onyx, marble, granite, cement pipe,
brick and tile, and numerous other items.

San Diego has 951 wholesale distribution firms, and is re-
garded as a jobbing point.

Newspapers

The city is served by two daily and one Sunday newspa-

per, and by one daily legal paper, and several weekly news-
papers. The daily newspapers are: San Diego Union (mornings
and Sundays) and Evening Tribune (afternoons).

The cities of Escondido and Oceanside have daily newspa-
pers, and other newspapers, generally weekly or semi-weekly,

are published in Alpine, Carlsbad, Chula Vista, Coronado, El
Cajon, Encinitas, Fallbrook, La Mesa, Lemon Grove, National
City, Poway, Ramona, Rancho Santa Fe, Vista, Imperial Beach,
San Marcns, San Ysidro, and Solana Beach.

Water Supply

Ampie water for the San Diego metropolitan arca is de-
rived from a group of reservoirs built by the city in the moun-
tainous area of the county, plus a supply of 128,000,000 gallons
daily brought by aqueduct from the Colorado hiver. Average
daily consumption of water in the city is 125 gallons per capita.
