CITY HALL UPDATES

On Tuesday October 1st, the San Diego City Council unanimously approved
Councilmember Vivian Moreno’s resolution to call on the federal government to
declare a national emergency and fully fund the Environmental Protection Agency’s
Comprehensive Infrastructure Solution and Minute No. 328 to address the sewage
contamination that is entering the Tijuana River Valley.

Councilmember Moreno stated, “As a resident and mother in the South Bay, | have
experienced the daily torments caused by the Tijuana River Valley crisis. The reality
is that we have needed help since 1993, we need to see actions from our federal
representatives to solve this crisis. There is an identified infrastructure solution,
but the federal government has yet to fully fund it.”
