We All Count Homeless Census

On Jan. 29, Park Rangers from the San Diego River Park and Senior
Planner, Kaelynn Graham, joined the San Diego River Park Foundation
and homeless outreach organizations to document and interview
unsheltered individuals along the San Diego River. During the annual We
All Count Homeless Census, the lower 24 miles of the San Diego River
were surveyed in the early morning by 80 volunteers and staff. Census
results showed that the number of individuals experiencing
homelessness was down by 49.8% along the San Diego River compared
to this time last year, the lowest count since 2019. The federally
mandated count helps to provide a snapshot of homelessness in our
community, measure and monitor changes in homelessness, and
understand what resources are needed and how to use them.
