o Character and Conduct: Demonstrate good moral character, personal responsibility, and have
no significant disciplinary history at school.

o Attendance: Maintain satisfactory school attendance and attend bi-weekly meetings.

o Physical and Team Requirements: Be physically capable of participating in basic training
activities and demonstrate the ability to follow instructions, maintain discipline, and work
effectively in a team environment.

e Interests: Express an interest in law enforcement, leadership development, and community
service.
