(PRA) will not suffice. If the Contractor does not provide applicable case law that clearly 
establishes that the requested information is exempt from the disclosure requirements of the 
PRA, the City shall be free to release the information when required in accordance with the 
PRA, pursuant to any other applicable law, or by order of any court or government agency, 
and the Contractor will hold the City harmless for release of this information.

6.1. Prior to the Award of the Contract or each Task Order, you and your Subcontractors and 
Suppliers must register with the City's web-based vendor registration and bid management 
system, BidsOnlineTM hosted by PlanetBids System.

6.2. The City may not award the contract until registration of all subcontractors and 
suppliers is complete. In the event this requirement is not met within the time frame 
specified in the Notice of Intent to Award letter, the City reserves the right to rescind 
the Notice of Award I Intent to Award and to make the award to the next responsive 
and responsible bidder I proposer. 

7. JOINT VENTURE CONTRACTORS: Provide a copy of the Joint Venture agreement and 
the Joint Venture license to the City within 10 Working Days after receiving the Contract 
forms. See 2-1.1.2, "Joint Venture Contractors" in The WHITEBOOK for details. 

8. PREVAILING WAGE RATES: Pursuant to San Diego Municipal Code section 22.3019, 
construction, alteration, demolition, repair and maintenance work performed under this 
Contract is subject to State prevailing wage laws. For construction work performed under this 
Contract cumulatively exceeding $25,000 and for alteration, demolition, repair and 
maintenance work performed under this Contract cumulatively exceeding $15,000, the 
Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with State prevailing wage laws including, but 
not limited to, the requirements listed below. 

8.1. Compliance with Prevailing Wage Requirements. Pursuant to sections 1720 
through 1861 of the California Labor Code, the Contractor and its subcontractors 
shall ensure that all workers who perform work under this Contract are paid not less 
than the prevailing rate of per diem wages as determined by the Director of the 
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California Department of Industrial Relations (DIR). This includes work performed 
during the design and preconstruction phases of construction including, but not 
limited to, inspection and land surveying work. 

8.1.1. Copies of such prevailing rate of per diem wages are on file at the City and 
are available for inspection to any interested party on request. Copies of the 
prevailing rate of per diem wages also may be found at 
http://www.dir.ca.gov/OPRL/DPre WageDetermination.htm. Contractor and 
its subcontractors shall post a copy of the prevailing rate of per diem wages 
determination at each job site and shall make them available to any interested 
party upon request. 

8.1.2. The wage rates determined by the DIR refer to expiration dates. If the 
published wage rate does not refer to a predetermined wage rate to be paid 
after the expiration date, then the published rate of wage shall be in effect for 
the life of this Contract. Ifthe published wage rate refers to a predetermined 
wage rate to become effective upon expiration of the published wage rate and 
the predetermined wage rate is on file with the DIR, such predetermined 
wage rate shall become effective on the date following the expiration date 
and shall apply to this Contract in the same manner as if it had been 
published in said publication. If the predetermined wage rate refers to one or 
more additional expiration dates with additional predetermined wage rates, 
which expiration dates occur during the life of this Contract, each successive 
predetermined wage rate shall apply to this Contract on the date following 
the expiration date of the previous wage rate. If the last of such 
predetermined wage rates expires during the life of this Contract, such wage 
rate shall apply to the balance of the Contract. 

8.2. Penalties for Violations. Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with 
California Labor Code section 1775 in the event a worker is paid less than the 
prevailing wage rate for the work or craft in which the worker is employed. 

8.3. Payroll Records. Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with California 
Labor Code section 1776, which generally requires keeping accurate payroll records, 
verifying and certifying payroll records, and making them available for inspection. 
Contractor shall require its subcontractors to also comply with section 1776. 
Contractor and its subcontractors shall submit weekly certified payroll records online 
via the City's web-based Labor Compliance Program. Contractor is responsible for 
ensuring its subcontractors submit certified payroll records to the City. 

8.3.1. For contracts entered into on or after April 1, 2015, Contractor and their 
subcontractors shall furnish records specified in Labor Code section 1776 
directly to the Labor Commissioner in the manner required by Labor Code 
section 1771.4. 

8.4. Apprentices. Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with California Labor 
Code sections 1777.5, 1777.6 and 1777.7 concerning the employment and wages of 
apprentices. Contractor is held responsible for the compliance of their subcontractors 
with sections 1777.5, 1777.6 and 1777.7. 
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8.5. Worldng Hours. Contractor and their subcontractors shall comply with California 
Labor Code sections 1810 through 1815, including but not limited to: (i) restrict 
working hours on public works contracts to eight hours a day and forty hours a week, 
unless all hours worked in excess of 8 hours per day are compensated at not less than 
1 Y2 times the basic rate of pay; and (ii) specify penalties to be imposed on design 
professionals and subcontractors of $25 per worker per day for each day the worker 
works more than 8 hours per day and 40 hours per week in violation of California 
Labor Code sectionsl810 through 1815. 

8.6. Required Provisions for Subcontracts. Contractor shall include at a minimum a 
copy of the following provisions in any contract they enter into with a subcontractor: 
California Labor Code sections 1771, 1771.1, 1775, 1776, 1777.5, 1810, 1813, 1815, 
1860 and 1861. 

8. 7. Labor Code Section 1861 Certification. Contractor in accordance with California 
Labor Code section 3700 is required to secure the payment of compensation of its 
employees and by signing this Contract, Contractor certifies that "I am aware of the 
provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor Code which require every 
employer to be insured against liability for workers' compensation or to undertake 
self-insurance in accordance with the provisions of that code, and I will comply with 
such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this Contract." 

8.8. Labor Compliance Program. The City has its own Labor Compliance Program 
authorized in August 2011 by the DIR. The City will withhold contract payments 
when payroll records are delinquent or deemed inadequate by the City or other 
governmental entity, or it has been established after an investigation by the City or 
other governmental entity that underpayment(s) have occurred. For questions or 
assistance, please contact the City of San Diego's Equal Opportunity Contracting 
Department at 619-236-6000. 

8.9. Contractor and Subcontractor Registration Requirements. This project is subject 
to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the DIR. As of March 1, 2015, no 
contractor or subcontractor may be listed on a bid or proposal for a public works 
project unless registered with the DIR pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5. As of 
Aprill, 2015, a contractor or subcontractor shall not be qualified to bid on, be listed 
in a bid proposal, or enter into any contract for public work, unless currently 
registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant to Labor Code section 
1725.5 By submitting a bid or proposal to the City, Contractor is certifying that he or 
she has verified that all subcontractors used on this public work project are registered 
with the DIR in compliance with Labor Code sections 1771.1 and 1725.5, and 
Contractor shall provide proof of registration to the City upon request. 

8.9.1. A Contractor's inadvertent error in listing a subcontractor who is not registered 
pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5 in response to a solicitation shall not be 
grounds for filing a bid protest or grounds for considering the bid non-responsive 
provided that any of the following apply: (1) the subcontractor is registered prior 
to bid opening; (2) within twenty-four hours after the bid opening, the 
subcontractor is registered and has paid the penalty registration fee specified in 
Labor Code section 1725.5; or (3) the subcontractor is replaced by another 
registered subcontractor pursuant to Public Contract Code section 4107. 
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9. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS: 

9.1. All certificates of insurance and endorsements required by the contract are to be 
provided upon issuance of the City's Notice oflntent to Award letter.

12. CITY'S RESPONSES AND ADDENDA: The City at its option, may respond to any or all 
questions submitted in writing, via letter, or FAX in the form of an addendum. No oral 
comment shall be of any force or effect with respect to this solicitation. The changes to the 
Contract Documents through addendum are made effective as though originally issued with 
the Bid. The Bidders shall acknowledge the receipt of Addenda on the form provided for this 
purpose in the Bid.

Bonded Fiber Matrix (BFM) shall be 
comprised of wood fiber, cross-linking hydrocolloid tackifier, absorbant 
copolymer gel, and poly-acrylamide and crimped interlocking fibers.

Suppliers shall be prepared to certify that products meet all foregoing 
requirements based on laboratory and field-testing. BFM weight 
specifications shall refer only to air-dry weight. 

BFM shall be ConWed Fibers 2500 Bonded Fiber Matrix (BFM), or 
approved equal. 

Inorganic Soil Amendments. ADD the following: 

Soil sulfur. Soil sulfur shall be 99.5% elemental. Sizing on stacked screen shall be 
approximately: 8 mesh 4.3%; 20 mesh 7.8%; 50 mesh 46.9%; 100 mesh 39.3%; 200 
mesh 1.7%.

Post-emergent herbicide for all areas shall be Round Up, Diquat, Montar, or approved 
equivalent, except for areas where it may contact standing or running water. 

Post-emergent herbicide for all areas where herbicide may come in contact with 
standing or moving water shall be Aquamaster, Rodeo, or approved equal specifically 
approved for use near water bodies. 

All herbicides shall be selected for suitability for the specific uses required, and shall 
be applied by a licensed pesticide applicator. 

General. ADD the following: 

Contractor shall notifY the Resident Engineer a minimum of 48 hours before each 
plant delivery so the Resident Engineer can schedule a review. Availability: Within 
2 weeks of the start of work, the Contractor shall place orders for all plant material in 
sufficient time to reserve or grow the plants for the project.

Quality and Size: Plants shall be in accordance with the California State Department 
of Agriculture Regulations for Nursery Inspections of Rules and Grading. Nursery 
tags must be submitted to the Resident Engineer. Sizes shall conform to the 
dimensions indicated on the planting plan. All plants shall be reviewed and approved 
for acceptable size and quality by Resident Engineer prior to planting. 

Immediately upon Notice to Proceed for work in this section, locate and purchase or 
hold for purchase all trees required. Color photos of all trees shall be submitted to 
Engineer for approval a minimum of 15 days prior to delivery of the plants to the site. 
The Engineer reserves the right to reject any plant species upon conducting a physical 
inspection after delivery to the site. 

Quantities: Quantities of all plant materials shall be furnished as needed to complete 
work as shown on the Drawings. 

Inspection of plant materials required by City, County or State authorities, shall be 
the responsibility of the Contractor, and where necessary, permits or certificates shall 
have been secured prior to delivery of plans to site. 

The Resident Engineer is the sole judge as to acceptability of each plant. Vigorous, 
healthy, well-proportioned plants are the intent of this specification. Plants which are 
even moderately "overgrown," or are showing signs of decline or lack of vigor are 
subject to rejection. The size of the plants will correspond with that normally 
expected for species and variety of commercially available nursery stock, or as 
specified in the special conditions or drawings. Plants larger in size than specified 
may be used with the approval of the Resident Engineer, but the use of larger plants 
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will make no change in contract price. If the use oflarger plants is approved, the ball 
of earth and spread of roots for each plant shall be increased proportionately. 

Rejection or Substitution: The Resident Engineer reserves the right to reject any 
plant material found to be defective or not in conformance with plans and 
specifications. Plants shall be subject to inspection and approval or rejection at the 
project site at any time before or during progress of work, for size, variety, condition, 
latent defects, and injuries. All plants not conforming to the requirements herein 
specified shall be considered defective, and such plants, whether in place or not, shall 
be marked as rejected and immediately removed from the site and replaced with new 
plants by the Contractor at their expense. Rejected plant material shall be replaced 
within one week of written notice, unless otherwise approved by the Resident 
Engineer. 

Substitutions will not be permitted except if proof is submitted that any plant 
specified is not obtainable, then a proposal will be considered for use of the nearest 
equivalent size or variety and cost. All substitutions are subject to Resident 
Engineer's written approval. 

Rightto Changes: The Resident Engineer reserves the right to change the species, 
variety, and/or sizes of plant material to be furnished, provided that the cost of such 
plant changes do not exceed the cost of plants in the original bid, and with the 
provision that the Contractor shall be notified, in writing, at least thirty (30) days 
before the planting operation has commenced. 

Trees. ADD the following: 

All trees (24" box, 36" box, 48" box) shall: 

a) Be of the specified type and size as indicated on the Drawings, selected from 
high quality, well-shaped and proportioned Southern California-grown 
nursery container stock. Field grown stock grown in climatic regions which 
are different (as determined by the Resident Engineer) to those conditions 
found at the project site, shall have been acclimated to a climate similar to 
their intended locations prior to delivery and shall be accompanied by letter 
and/or certificate from the nursery that the plant materials are suitable for 
said locations or they will not be accepted.

c) Have a main leader branch and not have a co-dominant branching structure, 
unless the tree is intended to be multi-trunk. 

d) Be free of weeds, native grasses, Bermuda grass, and Kikuyu grass. 
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Shrubs. ADD the following: 

Field grown stock grown in climatic regions which are different (as determined by 
the Resident Engineer) to those conditions found at the project site, shall have been 
acclimated to a climate similar to their intended locations prior to delivery and shall 
be accompanied by letter and/or certificate from the nursery that the plant materials 
are suitable for said locations or they will not be accepted.

Requirements. DELETE (a) in its entirety and SUBSTITUTE with the following: 

(a) Bituminous pavement shall be cut and removed in such a mmmer so as not to 
tear, bulge or displace adjacent paving by use of construction machinery.

Coordinate placement of reinforcement, anchors and accessories, flashings and other 
moisture control products supplied by other sections. 

Clean all built-in items of loose rust, ice, mud, or other foreign matter before incorporating 
into the wall. All ferrous metal built into the wall shall be primed or galvanized. 

Install thin veneer stone and mortar in accordance with ACI 530.1/ASCE 6/TMS 602 
Specifications for Masonry Structures. 

Distribute stone uniformly over total work area taking care to avoid a concentration 
of any one color to any one surface area. Do not use stacked vertical joints. 

For placing and bonding, dampen substrate as required to reduce excessive suction. 
Apply mortar in accordance with PCA Plaster (Stucco) Manual to a thiclmess of 112 to 
3/4 inch. Do not spread more than a workable area of3 to 6 SF so that mortar will not set 
before stone is applied. Apply cobble stone in a full bed of mortar with full head joints. 
Work from the bottom up laying corners first. Remove excessive mortar as work 
progresses. Do not shift or tap cobble stone after mortar has achieved initial set. Where 
adjustment is required, remove mortar and replace. Isolate top of cobble stone from 
horizontal cap units and slabs or decks with compressible joint filler and sealant. 

For joining work where fresh masonry joints partially set masonry, remove loose stone 
and mortar.

Payment for Cast in Place Wall footings shall be included in the respective bid item 
that the footings are place for, and shall be included in the total lump sum price for 
the project and shall include full compensation for furnishing all items of work 
necessary to construct walls, signage walls, etc., including but not limited to grading 
include full compensation for furnishing all items of work necessary to construct new 
sidewalk, base material, finishing, forming, etc. No additional compensation for this 
work will be allowed. 

Walk. To First paragraph, DELETE in its entirety and SUBSTITUTE with the following: 

The forms shall be set to place the finish surface in a plane sloping from one edge of 
paving to the other edge a maximum of 1.5 percent perpendicular to the edge of paving. 

Third paragraph, DELETE fifth and sixth sentences and SUBSTITUTE with the 
following: 

At locations indicated on the drawings, after final troweling, portland cement 
concrete paving shall receive a medium broom finish or an exposed aggregate finish 
on all surfaces for a slip resistant finish. 

ADD the following: 

If after final troweling all walk surfaces shall receive a uniform light broom finish 
with a stiff fiber broom perpendicular to the edge of the walk, verify direction with 
Resident Engineer. Upon final curing walk surface shall meet or exceed a static 
coefficient of friction of .6 wet and approximately .8 dry. Finished surface shall 
meet ADAAG 4.5 requirements for paving." 

Measurement and Payment. ADD the following: 

Payment for sidewalk concrete paving, curb & gutters, 12" wide concrete curbs, 6" 
wide concrete curbs, and flush curbing, shall be included in the total lump sum 
project price and shall include the complete structural section, reinforcing, subgrade 
preparation, compaction, formwork , and all specified finishes, admixtures, sealants, 
etc. and no other payment allowed therefore. 

Payment for 4" Concrete Sub-Slab shall be included in the total lump sum project 
price and shall include full compensation for furnishing all items of work necessary 
to construct new 4" Concrete Sub-Slab (560-B-3250 over Class II aggregate base), 
including but not limited to: grading, base materials, compaction, jointing, finishing,

for this work will be allowed. 

Payment for Concrete Paving shall be included the total lump sum price for the project 
and shall including but not limited to: grading, base material, all jointing, deepened 
edges, finishing, forming, etc. No additional compensation for this work will be allowed. 

Payment for 6" PCC Curb and Gutter shall be included in the total lump sum price for the 
project and shall include full compensation for fumishing all items of work necessary to 
construct new 6" PCC Curb and Gutter, including but not limited to: grading, base 
material, finishing, forming, etc. No additional compensation for this work will be 
allowed. 

Payment for 6" Curb shall be included in the total lump sum price for the project and 
shall include full compensation for furnishing all items of work necessary to 
construct new 6" Curb, including but not limited to: grading, base material, finishing, 
forming, etc. No additional compensation for this work will be allowed. 

WATERPROOFING FOR MASONRY WALLS. 

Installation. The work in this section includes requirements for membrane 
waterproofing of concrete and masonry walls. The extent of the waterproofing is 
indicated on the plans and details. (See Section 202-7 for materials.) 

Delivery- materials should be delivered in manufacturer's original, unopened packaging 
with labels attached. Store materials indoors, or otherwise protected from the weather. 
Materials stored outside should be covered with a tarpaulin. Any material damaged must 
be removed from the project area and replaced with new materials. 

Material shall be applied as shown on the drawings and in compliance with the 
manufacturer's recommendations. The materials shall be applied at temperatures 
above 40° f, unless specifically listed for application below 40° f. 

Concrete should be cured a minimum of seven days before waterproofing 
application. Lightweight structural concrete must have dried a minimum of 14 days. 

Clean all surfaces that will receive membrane with a broom, vacuum cleaner, or air hose 
to remove dust, dirt, loose aggregate, or other foreign materials. Surfaces to receive the 
waterproofing system materials must be smooth, dry, and free of dust, dirt, loose 
aggregate or other foreign materials. Surfaces must be free of voids, spalled areas, loose 
aggregate, and sharp protrusions. Repair any surfaces that are not structurally sound, that 
have voids, protrusions, rough spalled areas, loose aggregate, or exposed coarse 
aggregate. Remove all grease, oil, and other contaminants. 

Smooth brick or block must have joints struck off flush before applying membrane. 
When walls are rough, use a well-adhered plaster coat to create a smooth surface. 

A compatible primer of the same manufacturer as the membrane shall be applied as direct 
by manufacturer. Prime only the area which can be covered with membrane in the same 
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303-9.2 

working day. Areas primed and not covered with membrane within 24 hours should be 
reprimed. Smootlmess and porosity of the concrete will effect coverage rate. 

Waterproofing membrane should be applied vertically in sections of 8 feet in length 
or less. On walls higher than 8 feet, apply two or more sections with the upper 
section overlapping the lower. Side laps should be a minimum of 2-112 inches and 
end laps should be a minimum of 5 inches. Use a hand roller and finnly press in the 
material as it is placed on the vertical surface. 

Waterproofing membrane and protection board shall be applied to the face of footing, 
top of footing and face of wall on all sides which will be below grade. 

All terminations of the membrane should receive a bead of mastic. The bead should 
be troweled to a flat surface approximately 1/8 inch thick by 3/4 inches wide. The 
mastic should be worked into cut edge terminations. 

Inadequately lapped seams and damaged areas should be patched with small sections of 
membrane. The patch area should extend at least 6 inches beyond the defect. 
Fislunouths and severe wrinkles should be slit, flaps overlapped, and repaired as above. 

All inside and outside corners shall be treated either with 12 inch strips of or a 12 
inch wide by 90 mil thick application of liquid membrane. The field membrane 
should be placed over the corner treatment. All inside horizontal corners shall have a 
minimum 3/4 inch fillet or latex modified cement mortar. Laps occurring within 12 
inches of a 90° change in direction must be sealed with a troweled bead of mastic. 

A protection board of expanded polystyrene or drainage panel shall be placed on 
foundation walls and other vertical surfaces to protect the surface from damage. 

Contractor shall be responsible for repairing any damage, leaks or related damage 
attributable to his installation of operations. Installation shall be guaranteed leak free 
for a period of one year. 

Measurement and Payment. Waterproofing for Masomy Walls shall be included in 
the total lump sum project price and shall include full compensation for furnishing all 
items of work necessary to construct new Waterproofing for Masonry Walls, 
including but not limited to: substrate preparation, membrane installation, protection 
board installation, labor, materials, and all other incidentals, etc. No additional 
compensation will be allowed therefore.

DRINKING FOUNTAIN WATER SUPPLY PIPING. Domestic water supply 
piping to drinking fountain shall be installed as indicated on the drawings and in 
confonnance with state and local plumbing and building codes and Section 306 of 
these Greenbook and Whitebook standards. 

Payment. Domestic water supply piping to drinking fountain shall be measured by 
the linear foot. Payment for domestic water supply piping shall be included in the 
lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, 
materials, tools, equipment, water system retrofit, and incidentals, and for doing all 
the work involved in providing the Domestic water supply piping, complete in place, 
as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions. 

PLAY AREA SUB-SURFACE DRAINAGE SYSTEMS. Play area sub-surface 
drainage systems shall consist of trench drains, model 600 Series with Contractor 
selected units of pre-sloped trench drains as required to provide adequate drainage of 
play areas, drain inlets, drain lines and connections to sump drainage systems for 
positive drainage. Sub-surface drainage systems piping shall be installed as indicated 
on the drawings, and in coordination with the play area structures as determined by 
the Contractor, and in conformance with state and local plumbing and building codes 
and Section 306 of these Greenbook and Whitebook standards. 

Measurement and Payment. Sub-surface drainage systems shall be measured for 
payment by the linear foot. Payment for sub-surface drainage systems shall be included 
in the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, 
materials, tools, equipment, existing drainage system retrofit, and incidentals, and for 
doing all the work involved in providing the sub-surface drainage systems, complete in 
place, as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions. 
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SECTION 308- LANDSCAPE AND IRRIGATION INSTALLATION 

Fertilizing and Conditioning Procedures. To Paragraph 1, REVISE to read as follows: 

The planting areas shall be ripped to a depth of 15" and brought to finish grade 
before spreading the fertilizer and soil conditioning materials specified. 

Paragraph 2, REVISE to read as follows: 

Within shrub planting areas only, soil amendment materials shall be uniformly spread 
at the prescribed rate. All hardscape shall be dry at time of application. The 
quantities of materials necessary for the planting area shall be at the site and shall be 
verified by delivery tickets furnished to the Engineer before spreading. Place 
additional Class A topsoil in planting areas as required to meet grades as indicated on 
the plans prior to final ripping/scarifying and incorporation of soil amendments. 

ADD the following: 

Once rough grading has been accomplished, a minimum of(4) four soil samples from 
different representative areas of site shall be taken from areas approved by the 
Resident Engineer I Landscape Architect and a soil analysis performed to determine 
nutrient and mineral content, compositional characteristics, permeability, and 
existence of possible toxic elements. Soil test shall be conducted by a reputable 
agricultural soils laboratory approved by Landscape Architect. Analysis shall include 
recommendations for amending or correcting soil conditions. Results of soil analysis 
shall be received by Landscape Architect thirty (30) days prior to amending or soil 
and ordering amendments. 

Based on the soils test results, the quantity or type of amendments may be modified 
by the Landscape Architect within 14 days of receipt of analysis. 

Grub and clean all planting areas, removing all weeds, debris, and rocks from the 
site. All planting areas, 3:1 or less in steepness, shall be thoroughly tilled and 
loosened to a depth of fifteen (15) inches by approved method. Do not till near 
existing trees if roots are encountered. 

All turf and shrub planting areas where existing soils are replaced with imported 
topsoil shall be backfilled and settled using applications of water to moisten soil and 
establish a stable finish grade. Areas which subside, and all depressions or 
irregularities shall be repaired, settled and grade re-established. 

After all shrub planting areas (excluding turf areas) meet the finish grades per 
grading plan, the following rates of soil conditioning and amendment materials (or as 
modified by the soils report), shall be evenly spread over all planting areas and 
worked into the soil: 

1) Soil amendments for all shrub planting areas 3:1 or less in steepness:

Amendments shall be thoroughly tilled and blended into the existing soil to a 
depth often (10) inches by approved methods. 

Note: Soil amendments, as specified, are for bidding purposes only. Actual 
types and quantities may be altered based on soil analysis (provided by 
Contractor) after rough grading. 

2) In addition, after amending soil as described above, all shrub planting areas 
shall be sprayed with "Sarvon" at the rate of 6 gallons/acre (or 1 qt./2,000 sq. 
ft.) immediately prior to leaching. 

Deep Water Leaching: 

1) After complete installation and testing of the irrigation system and tilling soil 
amendments, all on-grade areas shall be deep water leached, compacted and 
settled by repeated application of irrigation water until the soil has received a 
minimum of 12" ofwater, and has been thoroughly moistened to a depth of24". 

2) After leaching operation, 4 soil samples shall be taken by Contractor per 
Resident Engineer's I Landscape Architect's direction and given to the soil 
laboratory for testing. Soil test shall meet the following requirements: 

EC- Maximum 3.00 

pH- Maximum 7.50 

Minimum 6.0 

Post Planting Fertilizer: 

The Contractor shall apply post-plant 14-7-3 fertilizer at the rate of twenty pounds 
(20 lbs.) per 1,000 sq.ft., sixty (60) days after planting and once again at the end of 
the post-construction maintenance period. 

Maintenance Phase Fertilizer: 

The Contractor shall apply 12-4-6 fertilizer at 30-day intervals from the start of the 
maintenance period at a rate of 6 lbs. per 1,000 sq. ft. to the planted areas.

Topsoil in Turf Areas. To the City Supplement, Second sentence, change 3" to 6" 
for depth of scarifying. 

ADD the following: 

In fill areas, Contractor shall remove existing native soils to a 12" depth from 
proposed finish grade and relocate to other areas requiring fill, stockpile on site for 
reuse, or export off site. Once existing soils are removed, existing native sub-grade 
soils shall be ripped to a depth of 6" in preparation to receiveimported topsoils or 
salvaged topsoils to be amended in place for compliance with Class 'A' topsoil 
requirements. Sub-base and ripped native soils shall be further scarified in two 
perpendicular directions to mix together. Contractor shall compact sub-base to 85% 
compaction before placing Class C or Class A topsoil. Class C and/or Class A topsoil 
shall be installed in two 6" lifts and amended prior to placing subsequent lifts. One 
half of the soil conditioning materials indicated below shall be evenly spread and 
blended/rototilled in each lift of Class C and /or Class A topsoil at the following rates 
per 1,000 square feet over all turf areas:

General. ADD the following:

The Contractor shall be responsible for managing the site and performing planting, 
maintenance and corrective measures to the best advantage of the plant material to 
promote healthy growth, establishment and success of the plantings. This shall 
include providing for drainage, irrigation, repair of damaged features, correction of 
deleterious conditions, maintaining a proper soil moisture level, weeding, 
fertilization, protection, temporary measures to promote establishment and other 
reasonable maintenance and construction efforts needed to provide for the successful 
establishment of the plant materials during the entire contract period. 

The Contractor shall not install planting as shown in the plans when it is obvious in the field 
that conditions exist which are detrimental to plant survival and growth. Such conditions 
shall be brought to the attention of the Resident Engineer. The successful establishment of 
the plantings during the entire contract period is the Contractor's responsibility. 

Actual planting shall be performed during those periods when weather and soil 
conditions are suitable and in accordance with locally accepted horticultural practice, 
as approved by the Resident Engineer I Landscape Architect. No planting shall be 
done in any areas until it has been satisfactorily prepared in accordance with these 
specifications. Soil moisture level prior to planting shall be no less than 75% of field 
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capacity. The determination of adequate soil moisture for planting shall be the sole 
judgment of the Resident Engineer I Landscape Architect and his decision shall be 
final. The Contractor shall obtain approval from the Resident Engineer of planting 
pits before planting operations shall begin. If the soil moisture level is found to be 
insufficient for planting, all planting pits shall be filled with water and allowed to 
drain before starting planting operations. No more plants shall be distributed in the 
planting area on any day than can be planted and watered on that day. All plants 
shall be planted and watered as herein specified immediately after the removal of the 
containers. Containers shall not be cut prior to placing the plants in the planting area. 

Percolation Test: Prior to installing plants, Contractor shall perform a minimum of 
three percolation tests in representative areas of the site to verifY acceptable natural 
drainage for planting pits. Tests shall be performed as follows: 

1) Dig a pit 2'x 2' x 2' deep. 

2) Fill with water to top and cover with plywood and barricade to protect pedestrians. 

3) Make daily observations noting the depth of water each day. 

4) Report to the Resident Engineer the length of time that the water takes to 
drain completely from each hole. If water drains from the hole within one 
day, refill with water. Based on this test, the Resident Engineer will make a 
determination of whether additional drainage measures will be required for 
boxed size tree plantings. 

No plants shall be installed until percolation tests have been observed by the Resident 
Engineer and a determination made that no further drainage measures are required. 

Planting shall not be performed if plant pits contain standing water, or if pits are over 
saturated to a condition which may result in an unhealthful condition for the plant. It 
is the Contractor's responsibility to provide a suitable growing condition for the plant 
material and to maintain that condition throughout the entire contract period. 

If requested by the Contractor, the Resident Engineer will have the Landscape 
Architect Consultant visit the nursery from which trees are procured to inspect the 
trees prior to delivery to the site. The Contractor shall reimburse the City for all time 
spent driving to and from the nursery and inspecting the trees at an hourly rate of 
$120/hour or fraction of hour. 

It is in the Contractor's interest to have the Resident Engineer (or designated 
representative) visit the nursery and inspects the Contractor's selected trees prior to 
delivery to the site. This does not preclude the Resident Engineer from rejecting any 
trees delivered to the site which, upon inspection at the site, do not meet the criteria for 
acceptance as previously outlined. 

After approval and transportation, and upon arrival at the construction site, the 
Resident Engineer will inspect the plants for any damage that may have occurred in 
transit. Plants that have been damaged in transit may be rejected at no cost to the 
City in accordance with these Special Provisions, Section 212-1.4.1.

Protection and Storage. ADD the following: 

The Contractor's on-site plant storage area shall be approved by the Resident 
Engineer/Landscape Architect prior to the delivery of any plant materials. Any 
plants determined by the Resident Engineer /Landscape Architect to be wilted, 
broken, or otherwise damaged shall be rejected at any time during the project, 
whether in the ground or not. All plants shall be handled by their containers. Any 
plant that has been handled by its trunk or stem shall be rejected.

Prune Existing Trees to Remain. Any pruning of existing trees to remain to 
accommodate the project shall be done by tradesmen experienced in this type of work 
under the direction of a Certified Arborist.

Payment: Payment for pruning of existing trees shall be included in the lump sum 
project cost and no additional payment will be made. 

Method B Tree Staking (Double Stal{e). DELETE in its entirety and 
SUBSTITUTE with the following: 

All 15 gallon, 24" box and 36" box size trees shall be double staked. Refer to section 
212-1.5.3 of these Special Provisions for approved staking materials and guying 
materials. 

The trees shall be staked with the type and length of stake specified on the plans or in the 
special provisions. One stake shall be placed 450 mm (18 inches) from each side of the 
tree trunk, unless directed otherwise by the Resident Engineer. Four ties shall be used; 
two at 50 mm (2 in) from the top of each stake and two at 0.6 m (2ft.) above the ground. 
Ties shall be loops secured to the stake on one end and shall be long enough to provide 
for 7 5 mm (3 in.) of slack to permit the tree trunk limited movement in any direction. 

Guying. To the Second paragraph, REVISE to read as follows: 

All boxed trees sizes 48" and larger shall be guyed. Guying shall be done 
immediately after planting. Three guys per plant shall be installed in accordance with 
the following: 

Ground Cover and Vine Planting. Paragraph 2, REVISE to read as follows: 

Soil shall be moist within the total root zone of the material being planted. 

Sod. Second paragraph, second sentence: change the word "conditioning" to "preparation". 

ADD the following: 

Preparation of soil: After conditioning of soil, area to be planted with lawn sod shall 
be raked, floated and rolled to finish grade; smooth and even, free of rocks and clods, 
and reasonable well firmed. Prior to planting, the surface of the area shall be 
sufficiently loose, moist, and friable to receive the sod. 
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Sodding: Sub-soil finish grade shall be sufficiently below final grade to allow for the 
thickness of the sod. Sod slabs shall be laid promptly after delivery to job site. In hot, d1y, 
or windy weather, stacked sod at job site shall be lightly sprinkled with water to prevent 
slab edges from drying excessively. Sod slab ends and sides must be butted together for a 
close fit and in a staggered pattern without overlapping, parallel to lay of land. 

Initial Watering: Immediately following planting, sod shall be thoroughly watered 
and kept sufficiently moist until the sod has rooted. 

Final Compaction: Fully germinated and rooted lawn areas shall be allowed to dry 
sufficiently to permit rolling with a two hundred to three hundred pound water 
weighted roller to compact the soil around grass and roots and to provide a firm, 
smooth mowing surface. 

Filling: Following compaction and irrigation settlement, all depressed areas shall be 
filled with screened conditioned top soil and re-sodded. 

Protection: The lawn areas shall be protected against foot traffic and other use. 
Damaged areas shall be repaired immediately. 

Finishing: After planting operations are completed, the top surface of the lawn areas 
shall be left smooth and visually even, with no ridges, rises or depressions. 

Seeding and Mulching. DELETE in its entirety and SUBSTITUTE with the following: 

Seed, fertilizer, mulch, and other specified materials shall be applied on slopes by 
Method B described in 308-4.8.2. Method B Hydroseed shall be composed of 
materials as follows: 

Hydroseed shall consist of a mixture of bonded fiber matrix, seed, commercial 
fertilizer, binder, and water. Mixture will be as specified as follows: 

The hydro-mulch slurry mixes shall be applied in a two (2) step process which allows seed 
to be in close contact with soil. The hydro-mulch shall be applied at the following rates: 

Step 1: Seed Application Hydro-mulch: 

Bonded Fiber Matrix (BFM): 500 lbs. per acre. 
Fertilizer (Pre-Plant12-12-12): 100 lbs per acre 
Water: As required per manufacturer's instructions 
Mycorrhizal Inoculum: 60 lbs. per acre. 
Seed Mix: Pure live seed in weights as indicated on plans 

Step 2: Erosion Control Hydromulch 

Bonded Fiber Matrix (BFM): 2,500 lbs. per acre. 
Water: As required

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All bare spots shall be re-seeded and mulched by the Contractor within thirty days of 
the initial application. 

The preferred time for performing seeding is between the dates of October 15 and 
November 30 or before the first substantial winter rains if this is not possible, seeding 
shall occur between October 15 and February 28. Since an irrigation system is 
specified for the slope areas, seeding of those areas can be performed between 
September 15 and March 15, if the site is ready for seeding. 

Seeding shall be started only after weed eradication, soil preparation and finish 
grading has been completed and soil has been permitted to settle. 

Floating: After finish grading, deep watering, the areas to be seeded shall be loosened 
to a depth of two inches, raked, and floated to the final finish grade by a standard 
method acceptable to the Resident Engineer/Project Biologist (Restoration 
Ecologist), with the finish surfaces left even and smooth, free from ridges and 
depressions and reasonably well firmed. 

All seed shall be separated and containerized by species. Each species of seed shall 
be labeled with the species, purity, gennination, percent live seed and quantity of the 
seed in pounds. Save all seed tags and provide to the Resident Engineer with a small 
sample of seed from the seed containers prior to mixing to verify the seed quality. 

Seeding application is to be performed prior to application of the hydromulch so that 
seed is in direct contact with the soil. 

The seed shall be evenly applied over the entire area at the rates indicated for each 
area. During the sowing, care shall be exercised to keep uniform seed spacing. 
Seeding shall not be performed during times when wind may cause uneven 
distribution of the seed. 

General. ADD the following: 

Contractor shall check and verify the water pressure at P.O.C. prior to beginning of 
work. Notify Resident Engineer of any discrepancy between pressure indicated on 
plans and actual water pressure. 

Contractor shall check and verify all site conditions, utilities, and services prior to 
trenching. Verify point of connection location prior to beginning of work. 

Plans are diagrammatic and approximate. All piping, valve boxes, backflow preventers, 
etc., shall be located in planting areas. No irrigation equipment except pipe crossings and 
electrical crossings shall be located in or under sidewalks or in the street. Except where 
street crossings or trench rerouting is required to protect existing trees. 

All irrigation equipment shall be installed, flushed, pressure tested, and the coverage 
test approved prior to plant installation. 

Irrigation Pipeline Installation. 

General. DELETE first and second paragraphs and REPLACE with the following: 
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Trenches through paved areas shall be resurfaced in accordance with 306-1.5. 

Concrete thrust blocks, minimum 1 cu. ft. with sufficient bearing area to resist the 
thrust of water, shall be constructed against undisturbed earth at all changes of 
direction exceeding 45 degrees for pressure mainline pipe larger than 2", thrust 
blocks shall be installed at gate valves, tees, elbows, crosses, and ends of pipe runs; 
or wherever the Resident Engineer deems one to be necessary. Thrust blocks are to 
be installed as per Standard Drawings SDW-151, sized as for 4" pipe. 

Contractor shall install sleeves and chases where any waterline or controller wire 
passes under paving. Sleeves and chases shall extend 12" beyond each side of the 
improvement. The letter "E" for electrical or the letter "W" for water shall be 
stamped or chiseled on the improvement directly above the chase or sleeve. The 
chases shall be a minimum 15" deep for electrical and the sleeves 21" below grade 
for water. Sleeves and chases shall be Schedule 40 PVC, typical. The diameter of the 
sleeve shall be two (2) pipe sizes larger than the diameter of waterline, to be installed 
in sleeve. 

All pressure pipe shall have a continuous blue colored trench marker metallic tape 
placed nine inches (9") below finished grade directly above the buried pipe. (See 
Section 212-3.2.2.3 for material.) 

A void installing pipe through proposed tree locations to avoid conflict with root ball. 

Copper Pipeline. First Paragraph, ADD the following: 

Copper pipe shall be cut square and all burrs and fins removed. 

Second paragraph, change 50-50 to 40- 60. 

Installation of Valves, Valve Boxes, and Special Equipment. Sixth paragraph, 
ADD the following: 

The Contractor shall rework the locking toggles of the concrete valve boxes by 
replacing the existing clevis pin and sheet metal clip with a cadmium-plated machine 
bolt and self-locking nut. Apply oil to lubricate and to prevent rust. The Contractor 
shall paint the identification number of the valve and the controller clock on the 
cover of the valve box. Valve boxes shall be sized accordingly to allow wires in pull 
boxes to be loose and maintain a three inch (3 ") clearance from the lid. All wires in 
pull boxes shall be loose and shall not come within three inches 75 mm (3 inches) 
from lid. Boxes shall be sized accordingly to accommodate this requirement. 

Last paragraph, ADD the following: 

Backflow preventers shall be installed as specified on the contract documents. 

Sprinkler Head Installation and Adjustment. 

General. ADD the following: 
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Plans are diagrammatic and approximate. Precise location of heads I bubblers shall 
be field adjusted to meet minor variations in the plan. 

Automatic Control System Installation. Third paragraph, REVISE second 
sentence to read as follows: 

When the valve is to be housed in a valve box, it shall be installed with at least a 100 
mm (4-inch) minimum to a 150 mm (6-inch) maximum clearance below the cover. 

Third paragraph, ADD the following: 

Valve boxes shall be set to finish grade on an unmortared brick foundation. 

Seventh paragraph, ADD the following: 

Controllers, 12 volt conductors and valve actuators shall be installed in conformance 
with the controller manufacturer's instructions. 

Eighth paragraph, ADD the following: 

Flow sensor cable and two low voltage conductors shall be installed in conduit from each 
flow sensor box through the remote control valve (master) to the irrigation controller as 
shown on the plans. Flow sensor cable shall conform to "Flow Sensor Cable". Control 
wiring or hydraulic control tubing shall be housed in conduit between the controller and a 
point at least one foot outside the limits of the controller foundation, or the stmcture 
foundation and where the controller is housed. All other wiring and hydraulic control 
tubing issuing from the conduit shall be direct burial installed in main or lateral water line 
trenches wherever practicable. The wiring or tubing shall be installed in the lower comer 
of the irrigation pipeline trench. Sufficient slack shall be left in the wiring or tubing to 
provide for expansion and contraction. When the control wiring or tubing cannot be 
installed in a pipe trench, it shall be installed a minimum of 18 inches below finish grade. 

General. First paragraph, after second sentence, ADD the following: 

Flush all pipes clean prior to installing sprinkler heads. Do not allow water from 
irrigation flushing to enter plant pits where water would result in over-saturation of 
soil creating an unhealthful condition for plant materials. 

Pipeline Pressure Test. ADD the following: 

Mains larger than 2 inches, asbestos cement mains and mains employing socket and 
spigot gasket joints shall be tested in accordance with section 306-1.4. If leaks 
develop, repair leaking portions and repeat test until entire system is proven 
watertight. Test shall be observed and approved by Resident Engineer prior to 
backfilling trenches. 

Sprinlder Coverage Test. When system is complete, and prior to planting, the 
Contractor shall perform a coverage test in the presence of the Resident Engineer.

Operation and Maintenance Manuals. Prepare and deliver to the Resident 
Engineer within ten calendar days prior to completion of construction, two (2) three 
ring hard cover binders containing the following information: 

Index sheet stating Contractor's address and telephone number, list of equipment with 
name and addresses of local manufacturers' representatives. 

Catalog and parts sheets on all material and equipment. 

Contractor Guarantee statement. 

Complete operating and maintenance instructions for all equipment. 

In addition to the above mentioned maintenance manuals, provide the maintenance 
personnel with instructions for maintaining equipment and show evidence of such 
instruction in writing to the Resident Engineer at the conclusion of the project. 

Payment for operation and maintenance manuals shall be included in the lump sum 
price for irrigation and included in the project total lump sum cost, and no additional 
compensation shall be allowed. 

Extra Equipment. Contractor shall provide to the Resident Engineer: 

Three (3) keys for opening and locking each automatic controller enclosure. 

Two (2) globe valve keys with a minimum four (4) foot long handle. 

Five (5) sprinkler heads with nozzles, screens and flexible swing joints of each type 
used on the project. 

Five (5) quick coupler keys with swivel hose ells to match quick coupler valves used 
on the project. 

Payment for extra equipment shall be included in the lump sum price for irrigation 
system and the overall project total lump sum cost, and no additional payment will be 
allowed. 

SECTION 315- SITE FURNISHINGS INSTALLATION 

GENERAL INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS. Install all factory-fabricated 
landscape furnishings per manufacturer's specifications and recommendations. All 
components shall be firmly and permanently affixed to concrete surfaces or footings 
to the satisfaction of the Resident Engineer and in conformance with the 
manufacturer's instructions. Tamper-resistant epoxies or connectors shall be used to 
prevent theft. 
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See construction plans and details for location and layout. See section 220 - Site 
Furnishings, of these Special Provisions for model numbers of furnishings. 

Apply anti-graffiti coating as required prior to installation on site, and after the 
appropriate curing time for all materials to avoid discoloration. 

Clean-up: The site shall be kept clean and free of tools, trash, debris and installation 
materials on a daily basis. Material may be stored on-site during installation with 
appropriate protective measures and approval by the resident engineer. 

Close out: contractor shall provide the owner with one copy of complete 
manufacturers installation instructions and maintenance kit.

Tables shall be 
affixed to the concrete paving with epoxy and masonry anchor bolts as indicated on 
the drawings and per these special provisions. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Picnic Tables' shall be 
included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete 
the work specified and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

PRECAST CONCRETE ACCESSIBLE GAME TABLE WITH BENCH 
SEATS INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Precast Concrete Accessible Game Table with Bench Seats shall be 
located where shown on the plans. Install tables in accordance with manufacturer's 
instructions and recommendations. Install Accessible Game Table with Bench Seats 
accurately and in the correct orientation and relationship with the concrete paving as 
shown on the drawings. Accessible Game Table with Bench Seats shall be affixed to 
the concrete paving with epoxy and masonry anchor bolts as indicated on the 
drawings and per these special provisions. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Accessible Game 
Table with Bench Seats' shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall 
include full compensation for furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and 
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incidentals required to complete the work specified and no additional compensation 
will be made therefore.

Benches shall be affixed to the concrete 
paving with epoxy and masonry anchor bolts as indicated on the drawings and per 
these special provisions. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Benches' shall be 
included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete 
the work specified and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

BARBE QUE AND FOOD PREP COUNTER INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Precast Concrete Barbeque and Food Prep Counters shall be located 
where shown on the plans. Install units in accordance with manufacturer's 
instructions and recommendations. Install units accurately and in the correct 
orientation and relationship with the concrete paving as shown on the drawings. 
Units shall be affixed to the concrete paving with epoxy and masonry anchor bolts as 
indicated on the drawings and per these special provisions. 
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Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Bm·beque and Food 
Prep Counters' shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full 
compensation for furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and incidentals 
required to complete the work specified and no additional compensation will be made 
therefore. 

PRECAST CONCRETE TRASH RECEPTACLE INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Precast Concrete Trash Receptacles shall be located where shown on 
the plans. Install units in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and 
recommendations. Install units accurately and in the correct orientation and 
relationship with the concrete paving as shown on the drawings. Units shall be 
affixed to the concrete paving with epoxy as indicated on the drawings and per these 
special provisions. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Trash Receptacles' 
shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete 
the work specified and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

PRECAST CONCRETE HOT COAL RECEPTACLE INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Precast Concrete Hot Coal Receptacles shall be located where shown on 
the plans. Install units in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and 
recommendations. Install units accurately and in the correct orientation and 
relationship with the concrete paving as shown on the drawings. Units shall be 
affixed to the concrete paving with epoxy as indicated on the drawings and per these 
special provisions. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the benches from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'Precast Concrete Hot Coal Receptacles' 
shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete 
the work specified and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

PRECAST CONCRETE RAIL FENCE INSTALLATION. Precast concrete rail 
fence shall be installed per mmmfacturer's recommendations. Review existing site 
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for any utilities to remain or conflicts with existing or proposed amenities. Prepare 
site by clearing fencing area and grading fence alignment per grading plan. Prepare 
layout of curbing and post footing locations and grade level all areas between the 
posts for compliance with the grading plans. Prepare footing holes. Reinforcement 
steel, bars and wire fabric shall be thoroughly cleaned before placing and again 
before the concrete is placed, shall be accurately positioned and secured in place. 

Install all reinforcement with the following clearances between reinforcing steel and 
face of concrete: Footing, pier bottom: 3" 

Footing size shall be based on soil properties at the site. Fresh poured concrete shall 
be tamped into place by steel rammer, slicing tools or mechanical vibrator until 
concrete is thoroughly compact and without void. 

Make excavations for footing to depth as recommended by manufacturer for 3 '-6" 
fence. Leave the bottom-bearing surface clean and smooth. If footing excavations 
are made deeper than intended, only concrete shall be used for fill. Remove all loose 
material from grade beam excavations prior to concrete pour. Align and level posts 
and panels to be plumb. Prior to substantial completion of fence, Contractor shall 
clean surfaces of fence as recommended by fence manufacturer. 

Measurement and Payment. Precast concrete rail fence shall be measured for 
payment by the linear foot and shall be included in the total lump sum project cost 
and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, 
equipment, footings, attachments, and incidentals, and for doing all the work 
involved in providing and installing the precast concrete rail fence, complete in place, 
as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions. 

PRECAST CONCRETE MONUMENT AND DECORATIVE SIGNS 
INSTALLATION. 

Contractor shall field verify location of sign and stake out center line alignment and 
limits of footings. Contractor shall then stake proposed finish grade elevations at 
monument sign wall ends and at transition to decorative sign wall. Excavate to 
required depth to bottom of footing and place reinforcing per plans. Concrete shall 
be placed to match footing dimensions as indicated on plans. Contractor shall finish 
top of footing for a level finish in all directions. Monument sign and decorative 
sign templates will be provided to contractor for core drilled hole locations prior to 
sign delivery and placement. Core drilled holes shall be provided as recommended 
by sign manufacturer. Sign will be placed onto footing by sign manufacturer. Core 
drilled holes shall be grouted prior to sign placement. Provide epoxy between 
cored holes and all areas where monument sign and decorative signs will be placed 
for added bonding. Install sign plumb. Backfill void between finish grade and sign 
for added support. 

Measurement and Payment. Precast concrete monument sign and decorative sign 
shall be measured for payment by the unit and shall be included in the total lump 
sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, 
materials, tools, equipment, footings, attachments, and incidentals, and for doing all 
the work involved in providing and installing the precast concrete monument sign

The Contractor shall submit the manufacturer's product data (including finish data) 
and installation specifications and other data required to demonstrate compliance 
with the specified item. 

Deliver, store, and handle all materials to prevent damage and deterioration. 

Do not install drinking fountain before completion of final grading, and concrete 
paving. 

Examine sub-grades, finished surfaces, and installation conditions. Do not start 
drinking fountain work until unsatisfactory conditions are corrected. 

Remove loose material and debris from base surface before placing drinking 
fountain. 

Locate and layout drinking fountain, boxes and sump and Obtain Engineer's 
acceptance of layout prior to installation. 

Install drinking fountain per manufacturer's specifications and/or recommendations 
and comply with all local plumbing codes. Attach securely to grade as recommended 
by the manufacturer, using vandal resistant stainless steel anchor bolts appropriate for 
the installation. Installation shall be secure and stable. 

Drinking fountain shall be set in place as indicated on the plans and as approved by 
the Engineer. Legs shall be fabricated, cut or ground to fit grade to provide a level 
installation at the specified height. Installed drinking fountain shall be true and 
square to paving design, installed level and shall not wobble. 

Locate and connect to potable water source including trenching and waterline. Check 
for leaks. 

Sump installation shall include the excavation and placement of crush rock materials 
wrapped in filter fabric to the dimensions as indicated on the SDM-107 detail. 
Layout of sump shall be provided with positive drainage away from the drinking 
fountain location. A consistent cover shall be provided over the perforated pipe and 
crushed rock layer. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from landscape furnishings work. 

Protect drinking fountain from damage during construction. 
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Measurement and Payment. Drinking Fountain shall be measured for payment by 
the unit. Payment for Drinking Fountain shall be included in the lump sum project 
cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, 
equipment, attachment to surface, plumbing, water connection, shut-off, drain sump 
and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in providing the Drinking 
Fountain, complete in place, as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special 
Provisions. 

BASKETBALL GOALS INSTALLATION. Contractor shall install basketball goal 
footings at locations shown on the drawings. Place footings in sizes (60"Depth x 
30"Dia.) as recommended by the manufacturer. Hold footing a minimum of 6" lower 
that court finish grade to allow court paving to be placed up to edge of goal. Install 
basketball goal within footing per manufacturer's recommendations. Install 
basketball goal unit plumb and in correct orientation with basketball court layout. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'basketball goals' shall be included in the 
lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, 
material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete the work specified 
and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

BIKE RACK INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Bike racks shall be located where shown on the plans. Install bike racks 
in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and recommendations. Install bike 
racks accurately and in the correct orientation and relationship with the concrete 
paving as shown on the drawings. Install per construction detail. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the bike racks from damage throughout 
construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'bike racks' shall be included in the lump 
sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, 
material, equipment, tools and incidentals required to complete the work specified 
and no additional compensation will be made therefore. 

REMOVABLE BOLLARDS INSTALLATION. 

Installation. Bollards shall be located where shown on the plans. Install bollards in 
accordance with manufacturer's instructions and recommendations. Install bollards 
plumb, accurately and in the correct orientation and relationship with the concrete 
paving as shown on the drawings. 

Install bollards I sleeves within thickened concrete paving areas at a minimum of 1 0" 
depth and coordinate locations of grout pockets per bollard manufacturer template. 
Coordinate installation of bollards with Concrete Sidewalk Contractor and/or 
installers of adjacent materials. Protect bollards during construction of paving work 
by covering with plastic or other protection. 
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Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from landscape furnishings work. 

Protect the bollards from damage tlu·oughout construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Bollards shall be measured for payment by the unit. 
Payment for bollards shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall include 
full compensation for furnishing all labor, footings, materials, tools, equipment, and 
incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in providing the bollard, complete in 
place, as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions.

Installation. Pet waste station shall be located as shown on the plans. Install pet 
waste station in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and recommendations. 
Install pet waste stations accurately and in the correct orientation and relationship 
with the concrete paving as shown on the drawings. 

Perform cleaning during installation of the work and upon completion of the work. 
Remove from site all excess materials, debris, and equipment. Repair damage 
resulting from installation work. Protect the pet waste stations from damage 
throughout construction work. 

Measurement and Payment. Payment for 'pet waste stations' shall be included in 
the lump sum project cost and shall include full compensation for furnishing all 
labor, material including concrete footings, equipment, tools and incidentals required 
to complete the work specified and no additional compensation will be made 
therefore. 

SECTION 316- PLAY AREA IMPROVEMENTS INSTALLATION 

2-5 and 5-12, INSTALLATION. Explicit installation instructions shall be provided 
by the manufacturer, which shall include detailed, scaled plan view, elevations 
footing drawings and details, as well as written instructions to assure proper 
installation of the playground equipment, structure or modular unit. 

Playground equipment must be installed by a manufacturer certified installer and be 
installed iti accordance with the manufacturer's installation specifications. 
Installation crew leader must be LSI (Landscape Structures, Inc.) certified. 
Contractor shall contact a minimum of 48 hours in advance to have a CPSI certified 
County Inspector to inspect the play equipment and rubber surfacing prior to 
acceptance. Any non-conforming items shall be repaired or replaced before 
acceptance. 

Install all factory-fabricated landscape furnishings per manufacturer's specifications 
and recommendations. All components shall be firmly and permanently affixed to 
concrete base or footings to the satisfaction of the Resident Engineer and in 
conformance with the manufacturer's instructions. Anchor bolts cast into the 
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concrete shall reinforce all attachments. Tamper-resistant connectors shall be used to 
prevent theft. 

See construction plans and details for location/layout and model numbers of play 
equipment. 

All equipment installations shall observe the manufacturer's recommended safety 
zones. Safety zones shall be completely contained in the resilient surfacing area. 

Clean-up: the site shall be kept clean and free of tools, trash, debris and installation 
materials on a daily basis. Material may be stored on-site during installation with 
appropriate protective measures and approval by the resident engineer. 

Close out: contractor shall provide the owner with one copy of complete 
manufacturers installation instructions and maintenance kit. Each manufacturer 
sends at least two sets of installation manuals with each order. Additional sets of 
installation instructions should be purchased from the manufacturer if originals are 
lost or damaged. It is the contractor's . responsibility to secure the installation 
instructions from the installer. 

Measurement and Payment. The 2-5 year old play structure and 5-12 year old play 
structure, shall be measured for payment by each structure complete and in place. 
Payment shall be included in the lump sum project cost and shall include full 
compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, 
and for doing all the work involved in providing each play structure unit, complete in 
place, as shown on the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions and directed 
by the Resident Engineer. 

RESILIENT RUBBER SURFACING INSTALLATION. 

Site Preparation. 

Finished Grade/Slope. Verify that finished elevations of adjacent areas are as 
indicated on the site plans, that the appropriate sub-grade elevation has been 
established for the particular safety surface to be installed, and that the subsurface has 
been installed per, site or equipment plans while meeting accessibility and use zones 
requirements. 

Sub base. Tolerance of concrete sub base shall be within 1/8 inch (3.0 mm) in 10 
feet (3050 mm). Verify that subgrade has been fully compacted to 95 percent or 
greater. 

Curing of Concrete. If poured in place surfacing is installed, verifY that concrete 
Sub base has cured (All areas appear white in color usually between 3-7 days) and 
that all concrete curing compounds and other deleterious substances that might 
adversely affect adhesion have been removed. Surface shall be clean and dry. 

Drainage. Verify that sub-surfacing drainage has been installed to provide positive 
drainage. 

Installation. 
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Poured in Place Surfacing. Components of the poured in place surfacing shall be 
mixed on site in a rotating tumbler to ensure components are thoroughly mixed and 
are in accordance with manufactures recommendations. Installation of surfacing shall 
be seamless up to 2,000 square feet per day and completely bonded to concrete of 
sub base. Material shall cover all foundations and fill around all elements penetrating 
the surface. 

Cushion Layer. Whenever practical, cushion layer of surfacing material shall be 
installed in one continuous pour on the same day of up to 2,000 square feet. When a 
second pour is required, step the seam (see detail) and fully coat the step of the 
previous work with polyurethane binder to ensure 100 percent bond with new work. 
Apply adhesive in small quantities so that new cushion layer can be placed before the 
adhesive dries. 

Wear Course. Wear Course must be Thermal Plastic Vulcanized (TPV) granules. 
Wear surface shall be bonded to Cushion Layer. If necessary, additional primer will 
be used between the cushion layer and Wear Course. Apply adhesive to Cushion 
Layer in small quantities allowing the Wear Course to be applied before adhesive 
dries. Surface shall be hand troweled to a smooth, even finish. Except where the 
Wear Course is composed of differing color patterns, pour shall be continuous and 
seamless up to 2, 000 square feet per day. (Contact sales representative for seamless 
installations in excess of 2000 square feet) Where seams are required due to color 
change, size or adverse weather, a step configuration will be constructed to maintain 
Wear Course integrity. The edge of initial pour shall be coated with adhesive and 
wearing surface mixture shall be immediately applied. Pads with multiple seams are 
encouraged to include a top coat of urethane before being placed into use. Butt joint 
seams are not acceptable except for repairs. Under special conditions and with 
owners written approval seams may be permitted in same color pad. Consult with 
manufacturer for specific applications. 

Perimeter. For installations over existing concrete, the perimeter must be saw cut to 
provide a keyway 1" deep x 1" wide, or formed during the pour, with surfacing rolled 
down inside void. Primer adhesive must be applied to all sides of the void. When 
connecting to a concrete curb or boarder the inside vertical edge shall be primed with 
adhesive and the final 2" of the cushion layer shall be tapered to allow the wear 
surface material to be 1.5''- 2" thick where it joins the concrete edge. 

Thickness. Construction methods, such as the use of measured screeds or guides 
shall be employed to ensure that full depth of specified surfacing material is installed. 
Surfacing system thickness throughout the playground equipment use zone shall be 
as required to meet the impact attenuation requirements specified herein. 

Clean Up. Manufacturer's installers shall work to minimize excessive adhesive on 
adjacent surfaces or play equipment. Spills of excess adhesive shall be promptly 
cleaned. 

Protection. The safety surface shall be allowed to fully cure in accordance with 
Manufacturer's instructions. The surface shall be protected by the owner from all 
traffic during the curing period of 48 hours or as instructed by the manufacturer. 
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Manufacturer's Services. For poured in place safety surfacing, a manufacturer's 
representative who is experienced in the installation of playground safety surfacing 
shall be provided. The representative shall supervise the installation to ensure that the 
system meets the impact attenuation requirements as specified herein. 

Payment. Resilient rubber surfacing shall be measured for payment by the square 
foot unit. Payment for Resilient rubber surfacing shall be included in the lump sum 
project cost. The contract unit price paid per resilient rubber surfacing shall include 
full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, concrete base, 
trench drainage systems and piping, and incidentals, and for doing all the work 
involved in providing the resilient rubber surfacing, complete in place, as shown on 
the Plans and as specified in these Special Provisions and directed by the Resident 
Engineer. 

INDEPENDENT PLAY AUDIT. The Contractor shall be responsible for providing 
an Independent Audit of the playground area, resilient surfacing and all play 
equipment. The audit shall be conducted by a third-party Certified Playground 
Safety Inspector approved by the Park and Recreation Department. The audit shall 
confirm compliance with the most current versions of accessibility and safety 
standards, including, but not limited to, the following: Americans with Disabilities 
Act (ADA), Consumer Product Safety Commission's (CPSC) "Handbook for Public 
Playground Safety", and the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) 
"Standard Specification for Impact Attenuation of Surface Systems Under and 
Around Playground Equipment for Public Use," "Standard Specification for Impact 
Attenuation of Surface Systems Under and Around Playground Equipment" and 
"Standard Specification for Determination of Accessibility of Surface Systems Under 
and Around Playground Equipment." 

The Contractor shall be responsible for correcting any items found not to be in 
compliance with the above standards as a result of the Audit. The Contractor shall 
provide to the Park and Recreation Department, Landscape Architect, and Resident 
Engineer, written certification, signed by the certified playground safety inspector 
stating that the playground area, surfacing, and play equipment is in compliance with 
all current applicable accessibility and safety standards. 

The cost of the play audit shall be included in the cost of the play equipment, and no 
additional payment shall be made. 

SECTION 318- ROCK AND BOULDER INSTALLATION. 

Rock Mulch Installation. Install cobble in accordance with the detail on the plan 
prior to installing surrounding planting. Subgrade shall be compacted prior to 
placement. Rock shall be placed as laid out on plan in natural appearing layers as 
directed by the Resident Engineer. Place rock mulch after installing irrigation 
systems and plants. Place weed fabric over fined graded soil area, then hand place 
rock mulch to achieve a tightly fitted layout of rock with minimal gaps, no greater 
than 1-1-2" between individual stones. 
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Clean rock prior to paving installation. Protect all existing paving during installation 
operations with layers of cardboard or plywood to deter damage by site work. 
Exposed surfaces of rock shall be clean and free of dirt, discoloration and concrete. 

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT. The price for 'Rock Mulch' is included in 
the lump sum for 'Landscape and Irrigation Systems' and shall include full 
compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, transportation, 
incidentals and for performing all work in installing the rock, complete and in place 
as shown on the plans. No additional compensation for this item shall be allowed. 

ROCK PAVING INSTALLATION. Install rock paving in accordance with the 
detail on the plan prior to installing surrounding planting and after sign wall 
installation. Subgrade shall be compacted prior to placement. Place formwork and 
pour concrete pad, filling the form to approximately 75% full. Begin at one end 
placing cobble with flat top facing upward. Trowel concrete to the underside of each 
rock prior to placing on concrete pad. Cobble shall be placed as laid out on plan with 
a minor slope away from sign. Hand place rock mulch to achieve a tightly fitted 
layout of rock with minimal gaps, no greater than 1-1-2" between individual stones. 
Fill voids at surface with concrete or mortar to direct water, yet leaving surface of 
rock exposed. Clean all surfaces of rock with wet sponge, cleaning sponge 
repeatedly to keep rock surface clean. 

Clean cobbles prior to installation. Protect all existing paving during installation 
operations with layers of cardboard or plywood to deter damage by site work. 
Exposed surfaces of cobblestone shall be clean and free of dirt, discoloration and 
concrete. 

Measurement and Payment. The price for Rock Paving is included in the lump sum 
for 'Landscape and Irrigation Systems' and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, transportation, incidentals and for 
performing all work in installing the Rock Paving, complete and in place as shown on 
the plans. No additional compensation for this item shall be allowed. 

BOULDER INSTALLATION. Install boulders with a minimum burial of 1/3 of 
boulder prior to installing surrounding paving, cobblestone and planting. Subgrade 
shall be compacted prior to placement. Boulders shall be placed as laid out on plan 
in natural appearing groups as directed by the County Engineer. After setting on 
compacted subgrade, the boulders shall be pressed into place using the bucket of a 
heavy skiploader to compress the soil under the boulder and eliminate air pockets. 
Compact soil backfill around boulders prior to installing paving, cobblestone and 
planting. 

Clean boulders prior to paving installation. Cover all boulders during paving 
installation operations with plastic to deter damage by concrete placement. Exposed 
surfaces of boulders shall be clean and free of dirt, discoloration and concrete. 

Measurement and Payment. The price for 'Boulders' is included in the lump sum 
for 'Landscape and Irrigation Systems' and shall include full compensation for 
furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, transportation, incidentals and for 
performing all work in installing the Boulders, complete and in place as shown on the 
plans. No additional compensation for this item shall be allowed. 
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Disintegrated Granite. DELETE in its entirety and SUBSTITUTE with the 
following: 

Decomposed Granite. Decomposed granite shall conform to 200-2.7. 

Decomposed granite shall be type indicated in Section 200-2.7, placed in a (3) 2" lifts 
for a total thickness of 6". Decomposed granite shall be placed over a 4" layer of 
compacted Class II base. 

The decomposed granite path surfacing must be compacted to a minimum of 95%. 
The decomposed granite pathway material must contain a binder to maintain the 
firmness and stable surface. The Contractor shall provided product data and testing 
information to confirm that material contains the binder materials at rates as 
recommended by the manufacturer. 

A maintenance program as defined by the product manufacturer shall be 
implemented to maintain the original specifications of the constructed path as 
required by CBC 1101B.3. The maintenance program shall address the weather and 
wear and tear related maintenance practices. 

Stabilizer For Decomposed Granite. Stabilizer for decomposed granite shall be a 
commercially produced, patented, non-toxic organic binder. It shall be colorless, 
odorless, concentrated powder that naturally binds decomposed granite. Stabilizer is 
available at Decorative Stone Solutions or approved equivalent. Stabilizer shall be 
thoroughly pre-blended with the decomposed granite at the manufacturing facility. 

Stabilized Decomposed Granite Installation. 

Install stabilized decomposed granite surfacing as follows: 

a) Excavate to allow installation of Class II base and decomposed granite flush 
with adjacent grades. Moisture compact sub-grade 90% density to a depth of 
8" prior to placing Class II base. 

b) Apply two applications of pre-emergent herbicide (See Section 212-1.2.7). 
Apply once before placing Class II base and once following placement of the 
decomposed granite. 

c) Pre-blend stabilized decomposed granite at the rate of 10 lbs. of stabilizer per 
ton of decomposed granite at the manufacturing facility. Blending may be 
done with cement mixer, pug mill, or any similar piece of equipment to 
thoroughly and completely blend the stabilizer with the decomposed granite 
material. It is essential that the stabilizer be mixed thoroughly and uniformly 
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through the decomposed granite. Proper mixing is a must for successful 
application. 

d) Apply mixture in one inch lifts to a compacted depth as shown on the plans. 

e) Grade and smooth stabilized decomposed granite. 

f) Apply water until moisture penetrates to full depth of the stabilized 
decomposed granite. Water activates stabilizer, so it is essential that the full 
depth of the material receives water at this time. To allow water to penetrate, 
the stabilized decomposed granite should be applied in two lifts. 

g) Upon thorough moisture penetration, compact each lift of the stabilized 
decomposed granite. Compaction shall be done with a vibrating roller. 
Finish grade shall be level with adjacent concrete grades. 

h) Allow finished surface enough time to dry completely before use. Set up 
time varies, depending upon weather conditions. A hot, dry climate will set 
up sooner than cooler, moist climate. 

i) Make one additional pre-emergent application one week prior to substantial 
completion. 

Stabilized Decomposed Granite Paving Measurement & Payment. Stabilized 
Decomposed Granite Paving shall be measured by the total cubic yards and paid within 
the total lump sum project cost and shall be installed complete and in place and shall 
include full compensation for fumishing all material, delivery, placement, fees, labor, 
equipment, water, Class II base materials, tools and incidentals required to complete the 
work specified and no additional compensation will be made therefore.

I. Prior to Permit Issuance or Bid Opening/Bid Award 
A. Land Development Review (LDR) Plan Check 

1. Prior to permit issuance or Bid Opening/Bid Award, whichever is applicable, the 
Assistant Deputy Director (ADD) Envirom11ental designee shall verifY that the 
requirements for Archaeological Monitoring and Native American monitoring 
have been noted on the appropriate construction documents. 

B. Letters of Qualification have been submitted to ADD 
1. Prior to Bid Award, the applicant shall submit a letter of verification to Mitigation 

Monitoring Coordination (MMC) identifYing the Principal Investigator (PI) for 
the project and the names of all persons involved in the archaeological monitoring 
program, as defined in the City of San Diego Historical Resources Guidelines 
(HRG). If applicable, individuals involved in the archaeological monitoring 
program must have completed the 40-hour HAZWOPER training with 
ce1iification documentation. 

2. MMC will provide a letter to the applicant confirn1ing the qualifications of the PI 
and all persons involved in the archaeological monitoring of the project. 

3. Prior to the start of work, the applicant must obtain approval from MMC for any 
personnel changes associated with the monitoring program. 

II. Prior to Start of Construction 
A. Verification of Records Search 

1. The PI shall provide verification to MMC that a site specific records search (1/4 
mile radius) has been completed.

Prior to the start of any work that requires monitoring, the PI shall submit an 

Archaeological Monitoring Exhibit (AME) based on the appropriate 
construction documents (reduced to llx17) to MMC for approval identifying 
the areas to be monitored including the delineation of grading/excavation 
limits. 

The AME shall be based on the results of a site specific records search as well as 
infonnation regarding the age of existing pipelines, laterals and associated 
appurtenances and/or any known soil conditions (native or formation). 

MMC shall notify the PI that the AME has been approved. 
4. When Monitoring Will Occur 

a. Prior to the start of any work, the PI shall also submit a construction schedule 
to MMC through the RE indicating when and where monitoring will occur. 

b. The PI may submit a detailed letter to MMC prior to the start of work or 
during construction requesting a modification to the monitoring program. This 
request shall be based on relevant infonnation such as review of final 
construction documents which indicate conqitions such as age of existing pipe 
to be replaced, depth of excavation and/or site graded to bedrock, etc., which 
may reduce or increase the potential for resources to be present. 

5. Approval of AME and Construction Schedule 
After approval of the AME by MMC, the PI shall submit to MMC written 
authorization of the AME and Construction Schedule from the CM.

1. The Archaeological monitor shall be present full-time during 
grading/excavation/trenching activities including, but not limited to mainline, 
laterals, jacking and receiving pits, services and all other appurtenances associated 
with underground utilities as identified on the AME and as authorized by the CM.

native soils are encountered may reduce or increase the potential for resources to 
be present.

ADRP and any mitigation must be approved by MMC, 
RE and/or CM before ground disturbing activities in the area of discovery will 
be allowed to resume. 
(1). Note: For pipeline trenching projects only, the PI shall implement the 

Discovery Process for Pipeline Trenching projects identified below 
under "D." 

c. If resource is not significant, the PI shall submit a letter to MMC indicating 
that artifacts will be collected, curated, and documented in the Final 
Monitoring Report. The letter shall also indicate that that no further work is 
required. 
(1). Note: For Pipeline Trenching Projects Only. If the deposit is limited in 

size, both in length and depth; the infonnation value is limited and is not 
associated with any other resource; and there are no unique 
features/artifacts associated with the deposit, the discovery should be 
considered not significant.

1. Procedures for documentation, curation and reporting 
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a. One hundred percent of the artifacts within the trench alignment and width 
shall be documented in-situ, to include photographic records, plan view of the 
trench and profiles of side walls, recovered, photographed after cleaning and 
analyzed and curated. The remainder of the deposit within the limits of 
excavation (trench walls) shall be left intact. 

b. The PI shall prepare a Draft Monitoring Report and submit to MMC via the 
RE as indicated in Section VI-A. 

c. The PI shall be responsible for recording (on the appropriate State of 
California Department of Park and Recreation forms-DPR 523 A/B) the 
resource(s) encountered during the Archaeological Monitoring Program in 
accordance with the City's Historical Resources Guidelines.

3. If a field examination is not warranted, the Medical Examiner will determine with 
input from the PI, if the remains are or are most likely to be of Native American 
origin. 

C. If Human Remains ARE determined to beN ative American 
1. The Medical Examiner will notify the Native American Heritage Commission 

(NAHC) within 24 hours. By law, ONLY the Medical Examiner can make this 
call. 

2. NAHC will immediately identify the person or persons determined to be the Most 
Likely Descendent (MLD) and provide contact information. 
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3. The MLD will contact the PI within 24 hours or sooner after the Medical 
Examiner has completed coordination, to begin the consultation process in 
accordance with the California Public Resource and Health & Safety Codes. 

4. The MLD will have 48 hours to make recommendations to the property owner or 
representative, for the treatment or disposition with proper dignity, of the human 
remains and associated grave goods. 

5. Disposition ofNative American Human Remains shall be determined between the 
MLD and the PI, IF: 
a. The NAHC is unable to identify the MLD, OR the MLD failed to make a 

recommendation within 48 hours after being notified by the Commission; OR; 
b. The landowner or authorized representative rejects the recommendation of the 

MLD and mediation in accordance with PRC 5097.94 (k) by the NAHC fails 
to provide measures acceptable to the landowner. 

c. To protect these sites, the landowner shall do one or more of the following: 
(1) Record the site with the NAHC; 
(2) Record an open space or conservation easement; or 
(3) Record a document with the County. 

d. Upon the discovery of multiple Native American human remains during a 
ground disturbing land development activity, the landowner may agree that 
additional conferral with descendants is necessary to consider culturally 
appropriate treatment of multiple Native American human remains. Culturally 
appropriate treatment of such a discovery may be ascertained from review of 
the site utilizing cultural and archaeological standards. Where the parties are 
unable to agree on the appropriate treatment measures the human remains and 
buried with Native American human remains shall be reinterred with 
appropriate dignity, pursuant to Section S.c., above. 

D. If Human Remains are NOT Native American 
1. The PI shall contact the Medical Examiner and notify them of the historic era 

context of the burial. 
2. The Medical Examiner will determine the appropriate course of action with the PI 

and City staff (PRC 5097.98). 
3. If the remains are ofhistoric origin, they shall be appropriately removed and 

conveyed to the Museum of Man for analysis. The decision for internment of the 
human remains shall be made in consultation with MMC, EAS, the applicant 
department and/or Real Estate Assets Department (READ) and the Museum of 
Man. 

V. Night and/or Weekend Work 
A. If night and/or weekend work is included in the contract 

1. When night and/or weekend work is included in the contract package, the extent 
and timing shall be presented and discussed at the precon meeting. 

2. The following procedures shall be followed. 
a. No Discoveries 
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In the event that no discoveries were encountered during night and/or weekend 
work, the PI shall record the information on the CSVR and submit to MMC 
via fax by 8AM of the next business day. 

b. Discoveries 
All discoveries shall be processed and documented using the existing 
procedures detailed in Sections III - During Construction, and IV- Discovery 
of Human Remains. 

c. Potentially Significant Discoveries 
If the PI determines that a potentially significant discovery has been made, the 
procedures detailed under Section III - During Construction shall be followed. 

d. The PI shall immediately contact theRE and MMC, or by 8AM of the next 
business day to report and discuss the findings as indicated in Section III-B, 
unless other specific arrangements have been made. 

B. If night and/or weekend work becomes necessary during the course of construction 
1. The Construction Manager shall notify the RE, or BI, as appropriate, a minimum 

of 24 hours before the work is to begin. 
2. TheRE, or BI, as appropriate, shall notify MMC immediately. 

C. All other procedures described above shall apply, as appropriate. 

VI. Post Construction 
A. Submittal of Draft Monitoring Report 

1. The PI shall submit two copies of the Draft Monitoring Report (even if negative), 
prepared in accordance with the Historical Resources Guidelines (Appendix C/D) 
which describes the results, analysis, and conclusions of all phases of the 
Archaeological Monitoring Program (with appropriate graphics) to MMC via the 
RE for review and approval within 90 days followjng the completion of 
monitoring, 
a. For significant archaeological resources encountered during monitoring, the 

Archaeological Data Recovery Program or Pipeline Trenching Discovery 
Process shall be included in the Draft Monitoring Report. 

b. Recording Sites with State of California Department of Parks and Recreation 
The PI shall be responsible for recording (on the appropriate State of 
California Department of Park and Recreation forms-DPR 523 A/B) any 
significant or potentially significant resources encountered during the 
Archaeological Monitoring Program in accordance with the City's Historical 
Resources Guidelines, and submittal of such fom1s to the South Coastal 
Infonnation Center with the Final Monitoring Report. 

2. MMC shall return the Draft Monitoring Report to the PI via theRE for revision 
or, for preparation of the Final Report. 

3. The PI shall submit revised Draft Monitoring Report to MMC via the RE for 
approval. 

4. MMC shall provide written verification to the PI of the approved report. 
5. MMC shall notify theRE or BI, as appropriate, of receipt of all Draft Monitoring 

Report submittals and approvals. 
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B. Handling of Artifacts

an appropriate institution. This shall be completed in consultation with MMC and 
the Native American representative, as applicable. 

2. The PI shall submit the Accession Agreement and catalogue record(s) to theRE or 
BI, as appropriate for donor signature with a copy submitted to MMC. 

3. The RE or BI, as appropriate shall obtain signature on the Accession Agreement 
and shall retum to PI with copy submitted to MMC. 

4. The PI shall include the Acceptance Verification :fi·om the curation institution in 
the Final Monitoring Report submitted to theRE or BI al'J.d MMC. 

D. Final Monitoring Report(s) 
1. The PI shall submit one copy of the approved Final Monitoring Report to the RE 

or BIas appropriate, and one copy to MMC (even if negative), within 90 days 
after notification :from MMC of the approved report. 

2. The RE shall, in no case, issue the Notice of Completion until receiving a copy of 
the approved Final Monitoring Report :frqm MMC which includes the Acceptance 
Verification :from the curation institution.

Park. 

XV Transportation/Traffic, f. Result in inadequate parking? Adequate parking for the new park would be 
on existing street surrounding the site. Six on-site parking spaces are proposed. 

The map presented as the general development plan does not show any on-site parking. Please clarify 
where those six on-site spaces would be located. 

Wightman Street, adjacent to the park, is very narrow and curves both before and after the park site. 
Please clarify where the adequate on street parking is that would not create a danger to other drivers 
and to the numerous pedestrians of the area. 

Initial Study Checklist- Water Quality 

The study does not discuss the most important issue facing the project. The property being developed 
was purchased by the City as a result of a settlement of a lawsuit. The suit was brought because the 
property frequently floods due to storm water problems north of the property. It was further found that 
the flood water was not water, but a mixture of water, hazardous elements and sewage. The City is fully 
aware of this issue. Please clarify why this issue of health and safety, flooding and water quality was not 
brought up in the study of environmental issues. 

Also, the City is under an order from the Regional Water Quality Control Board to clean up the Chollas 
Creek and its tributaries. The Auburn Creek is a named tributary in the order. Please clarify why there is 
no discussion of how this project will affect that order, how the city will ensure that no copper, lead or 
zinc can be added to the polluted water body, or how this project will be used to comply with the order 
placed on the city. 

VIII Hyrdrology and Water Quality a) violate any water quality standards 

The Best Management Practices of the city have not yet incorporated the requirements of the RWQCB 
to remove copper, lead and zinc from the water bodies. Therefore, it is not sufficient to use current best

2. Comment aclmowledged. The project does not include any on-site parking. As such, the 
Initial Study Checklist has been revised to correct the error as noted. 

3. Six off-site parking spaces will be provided along the north side of Wightman Street as 
indicated on Figures 2 and 3. The existing driveway would be closed as part of the 
proposed project to create the additional street parking adjacent to the new parlc. The 
project and associated traffic related issues were reviewed by Transportation staff and 
no safety hazards were identified. Also see Response to Co=ent No. 2. 

4. This comment refers to a lawsuit settlement requiring purchase of the property by the 
City of San Diego resulting from continued flooding from storm water overtopping the 
Auburn Creek Drainage Channel. Because of the previous on-site flood conditions, a 
Preliminary Drainage Study was prepared by Nasland Engineering (October 2007) to 
determine the amount of storm runoff generated by the proposed improvements in 
comparison with the amount of runoff generated by the previously developed site. The 
report concluded that due to the reduction of impervious surfaces on the proposed park 
site, there will be a decrease of 0.55cfs in the peak runoff discharge in a potential 100-
year storm event, based on the 100-year intensity factor of3.0 :inlbr, for the .93-acre site. 
The existing QlOO was calculated to be 1.95cfs, while the proposed QlOO was 
calculated to be 1.40cfs, and as such would not result in an impact to the existing 
hydrologic basin and drainage systems. This information has been incorporated into the 
Initial Study Discussion. 

5. All proposed projects are required to comply with the City's Stormwater Regulations 
and the requirements of the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) order. All 
City projects are reviewed for compliance with these regulatory requirements by the 
City's Stormwater staff to ensure that construction documents include all necessary 
measures to eliminate and/or reduce pollutant discharges into Chollas Creek via the 
Auburn Creek Tributary. In addition, pre- and post construction Best Management 
Practices (BMPs) have been incorporated into the project in accordance with the Chollas 
Creek Enhancement Plan and include a vegetated swale consisting of native riparian 
plant species, native hydroseed mix to minimize erosion on channel slopes, Jitter 
control, and protection of storm drain inlets, etc. The project will not contribute 
additional pollutants into the creek by eliminating the use of specific Diazanon 
insecticides, fertilizers with concentrations of copper and zinc, and lead based paint. 
Other specific measures have been identified and incorporated into the California 
Regional Quality Control Board Application for Clean Water Act 401 Water Quality 
Certification, dated May 6, 2008.

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management practices. More specific actions need to be taken to ensure there is no further pollution of 
this impaired water body. 

The MND states Proposed enhancements to the existing creek channel would not affect the flow of urban 
runoff during a storm event. So we know that any actions inducted in this project will not change the 
fact that the creek floods during storms. 

e) Create or contribute to run-off water which would exceed the capacity of existing or planned 
stormwater drainage systems-

The project is a park with grass and shrubbery. Those will have to be watered and thus will contribute 
additional run-off, especially considering the downward sloping feature of the park. We know that the 
stormwater system is already overcapacity- resulting in the flooding which caused the city to have to 
purchase the property. We know that proposed enhancements to the existing creek channel would not 
affect the flow of urban runoff during a storm event, therefore would not help with the over capacity 
problem. The response given by staff relates to water quality, not to exceeding the capacity and is, 
therefore, non-responsive. Please respond appropriately. 

i) Expose people or structures to a significant risk of foss- No habitable structures are proposed. 

The residents of City Heights have long since known that staff consider our low-income and minority 
residents to be irrelevant. But this response is despicable in its total disregard for the safety of the 
residents. The only issue to staff is the safety of their structures. No response is given to the question 
of exposure of people to a significant risk. This attitude towards the health and safety of the City 
Heights residents must be corrected. 

The correct response to the question is that this project does expose people to a significant risk of loss. 
That is precisely why the City was forced to purchase the property in the first place. The creek floods 
during the rains, and that flooding contains things that pose a significant risk to the people. The city 
must consider fixing the problem that creates the flooding upstream, upgrading the stormwater system, 
in order to have a project that is not significant in its exposure of people to risk. Please respond 
appropriately to the question. 

An environmental study forth is project cannot be complete unless it contains reference to, and 
discussion of, the RWQCB order to clean up the creek and the flooding issue that caused the city to 
purchase the property in settlement of a lawsuit. Both issues are well known to staff, and both issues 
are very relevant to the project's environmental setting.

Our organization, hereafter "commenter'' is an established supporter of parks, open 
space, and environmental preserves in the City Heights and Chol!as Creek watershed 
areas. Everyone wants more parks and a cleaner Chollas Creek. 
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The proposed project is on land the City of San Diego purchased because it had 
flooded for many years and the prior owners took legal action to recover continuing 
losses from flooding that they asserted were caused by the City. Before the purchase 
of the subject, project flood lands, the City had paid numerous claims for economic 
loss and other damages. Review of City documents and the subject lawsuit establish 
a long relationship of Mr. Jim Madaffer with the subject property. Mr. Madaffer served 
as a staff person for the Councilwoman Judy McCarty during the early flooding period 
and is now the Councilman for area in which the project is located. There have been 
several lawsuits and official investigations ofthis property and surrounding properties 
proposed for park projects. Cumulative Impacts from other area projects and over 
development has caused flooding ofthe subject parcel. This project is in the center of 
a major development storm. 

The City, its Redevelopment Agency and Housing Authority have done several 
environmental studies for projects in the immediate are or along the short tributary of 
Auburn Creek of the larger Chollas Creek watershed. Projects have included the Oak 
park Drain extension; the 52nd Street Senior Housing Project, the Auburn Park 
Housing Project; the Fox Canyon Park project; the University Avenue Landscape 
Project; the Euclid f Home Avenue Streetscape Improvement Project; the Central 
Police Garage projects; and studies of the watershed for the recent California Storm 
Water Permit and the FEMA Flood Survey .. Project. and other studies know to the 
proposing agency. The San Diego Unified School District has conducted extensive 
environmental' analysis of the Au bum Creek water shed and aquifer for the adjacent 
sitting of the Mary Fay and Ebbarro Elementary schools. The absence ofthe recent 
and relevant investigations and environmental studies in the references and 
bibliography of the current project study raises concerns on the completeness of the 
subject study. 

The commenter requests again that the City review and reference the contents and 
conclusions of the other studies of this water shed and habitat. It is clear from these 
studies that there has been extensive use of this area by native Americans, that the 
immediate area is used for habitat and foraging by listed species and that the subject 
property floods, and that the underlying aquifer is contaminated by a large plume of 
volatile chemicals and human waste. 

The study does not also reference the community studies and plans for a string of 
pearls parks along the Auburn Creek. Several creek and canyon surveys and studies 
have been conducted by the Sierra Club and community organizations. These reports 
are well known to the City of San Diego.

Canyon park, although its interest in acquiring the land at the end of Winona Avenue 
dates back to at least 2002. 

The City Council is expected to discuss buying the property behind closed doors early 
next week. Larry Zajonc, the property owner, blames the lack of progress on the city 
for not dealing with him Fairly. 
The city offered Zajonc $475,000 at one point, but later appraised the property at 
about $52,000. City officials declined to discuss the matter, citing the upcoming 
closed session. 

As recently as April 24, the city's deputy director of real estate assets, David 
Sandoval, sent Zajonc a letter saying Zajonc's asking price is "far beyond the city's 
estimation of value • and advising Zajonc to pursue other opportunities to seJJ his land. 

The Wightman park, proposed on city-owned land that's prone to flooding, is 
scheduled for completion in 2010, but the city has idenf:jfled only $696,000 of the 
more than $3 million needed for the project. 
The city wants to shift a $2.36 million state grant earmarked for Fox Canyon to 
Wightman, but it must get permission from the state. The grant expires in June 2010, 
and the city hopes to submit a formal request to the state in 60 days to transfer the 
money. 

A county grand jury report issued May 15 predicts the city will have a hard time 
persuading the state to do so. 

Sandwiched between apartments and houses, the Wightman parcel is about half the 
size of the Fox Canyon portion the city wants for the park. 
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Even if the state approves the transfer of funds to Wightman, "the grant would have to 
be reduced in size. Further, "as a result of the hydrological survey conducted by the 
Park and Recreation Department, some parts of the property will not be built on, in 
order to avoid any flood damage. 
"\M7y would the state fund a park that floods periodically?" 

Patti Keating, grants chief with the California Department of Parks and Recreation, 
said shifting money from one project to another is made on a case-by-cese basis. 
She said extending the grant beyond its expiration date would require legislative 
action. 

The Fox Canyon association, which partnered with the city to get the state grant, 
dreams of creating a system of green space throughout the community that will be 
linked by trails. It has identified a string of parcels for parks. 

'We will continue to work on one parcel at a time until we see the park we want to 
see," said Jose Lopez, who heads the association. 

The association was founded in 1997 to improve residents' quality of life by 
combating crime, noise, graffiti and environmental decey. The 92105 ZIP code, which 
includes Fox Canyon, has an estimated median household income of $28,251, 
according to the San Diego Association of Governments. The same data shows that 
many residents don't speak English well or at all. 

Lopez said it's disheartening that despite the association's activism, so little progress 
has been made on Fox Canyon. 

One bright spot is the newly opened Auburn Park, a half acre lot off University 
Avenue· and 52nd Street. It was built by an affordable housing developer next to its 
apartment project by the same name. Although privately owned, it's open for public 
use. 

Acquiring the land for the Fox Canyon park is not the only problem the city faces. The 
project can't proceed without resolving the contentious matter of whether a two-lane 
road should be built through the cenyon. 

An unpaved foot path that now traverses the trash-strewn canyon is popular with 
residents seeking a shortcut. 

LOn paper, a road called Ontario Avenue cuts through the cenyon. Lopez said his 
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association wants Ontario built to affow another way in and out ofthe area. However, 
opponents say the road is unnecessary and would only increase traffic on residential 
streets. The grant appfication for the Fox Canyon park did not include the road, which 
woufd handle an estimated 2, 000 daily car trips there. 

All agree parks are needed even if they disagree about the road. 

"The Mid-City is tired of promises for city infrastructure that never comes, and the fact 
that density keeps coming and infrastructure never comes," said John Stump, a 
longtime City Heights resident who has raised concerns about the road and the lack

The week prior the San Diego County Grand Jury published its report on the subject 
property: 

.. FOX CANYON AND WIGHTMAN STREET: A TALE 
OF TWO CITY PARKS IN EXTREMIS 

SUMMARY 

The City of San Diego's plans to build a park in Fox Canyon were used successfulfy 
to obtain a State grant of $2,363,000 to cover a substantial portion of the cost of 
construction. After the grant was received more planning, time was spent to redesign 
the park to include a road. legal difficulties over the environmental statement and 
differences of understanding with the property owners led the city to terminate efforts 
to build a park in the canyon. In the meantime, in order to settle another legal action 
against the city, the City of San Diego obtained land near Fox Canyon on Wightman 
Street. They cleared the property of several buildings and started the planning 
process for a park on that property. This process involved design planning, 
community meetings, and a hydrologicel survey. The Grand Jury received information 
that the current plan is to submit an application to the state for a re-scope of the Fox 
Canyon grant to Wightman, but it is doubtful that the state will approve this. Some city 
officials seem opposed to building a park in Fox Canyon because of their perception 
that the tract is not suitable for a park. Other officials oppose the park because of 
either the inclusion or exclusion of a road. There has also been prolonged confusion 
in dealings with the owners. In the long run and after considerable expenditures from 
the General Fund, the city could lose the grant totally and the neighborhood could 
end up with neither park. 

PURPOSE 

To inform the public of these two park proposals; to recommend that the city establish 
a clear line of policy with respect to the Fox Canyon park and that the city find some 
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way to get around difficulties of its own making. 

PROCEDURES 

The Grand Jury examined various park proposals and the City Attorney's Interim 
Report No. 14 of February 27, 2007, titled The Ontario Avenue Connection and Fox 
Canyon Park [http://www.sandiego.gov/cityattorney/reports/pdflinterimreport14.pdf] 
and its 108 appendices. We interviewed personnel from the Park and Recreation 
Department, the Real Estate Assets Department, Community groups, the Crossroads 
Redevelopment Project Area Committee and representatives of the property owners. 
Members of the Grand Jury also attended public presentations on the Wightman 
Street Park conducted by Park and Recreation staff for community residents. We also 
visited both park sites on two occasions.

DISCUSSION 

On January 15, 2004, the San Diego City Council approved a proposal to be sent to 
the State of California for a grant to fund partially the construction of a park in Fox 
Canyon. The canyon contains 2.7 acres of undeveloped space and is in an area 
covered by the Crossroads Redevelopment Area. The area, just south of University 
Avenue, and east of Euclid Ave., has a fairly high population density and virtually no 
parks. According to the city's calculations based on population, this area is short 22 
acres of park space. In a letter to former City Manager Michael Uberuaga on April 29, 
2002, City Councilmember Jim Madaffer stated: 

"I have been working for some time with Park and Recreation Staff and Community 
leaders to come up with a plan for a system of parks in the Fox Canyon neighborhood 
of City Heights. City Heights as a whole is so park deficient, and it is one of my goals 
to add park space here, improving the quality of life for the people who live there. 

"There is a parcel located at the end of Ontario Avenue which I believe is a wonderful 
place for a park. It is near several multi-family housing units, and the many children 
need a clean, safe place to play. Right now, they play in the filthy, graffiti-ridden 
drainage ditch that runs through the neighborhood." (City Attorney Interim Report 
Exhibit#9, MO 2-04-17). 

This proposal was enthusiastically supported by the City Council and by the 
neighborhood association. On November 1, 2004, the city was notified by the state 
that the application had been approved and that the city had been granted 
$2,363,000 for a park. The rules covering the grant program called for "matching 
funds" which led the city to put in $930,000 of its own money. 

Shortly after this, the city began to redesign the park in the application to include a 
road, the "Ontario Avenue extension." The City Heights local community group 
objected to the road; the Fox Canyon group supported a road. One council member 
strongly supported the road and was heard to say on a television newscast: "Look, 
I'm the councilmember-this park, this road-it starts right here." (City Attorney 
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Interim Report #14, p. 56) He blamed the park staff for not putting the road into the 
original proposal. While it is true that completing the Ontario Avenue connection had 
been discussed off and on since the late 90's with respect to easing traffic congestion 
in the neighborhood and possibly allowing for additional low to moderate income 
housing, the grant application did not, in fact, include a road. A busy road (est. 2,000 
cars per day) would have taken up park space and made it riskier for children to get 
to the park. The grant proposal without a road was passed by the city council. 

In the end a local citizen associated with the Friends of Fox Canyon group filed a 
lawsuit against the city because the original environmental document submitted to the 
state did not cover the environmental impact of a road. The city agreed to settle out of 
court and rejected the environmental document. In the meantime, however, the city 
determined, contrary to expectations, that the owners were not willing to sell the city 
their land. One

stipulation of the grant was that the state's grant money could not be used for work on 
property taken by eminent domain. By late 2006 the city had actually given up on a 
park in Fox Canyon, though the officials dealing with the local community groups in 
public meetings have not stated clearly that the City Council in the Fall of 2006 had 
removed all funds from the budget for a park in Fox canyon. 

In the meantime, trouble arose over another piece of property in the neighborhood on 
Wightman Street. Water drainage issues led a property owner to sue the city. This 
was settled out of court in part by the city acquiring the property for $3,200,000. The 
city decided to ask for a re-scope, i.e., a transfer of the funds, of the Fox Canyon park 
grant to the Wightman Street property, and proceeded to work on the property. A 
temporary construction fence was erected, and several derelict buildings were 
demolished and removed. A hydrological survey was conducted to determine how the 
area could be used for a park while avoiding flooding, and park designs were 
developed and considered with community groups. The city plans to have a park 
design to submit to the State in the spring of 2008 along with a request for a re-scope 
of their Fox Canyon Park grant to the Wightman Street property. On February 27, 
2007, the city council moved funds out of the Fox Canyon park budget into a budget 
slot for the Wightman Street Park in the hope of a re-scope and in response to 
recommendations contained in the City Attorney's Interim Report #14. The original 
grant has an expiration date of 2010; if there-scope is denied, the city could lose the 
grant altogether. 

However, careful examination of the conditions of the original grant and the highly 
competitive nature of the grant program cast grave doubt on whether the state will 
accept a re-scope. The city did apply for a re-scope, but the state denied that request 
on July 10, 2007, on the basis that detailed plans for a park on Wightman Street had 
not been submitted 

It is unlikely that the State will grant a re-scope to Wightman for several reasons. For 
one, the grant program is highly competitive and gives much weight to public support 
and input. There is a formal Fox Canyon Park neighborhood group that has been 
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urging the development of a park in Fox Canyon for years; they seem to have been 
the major force behind getting the grant proposal approved by the city council. But the 
Wightman property simply fell into the city's hands, and meetings with local residents 
were begun in order to plan a park. In other words, from the state's point of view, with 
Fox the horse was before the cart, but with Wightman the reverse was true. 

In addition the 0.9-acre Wightman property is just a third the size of the proposed Fox 
Canyon Park. lf a re-scope were granted, the grant would have to be reduced in size. 
And, the Wightman property is hydrologically challenged. As a result of the 
hydrological survey conducted by the Park and Recreation Department, some parts of 
the property will not be built on, in order to avoid any flood damage. Why would the 
state fund a park that floods periodically? 

There .has been considerable confusion in the evidence over the various parcels and 
their sizes. The original Fox Canyon park proposal stated that the area of the park 
would be

2. 7 acres. This would require purchasing parcels from two separate owners; 1. 7 acres 
of Parcel A and 1 acre from another parcel (Parcel B). After the discussion about 
putting a road in the park, the 1-acre of Parcel B was largely dedicated to the Ontario 
Avenue extension. When the road was abandoned, all talk of purchasing that acre 
disappeared from the record. In the meantime there is a lot of imprecision in the 
evidence over the acreages involved. Official records show the entire Parcel A 
consists of 3.34 acres; the owners dispute this. The original park proposal suggested 
1. 7 acres of Parcel A would be purchased; other evidence gives other estimates of 
1.55 acres, 1.83 acres, and 1.9 acres. The terrain is unmarked and rough, and the 
parcel is not divided ("split" in real estate terms), so it was difficult for us to see how 
much the park would occupy Parcel A. 

In order to clarify the current conditions of the Fox Canyon park site, and to orient 
readers to the plat, we present here a diagram of the proposed park and some. recent 
views of the open space in the canyon.

If the city were to acquire just a part of Parcel A, the parcel would have to be formally 
split. The cost of a split per se is relatively modest, but it would require that the 
purchaser perform any required mitigation. The creek bed and the sewer line would 
need extensive repairs, access would have to be created, and steps would be 
required to preserve the habitat of the several endangered species that make the 
canyon their home. City officials estimate that these measures would cost in excess 
of $300,000. If the city were to create a park on the land, a rezoning from residential 
to park would have to be made; some of our evidence suggests this could take 6-9 
months. A decision would have to be made about a road: since a road exists on the 
city map of the tract (a "paper road"), regular development procedures and rules 
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would ordinarily require the new owner to create a real road. The city can exempt 
itself from this requirement, but this step also would require some time.

The history of the attempted purchase of the Fox Canyon tract is both informative and 
mysterious. The current owners bought Parcel A in 2001 for $510,000. The entire 
tract consists of 3.34 acres of land; some portions are developed with housing. The 
county assessment at the time of purchase shows all of the land in Parcel A as 
having a value of $23o, 185. The park land is 57%-65% of the whole parcel; thus the 
land would seem to have had an assessed value of approximately $134,153+ at the 
time of purchase. Our investigation revealed that, following some correspondence 
among City officials and staff, a purchase price was established in the range of 
$340,000-$425,000. READ made an offer on April 5, 2005, to the owners of Parcel A 
of $475,000; the owners did not respond. The city council budgeted $800,000 to 
purchase the property necessary for the park. The original park staff budget allocated 
$400,000 for the purchase of the land. The READ's next offer to the owners was 
$52,000, based on the assumption that the land could not be profitably developed 
because of the cost of the necessary mitigation plus a road (required of any 
developer}. In addition READ indicated that they did not think it was a very good 
location for a park. However, during the interval when all of this was milling about in 
the city, the owners received three offers of $1-2 million. for the property. The buyers 
dropped their offers to buy when they learned that the City was interested in building 
a park on the land and/or when they learned of the cost of mitigation. The owners of 
Parcel A have offered to sell the area the city wants for a park for somewhat less than 
the budgeted $800,000. 

These gigantic variations in values are difficult to understand. Moreover, it would 
seem that different parts of the city are working against each other. One sector wants 
a park in Fox Canyon, another doesn't One group thinks the property is worth 
$800,000, another $52,000. One faction wants a road (and maybe no park), but an 
opposing faction wants a park and no road. The :o;ame official was at first very glad 
about the grant with no mention of a road and publicly praised the Park and 
Recreation Department for its fine work on the proposal; some time later he was an 
ardent proponent of the road and denigrated the Parks Department for nat including it 
in the original proposaL There have been no serious sit down negotiations with the 
owners of Parcel A-just exchanges of wildly variant offers between parties with no · 
acceptances. It is extremely difficult to understand why the city could nat come to one 
clear policy on the proposed park before ever submitting a proposal to the state. 

Meanwhile, the clock is running and the grant expires in 2010 if not used by then. 
Using it by then would mean a park would have to be built in Fox Canyon and bills 
presented to the state by that deadline. What are the chances now of that happening 
in time? There is no talk in the city of reviving Fax Canyon Park, and purchasing the 
property, rezoning itfrom residential to park, repairing the creek bed, and training the 
local residents to perform the park construction (part of the grant proposal) all would 
seem to reduce to slim the chances of beating the deadline. But slim is not none. It is 
time for the city to stop internal inconsistency, and either build Fox Canyon Park per 
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the original grant proposal with the State grant money or state clearly that they no 
longer want to use the grant for a park in Fox Canyon_ This would free the land of any 
entanglements so the owners could dispose of it as they see fit. This course of action 
would mean that the city would be putting all of its eggs in there-scope to Wightman 
Street tract. However,

Wightman Street Park would need little in the way of mitigation. It is much smaller so 
that a simple park could be built there with the city's money, or with funds from the 
Crossroads Redevelopment Area such as tax increment funds or Development 
Impact Fees. Otherwise the neighborhood will be left with no park, the city will be left 
with no grant money, and with hefty bills for all the designing and redesigning 

FACTS AND FINDINGS 

Fact: The Fox Canyon area south of University Avenue is short 22 acres of park 
space. 

Finding: The proposed Fox Canyon Park and Wightman Street Park would contribute 
greatly to a park-starved neighborhood. 

Fact: The State of California has provided a grant of $2.3 million to build a park in 
Fox Canyon. 

Finding: The City of San Diego has good preliminary plans to build a park in Fox 
Canyon. 

Fact: The city owns the property for the proposed Wightman Street Park. 

Finding: Tax increment funds and/or Development Impact Fees could be used to pay 
for a simple park at Wightman Street 

Finding: The proposed park appears to be the best use of the vacant land in Fox 
Canyon. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

The 2007/2008 San Diego County Grand Jury recommends that the Mayor and 
City Council of the City of San Diego:

08-60: Immediately bring the different departments of the City 
involved in this matter together to come to decision, prior to 
losing the opportunity to use State grant monies whether to 
purchase the Fox Canyon park tract and begin constructing a 
park there or return the state grant funds and disencumber the 
properties.

Park and Recreanon Department pesticide applicators are 
required to comply with au pesticide label directions, federal, state, and local pesticide 
regulations, applicable safety laws, and Department policies. Use of appropriate 
pressure, correct nozzles and other techniques would be employed to minimize 
overspray particles that could drift into the adjacent water body. In addition, the 
following pesticides are allowed for Park use: Post emergent herbicides; Glyphosate 
products: Roundup Pro, Rodeo, Aquamaster and Surfactant; Fertilizer: 26-4-12,21-4-4. 

28. As part of the Wightman Street Neighborhood Park development, Best Management 
Practices (BMPs) and the City's Chollas Creek Enhancement Program are incorporated 
and implemented to restore the Auburn Creek to a natural drainage system and its 
natural biological condition that wonld provide an overall environmental benefit.

In addition, this project will also include improvements to Auburn 
Creek for the portion located on site in compliance with the City's Chollas 
Creek Enhancement Program adopted in 2002 enhancing it to a more natural 
riparian condition, featuring it as an educational and recreational amenity for the 
public, and improving drainage flow in the creek channel. The proposed project 
site is located at 5024-5050 Wightman Street, east of 50th Street and south of 
University Avenue within the City Heights Neighborhood ofthe Mid-City 
Communities Planning Area. Applicant: City of San Diego, Engineering and 
Capital Projects Department 

I. PURPOSE AND MAIN FEATURES: 

Implementation of the proposed project consists of the development of an approximately 
0.9 park acre passive park, loc~ted in the City Heights neighborhood within the Mid City 
Communities Planning Area (Figure 1). The proposed project includes enhancements to 
the Auburn Branch ofChollas Creek along the western boundary ofthe projectsite. 

The proposed park would provide accessibility in accordance with all applicable State 
and Federal guidelines. The park emphasizes the "Auburn Creek" theme, using 
cobblestones, native plants, interpretive exhibits, natural appearing materials, and a 
"bridge" to emphasize the relation to the water. A shady trellis provides identity and 
character at the entry to the park and will thematically relate to the overhead structure. 
Picnic tables and barbeques, trash and ash receptacles are provided throughout the park 
for families and small groups (Figure 2). 

The park is conceived as a natural expansion of the adjacent Auburn Creek, a tributary of 
Chollas Creek and is designed in to co comply with the Chollas Creek Enhancement 
Program (Figure 3). The area of the creek and the 20' setback from the creek bank will 
be restored to a more natural riparian condition with a curving, decomposed granite trail. 
Large native riparian trees will spread though the park providing shade and screening 
adjacent apartment complexes. The other perimeter shrub and groundcover planting will 
reflect the natural character of the creek. Four of the original trees would be retained on 
the site to pennit instant shade and a sense of the park's history. Boulder groupings will 
be introduced to provide informal seating, and provide interest along the informal, 
curvilinear path that loops through the park. An expanse oflawn in the central area of the 
park will provide open play areas, but the size would not allow organized field games. . 

This park encourages activities to develop strength and agility, including exercise 
stations, two basketball half courts, a scooter & tricycle trail, and play equipment areas 
for 2-5 and 6-12 age groups. A drinking fountain would be provided for refreshment. 
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Proposed enhancements to the existing creek channel would not affect the flow of urban 
runoff during a storm event. 

Although the entire project site would be graded in order to develop the park site, only a 
few small areas along the eastern unvegetated creek bank and possibly in the streambed 
itself would require earthwork to facilitate site design. The work would require a 
Streambed Alteration Permit from the California Department ofFish and Game (CDFG) 
and permitting from the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB). In addition, 
the project would require a Nationwide Permit issued by the Army Corps of Engineers 
(ACOE). A four-foot high wood rail fence would be located along the western edge of the 
decomposed granite walkway, and a six-foot high retaining wall covered with vines 
would be necessary along the eastern boundary with the adjacent apartment complex 
property. Six off-site parking spaces would be accommodated along the north side of 
Wightman Street after closure of the existing driveway with project implementation. All 
construction staging areas would be located in areas devoid of sensitive vegetation or on 
the public street at the project site. A traffic control plan would be required during the 
duration of the construction. 

II. ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING: 

The approximately 1.0-acre City-owned site is located within the City Heights 
Community of the Mid-City Communities Planning Area, along the north side of 
Wightman Street, east of 50th Street west of 52nd Street, and south of University A venue. 
The proposed project site is adjacent to the Auburn Branch ofChollas Creek and would 
provide approximately 0.9 acres of passive use park, along with creek enhancements, in 
accordance with the Chollas Creek Enhancement Plan (CCEP). The project area can be 
described as a small vacant lot (previously developed with a n;mlti-family residential 
complex) that is surrounded by residential development. The entire project area occurs 
within the boundaries of the City of San Diego Multiple Species Conservation Program 
(MSCP), but is located outside ofthe City's Multi-Habitat Planning Area (MHPA). 

With the exception of a few scattered patches of exotic plant species along Auburn Creek, 
this property does not support any native habitat and is entirely disturbed. The project 
site is relatively flat with elevation ranges between 272 -278 above mean sea level 
(AMSL); the existing creek channel being at the lowest elevation on site. Auburn Creek 
enters the project site from the north, through concrete culverts under a paved parking 
area on an adjacent property, flowing generally south along the western property 
boundary and exiting the site via a box culvert under Wightman Street. The channel 
width varies between approximately two to four feet with a creek bed of rock and cobble 
throughout its length. 

III. ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS: See attached Initial Study Checklist. 

IV. DISCUSSION: 

The following environmental issues were analyzed and determined to be significant: 
HISTORICAL RESOURCES (ARCHAEOLOGY), 

HISTORICAL RESOURCES 

The purpose and intent of the Historical Resources Regulations o~ the Land Development 
Code (Chapter 14, Division 3, Article 2) is to protect, preserve and, where damaged, 
restore the historical resources of San Diego. The regulations apply to all proposed 
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development within the City of San Diego when historical resources are present on the 
premises. CEQA requires that before approving discretionary projects the Lead Agency 
must identifY and examine the significant adverse environmental effects which may result 
from that project. A project that may cause a substantial adverse change in the 
significance of a historical resource is a project that may have a significant effect on the 
environment (Sections 15064.5(b) and 21 084). A substantial adverse change is defined 
as demolition, destruction, relocation, or alteration activities which would impair 
historical significance (Sections 15064.5(b)(l) and 5020.1). Any historical resource 
listed in or eligible to be listed in the California Register of Historical Resources, 
including archaeological resources, is considered to be historically or culturally 
significant. 

The project site is located in area of San Diego which has a high potential for prehistoric 
and historic archaeological resources. Review of site records and archaeological survey 
reports from the project area resulted in the identification of several known 
archaeological sites within a one-mile radius; however none were mapped within the 
project boundaries or in close proximity. The entire project site was surveyed by 
qualified City staff in 2007 prior to building demolition, and again in April2007 when 
the site was vacant in order to visually inspect for any surface component or 
archaeological resources. Although the field survey was negative, because there is a 
potential for buried resources to be encountered during grading activities, monitoring 
with a Native American monitor would be required during all grading and excavation 
activities for the proposed project. In addition, prior to the preconstruction meeting, the 
approved archaeological consultant would have the opportunity to review final 
engineering /construction drawings to further define the areas requiring monitoring. 
Therefore, implementation of the archaeological monitoring program identified in Section 
V of the Mitigated Negative Declaration, would reduce potential historical resource 
impacts to below a level of significance. 

The following environmental issues were analyzed and determined not to be significant: 
LAND USE, BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES, HUMAN HEALTIIIPUBLIC SAFETY/HAZARDOUS 
MATERIALS AND WATER QUALITY. 

LAND USE (APPLICABLE PLANS AND POLICIES) 

The Mid-City Communities Plan (MCCP) is designed to supplement the General Plan 
policies. This is accomplished through the identification of specific community issues 
and specific policies that build on those embodied in the General Plan. The MCCP is a 
policy document which includes an implementation strategy that establishes the timing 
and financing required to implement the policies and vision of the plan. The MCCP is 
intended to provide a vision for the future development of the four Mid-City communities 
of Normal Heights, Kensington-Talmadge, City Heights, and Eastern Area. 

Chollas Creek Enhancement Program (CCEP) 

Because the project site includes the Auburn Branch of Chollas Creek, the project must 
be consistent and/or meet the intent of the Chollas Creek Enhancement Program (CCEP). 
One goal of the Natural and Cultural Resources Element ofthe Plan is to improve and 
enhance the riparian habitat in Chollas Creek. Additionally the CCEP calls for the 
incorporation of pedestrian trails, an interpretive/educational componen,t, and 
opportunities for public art through the implementation of a master plan. The CCEP 
(May 14, 2002) states that development is to be setback at a minimum of20 feet from the 
edge of the urban creek channel in order to accommodate linear park opportunities and 
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provide for an 8~ 10 foot pedestrian trail which should interconnect with pedestrian 
pathways throughout the proposed park project. According to the CCEP, an 8 to 1 O~foot 
trail should be developed wherever existing width allows. 

A wetland buffer is an area that sunounds an identified wetland and helps to protect the 
functions and values of the adjacent wetland reducing physical disturbance from noise, 
activity and domestic animals and provides a transition zone where one habitat phases 
into another. The buffer also protects other functions and values of wetland areas, 
including absorption and flowing of flood waters for flood and erosion control, sediment 
filtration, water purification, ground water surcharge and the need for upland transitional 
habitat. Within the coastal overlay zone, the buffer would be 100 feet, typically (City of 
San Diego Biology Guidelines 2001). The project site does not lie in the coastal overlay 
zone. Currently there is no existing buffer between the undeveloped street right of way 
and the top of channel. The proposed project would provide a 20 foot buffer adjacent 
both the portions of the creek parallel to Ontario A venue and Landis Street, in accordance 
with the CCEP. 

The CCEP recommends an eight to ten foot meandering trail. The project proposes a 
nine-foot wide stabilized accessible, decomposed granite walkway within the buffer area 
adjacent to Auburn Creek. City staff determined that the proposed 9-foot wide pedestrian 
walkway, as designed meets the goals and intent of the CCEP. In addition, the plant 
palette for the buffer area would be selected from those listed in the CCEP and 
interpretive signage would be included along the walkway and throughout the park to 
identify special natural features, as well as adjacent cultural, historical and 
paleontological resources in accordance with the CCEP. 

Mul~ple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) 

The Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) is a conservation program designed 
to facilitate the implementation ,of a regional habitat preserve while allowing "take" of 
endangered species or habitats at the individual project level (City of San Diego 1997). 
This habitat preserve is known as the Multi-Habitat Planning Area (MHPA) and lands 
within it have been designated for conservation. The MHP A was designed to conserve 
biological resources considered sensitive by the resource agencies and by the City of San 
Diego. 

Although the project area exists within the urban area of the MSCP, it is located outside 
of the City's MHPA boundaries. Thus, the proposed project would not conflict with the 
conservation of vegetation communities inside the MHPA. Furthermore, the project 
would not conflict with the Land Use Adjacency Guidelines established in Section 1.4.3 
of the City's MSCP Subarea Plan. As previously discussed, the proposed project site is 
within a vacant lot surrounded by residential development. Therefore, proposed activities 
in the project area would not have any direct or indirect impacts to habitat in the MHP A. 

HUMAN HEALTn/PUBLIC SAFETY/HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 
The County of San Diego Department of Enviromnental Health (DEH) Hazardous 
Materials Establishment Listing database identifies potentially hazardous material release 
sites throughout the City of San Diego. As a result, a regulatory database review was 
conducted for the proposed project. Although the project site was not listed on any 
searchable databases, a total of twenty-two sites were listed on the Federal, State or Local 
jurisdiction databases, the closest being within approximately ~ mile from the project 
site. In addition, an assortment of junk and trash, including a kitchen sink was 
encountered during an initial site visit by the Project Biologist as well as by City Staff. 
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This discarded material was the result of the recent residential activity at the site and did 
not waiTant the need for a Phase I Site Assessment. No other potential public safety 
hazards were identified or observed at the site, and the properties listed on the regulatory 
databases would riot result in a significant adverse impact to the project site. Although no 
public safety hazards were identified, the City of San Diego would be required to 
implement a County approved health and safety work plan addressing the handling and 
removal of hazardous materials should any potentially hazardous materials be 
encountered during grading activities. A standard work plan would be incorporated into 
the Specifications and Contract Documents which address Compliance with the County 
(DEH) Hazardous Materials permitting requirements. The approved health and safety 
plan would reduce potentially significant impacts for the identified (near term) and future 
(long term) projects to below a level of significance; therefore, no mitigation is required. 

HYDROLOGY 

Because of the previously known on~site flood conditions, a Preliminary Drainage Study 
was prepared by Nasland Engineering (October 2007) to determine the amount of storm 
runoff generated by the proposed improvements in comparison with the amount of runoff 
generated by the previously developed site. According to the Drainage Study, the existing 
and proposed stonn runoff from the project site would discharge into Auburn near the 
southwest corner of the project site. In a site specific basin analysis, a comparison of 
composite storm water runoff for the existing and proposed conditions is provided for a 
100-year storm event. The report concluded that due to the reduction of impervious 
surfaces on the proposed park site, there would be a decrease of0.55cfs in the peak runoff 
discharge in a potential 1 00-year storn1 event, based on the 1 00-year intensity factor of 
3.0 in/hr, for the .93-acre site. The existing Ql 00 was calculated to be 1.95cfs, while the 
proposed QlOO was calculated to be 1.40cfs, and as such would not result in an impact to 
the existing hydrologic basin and drainage systems. 

WATER QUALITY 

1. Best Management Practices (BMPs) are required during construction activities which 
would include (but is not limited to) features such as storm drain inlet protection, catch 
basin inlet protection, stabilized construction entrance/exit areas, and silt fencing. 
Stonn drain inlet protection consisting of gravel bags and filter fabric such as 
polyethylene or polypropylene would be placed around curb inlets. Catch basin inlet 
protection would be specified in paved areas by using filter fabric over catch basin 
grates. Specifications for stabilized construction entrance/exit areas would be provided 
to minimize transport of sediment off-site. Silt fences and fiber rolls would be specified 
to minimize surface transport of sediments. The construction contractor would be 
required to prepare and use a Sewer Spill Prevention and Response Plan. In addition, 
the applicant is required to provide post-construction BMP's due to proximity to Auburn 
Creek. The project as designed would include a vegetated swale planted with lawn 
adjacent to the creek which would act as a filter for run-off :from park irrigation and 
stonn flow. The project will not contribute additional pollutants into the creek by . 
eliminating the use of: specific Diazanon insecticides, fertilizers with concentrations of 
copper and zinc, and lead based paint. Other specific measures have been identified and 
incorporated into the California Regional Quality Control Board Application for Clean 
Water Act 401 Water Quality Certification, dated May 6, 2008. Implementation of 
BMP's as stated in the contract documents in accordance with the City's Stormwater 
Regulations would reduce water quality impacts to a below level of significance. 
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BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES 

The project site was surveyed by a Biologist from Affinis Environmental Services in May 
and June 2007. Based on the results of the biological survey, the project site does not 
support any native habitat(s) and is entirely disturbed. Largely barren, the site supports 
only a spotty growth of weedy species and a few mature ornamental trees remaining from 
the previous residential development. The cobble-bottom Auburn Creek (considered an 
ephemeral stream) is largely devoid of vegetation, with the exception of a stand of giant 
reed (Arundo donax) and non-native species such as ornamental nasturtium and iceplant 
along portions of the creek banlc. Based on these observations, it was determined that the 
segment of Auburn Creek within the property is considered a ACOE jurisdictional Waters 
of the U.S., but is not considered a wetlands as defined by the CDFG or the City of San 
Diego and therefore not subject to the Environmentally Sensitive Lands Regulation of the 

. Land Development Code. The ordinary high water line occurs between the channel 
bottom and the top of the channel banks. However, both the CDFG and City claim 
jurisdiction from the top ofbank to the top ofbank. Therefore, in terms of project 
constraints, the project may not encroach past the present top of each bank without 
requiring a CDFG Section 1602 Streambed Alteration Agreement. Any action that would 
result in placement of fill or removal of material dredged below the ordinary high water 
line would require a Section404 Clean Water permit from the ACOE. 

The City's Biology Guidelines require an analysis of project alternatives that 
fully/substantially avoid wetland impacts and require that a sufficient buffer be 
maintained to protect resource function and values. The 100-foot buffer standard only 
applies within the coastal zone, and the proposed project site does not lie within the 
coastal zone. Presently, there is no existing buffer between the vacant site and the top of 
channel. The proposed plans for the park development were designed to accommodate a 
20-foot buffer in accordance with the Chollas Creek Enhancement Plan. This buffer area 
would include plants selected from the palette identified in the Chollas Creek 
Enhancement Plan (CCEP) and include a decomposed granite walkway. 

With the exception of a stand of giant reed (Arundo donax) within the creek and non­
native species such as ornamental nasturtium and iceplant along portions of the creek 
bank, the project site does not support any native vegetation. These non-native species are 
oflow ecological value, with vegetation primarily composed of exotic species and 
channel bottoms composed of cobble and rubble. Therefore, no mitigation is required. 

No sensitive bird species Were observed nesting within the project area. However, 
several mature exotic trees remain on the site and could provide potential nesting habitat 
for raptors. Although these trees would not be removed, nesting birds may be present 
during construction. Therefore, compliance with the Migratory Bird Treaty Act 
(MBTA)/Section 3503 would preclude the potential for impacts to these bird species and 
no surveys for nesting birds would be required.

RECITALS 

A. Concurrent with execution of this L TRMC, the Parties entered into a general contract 
(Construction Contract) for the construction of Wightman Street Neighborhood Pari\: 
(Project), SAP No. (WBS/10/CC) S-00767, Bid No. K-16-1344-DBB-3. 

B. In accordance with the Construction Contract, the Contractor shall enter into this contract 
with the City for the purpose of implementing and fulfilling long-term revegetation 
maintenance and monitoring requirements in accordance with the City of San Diego · 
Municipal Code and the Contract Documents for the specified elopement(s) of Wightman 
Street Neighborhood Park (Maintenance Requirements). The performance of the terms of 
this L TRMC shall commence immediately upon completion of performance of the 
Construction Contract. 

C. The Contractor is ready and willing to fulfill its maintenance requirements in accordance with 
the terms ofthis LTRMC. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above recitals and the mutual covenants and 
conditions set forth herein, and for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and 
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby set forth their mutual 
covenants and understandings as follows: 

INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS

This LTRMC shall commence when the 
City approves of the Plant Establishment Period and sends notice of the approval to the 
Contractor in accordance with the Project's Agreement [Field Notification], and shall continue for 
60 months. A copy of the Field Notification shall be attached hereto as Exhibit B. 

1.4. Performance of Work. The Work shall be performed in accordance with the manufacturer's 
recommendations for each piece of equipment used in performance by the Contractor of this 
LTRMC. 

1.5. License. The ContrFtctor shall hold the following licenses in good standing: 

a) C-27 State Contractor's License. Alternatively, the Contractor shall retain the 
services of a Subcontractor with a C-27 State Contractor's License. 

b) Pest Control Advisor's License. Alternatively, the Contractor shall retain the services 
of a licensed Pest Control Advisor. 

c) Registration with the County Agriculture Commission. 

d) Qualified Applicator's Certificate for Category B. This shall apply to any person 
supervising the use of pesticides, herbicides, or rodenticides. 

e) City of San Diego Business License. 

Prior to performing the Work, the Contractor shall complete and submit to the City the 
License Data Sheet. See Exhibit C. 

1.6. Hours of Performance. The Contractor shall perform the Work between the hours of 7:30 
a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday (Working Hours). The City may, in its sole 
discretion, grant permission to Contractor to perform Work during non-Working Hours. 
Maintenance functions that generate excess noise, e.g., operations of power equipment which 
would cause annoyance to area residents, shall not begin before 7:00a.m. 

SECTION 2: ADMINISTRATION 

2.1 Contract Administrator. The Public Works Department, Architectual Engineering & Parks 
Division is the Contract Administrator for the LTRMC. The Contractor shall perform the 
Work under the direction of a designated representative of the Public Works Department. 
The City will communicate with the Contractor on all matters related to the administration of 
this LTRMC and the Contractor's performance of the Work rendered hereunder. When this 
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LTRMC refers to communications to or with City, those communications shall be with the 
City, unless the City or this LTRMC specifies otherwise. Further, when this LTRMC 
requires an act or approval by City, that act or approval will be performed by the City. 

2.2 Local Office. The Contractor shall maintain a local office with a competent company 
representative who can be reached during Normal Working Hours and who is authorized to 
discuss matters pertaining to this LTRMC with the City. A local office is one located in San 
Diego County that can be reached by telephone and facsimile. An answering service in 
conjunction with a company email address for the designated company representative would 
fulfill this requirement. A mobile telephone shall not fulfill the requirement for a local office. 
All calls to the Contractor from the City shall be retumed within a 1-hour period. 

2.3 Emergency Calls. The Contractor shall have the capability to receive and to respond 
immediately to calls of an emergency nature. The City shall refer emergency calls to 
Contractor for immediate disposition. The Contractor shall provide City with a 24 hour 
emergency telephone number for this purpose. 

2.4 Staffing. The Contractor shall fumish sufficient supervisory and working personnel capable 
of promptly accomplishing on schedule, and to the satisfaction of City, all Work required 
under this L TRMC. 

2.5 Contractor Inspections. The Contractor shall perform inspections of the Work site and 
prepare and submit to the City a Punchlist and dates of correction. The Punchlist shall 
include a comprehensive report of Work performed at the Work site to ensure 100% cover. 

PART 3: WORK SITE MAINTENANCE 

3.1 Use of Chemicals. The Contractor shall submit to City for approval sample labels and 
MSDS for all chemical herbicides, rodenticides and pesticides proposed for use under this 
L TRMC. Materials included shall be limited to chemicals approved by the State of Califomia 
Department of Agriculture. 

The use of any chemical shall be based on the recommendations of a licensed pest control 
advisor. Annual PCA Pesticide Recommendations are required for each pesticide proposed 
to be used for the Work site covered by this L TRMC. The use of chemicals shall conform to 
the current San Diego County Department of Agriculture regulations. 

No chemical herbicide, rodenticide, or pesticide shall be applied until its use is approved, in 
writing, by City as appropriate for the purpose and area proposed. 

The Contractor shall submit a monthly pesticide use report to City along with Contractor's 
invoices for payment. This report shall include a statement of all applications of herbicides, 
rodenticides, and pesticides, detailing the chemical used, undiluted quantity, rate of 
application, applicator's name, and the date and purpose of the application. For months in 
which no pesticides are applied, state "No Pesticide Used" on the report. 

3.2 Irrigation Water. The Contractor shall diligently practice water conservation, including 
minimizing run-off or other waste. The Contractor shall turn off irrigation systems, if any, 
during periods of rainfall and at such other times when suspension of irrigation is desirable to 
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conserve water and to remain within the guidelines of good horticultural landscape 
maintenance practices in accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist. The 
Contractor's failure to properly manage and conserve water may result in deductions from the 
monthly payment to be made to the Contractor under this L TRMC, or other penalties. 

If Contractor causes excessive use or waste of irrigation water, the estimated cost of that 
water shall be deducted from the monthly payment. Further, any monetary fines or other 
damages assessed to City for Contractor's failure to follow water conservation regulations 
imposed by the City, the Public Utilities Department of the City of San Diego, and where 
appropriate the State of California, the County Water Authority, or other legal entity shall be 
solely the responsibility of the Contractor, and may be deducted from the monthly payment to 
be made to the Contractor under this L TRMC. 

3.3 Payment for Water. The Contractor shall pay for the water used in the maintenance of the 
Work site and this cost is included in the price of this L TRMC. 

3.4 Satisfactory Progression. If the Revegetation Area is not progressing towards the required 
100% Cover, as defined in the Scope of Work, in accordance with the Work Schedule, as 
determined by City, City may adjust monthly payments to Contractor accordingly. 

SECTION 4: COMPENSATION 

4.1 Maximun1 (:;ompen~at~()n. The compensation for this L TRMC shall not exceed

4.2 Wage Rates. Refer to the Construction Contract for Prevailing wages requirements for this 
LTRMC. 

4.3 Method of Payment and Reports. The payments will be made monthly in direct proportion 
that each month bears to the total value of the Contract Price. As conditions precedent to 
payment, the Contractor shall submit every month a detailed invoice and report of 
maintenance work performed. The Contractor's failure to submit the required reports or 
certified payrolls as described in the Construction Contract shall constitute a basis for 
withholding of payment by the City. 

4.4 Final Payment. The Contractor shall not receive the final payment until the following 
conditions have been completed to the City's satisfaction: 

The item(s) of the work subject to this maintenance coverage as specified in Exhibit A 
(Maintenance Items) have been determined to be in compliance with the Construction 
Contract and this L TRMC. 

The Contractor has provided to the City a signed and notarized Affidavit of Disposal, a copy 
of which is attached to the Construction Contract, stating that all brush, trash, debris, and 
surplus materials resulting from the Work have been disposed of in a legal manner. 
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The Contractor has performed comprehensive and successful testing and checks of the 
Maintenance Items. 

SECTION 5: BONDS AND INSURANCE 

5.1 Contract Bonds. Prior to commencement of the Work, Contractor, at its sole cost and 
expense, shall provide to City the following bonds issued by a surety authorized to issue 
bonds in California and otherwise satisfactory to City: 

A Payment Bond (Material and Labor Bond) in an amount not less than the Contract Price, to 
satisfy claims of material suppliers and mechanics and laborers employed by it on the Work. 
The Payment Bond shall be maintained by the Contractor in full force and effect until the 
Work is accepted by City and until all claims for materials and labor are paid, and shall 
otherwise comply with the California Civil Code. 

A Performance Bond in an amount not less than the Contract Price to guarantee faithful 
performance of all Work, within the time prescribed, in a manner satisfactory to the City, and 
that all materials and workmanship will be free from original or developed defects. The 
Performance Bond shall remain in full force and effect until perfonnance of the Work is 
completed as set forth in this L TRMC. 

5.2 Insurance. At all times during the tenn of this L TRMC, the Contractor shall maintain insurance 
coverage as specified in the Construction Contract, Section 7-3, "LIABILITY INSURANCE." 

The Contractor shall not begin the Work under this LTRMC until it has complied with the 
following: 

a) Obtain insurance certificates reflecting evidence of insurance as specified in the 
Construction Contract, Section 7-3, "LIABILITY INSURANCE" for: 

1. Commercial General Liability 

2. Commercial Automobile Liability 

3. Worker's Compensation 

b) Confirm that all policies contain the specific provisions required in Section 7-3, 
"LIABILITY INSURANCE." 

The Contractor shall submit copies of any policy upon request by the City. 

The Contractor shall not modifY any policy or endorsement thereto which increases the City's 
exposure to loss for the duration of this L TRMC. 

SECTION 6: MISCELLANOUS 

6.1 Illness and Injury Prevention Program. The Contractor shall comply with all the mandates of 
Senate Bill 198 and specifically shall have a written Injury Prevention Program on file with 
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the City in accordance with all applicable standards, orders, or requirements of California 
Labor Code, Section6401.7. This Program shall be on file prior to performance of any Work. 

6.2 City Standard Provisions. This LTRMC is subject to the following standard provisions: 

1. WHITEBOOK, Section 7-13.3, Drug-Free Workplace (As adopted pursuant to City 
of San Diego Resolution No. R-277952 adopted on May 20, 1991 for a Drug-Free 
Workplace). 

2. WHITEBOOK, Section 7-13.2, Americans with Disabilities (As adopted pursuant to 
City of San Diego Resolution No. R-282153 adopted on June 14, 1993 related to the 
Americans with Disabilities Act. 

3. WHITEBOOK, Section7-13.4, Contractor Standards and Pledge of Compliance (As 
adopted pursuant to City of San Diego Municipal Code §22.3224 as amended 
11/24/08 by ordinance 0-19808 for Pledge of Compliance). 

4. WHITEBOOK, Section 7-13.7, Notice of Labor Compliance Program Approval 
(As adopted pursuant to the City of San Diego's Labor Compliance Program and the 
State of California Labor Code §§1771.5(b) and 1776 (Stats. 1978, Ch. 1249)). 

5. WHITEBOOK, Section, 7-13.8, Apprentices on Public Works (As adopted pursuant 
to Sections 1777.5, 1777.6, and 1777.7 of the State of California Labor Code 
concerning the employment of apprentices by contractors and subcontractors 
performing public works contracts. 

6. WHITEBOOK, Section 7-13.5, Equal Benefits (As adopted pursuant to the City's 
Equal Benefits Ordinance (EBO), Chapter 2, Article 2, Division 43 of The San Diego 
Municipal Code.

6.3 Taxpayer Identification Number. I.R.S. regulations require the City to have the correct 
name, address, and Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN) or Social Security Number (SSN) 
on file for businesses or persons who provide services or products to the City. This 
information is necessary to complete Form 1099 at the end of each tax year. As such, the 
Contractor shall provide the City with a Form W-9 upon execution of this LTRMC. 

6.4 Assignment. The Contractor shall not assign the obligations under this L TRMC, whether by 
express assigmnent or by sale of the company, nor any monies due or to become due, without 
City's prior written approval. Any assignment in violation of this Section shall constitute a 
Default and is grounds for immediate termination of this LTRMC, at the sole discretion of 
City. In no event shall any putative assignment create a contractual relationship between City 
and any putative assignee. 

6.5 Independent Contractors. The Contractor and any Subcontractors employed by Contractor 
shall be independent contractors and not agents of City. Any provisions of this L TRMC that 
may appear to give City any right to direct Contractor concerning the details of performing 
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the Work, or to exercise any control over such performance, shall mean only that Contractor 
shall follow the direction of City concerning the end results of the performance. 

6.6 Covenants and Conditions. All provisions ofthis LTRMC expressed as either covenants or 
conditions on the part of the City or the Contractor shall be deemed to be both covenants and 
conditions. 

6.7 Jurisdiction, Venue, and Attorney's Fees. The jurisdiction and venue for any suit or 
proceeding arising out of or concerning this L TRMC, the interpretation or application of any 
of its terms, or any related disputes shall be the County of San Diego, State of California. 

6.8 Successors in Interest. This L TRMC and all rights and obligations created by this L TRMC 
shall be in force and effect whether or not any Parties to this L TRMC have been succeeded 
by another entity, and all rights and obligations created by this LTRMC shall be vested and 
binding on any Party's successor in interest. 

6.9 Integration. This L TRMC and the exhibits, attachments, and references incorporated into 
this L TRMC fully express all understandings of the Parties concerning the matters covered in 
this LTRMC. No change, alteration, or modification of the terms or conditions of this 
L TRMC, and no verbal understanding of the Parties, their officers, agents, or employees shall 
be valid unless made in the fonn of a written change agreed to in writing by both Parties or an 
amendment to this L TRMC agreed to by both Parties. All prior negotiations and agreements 
are merged into this L TRMC. 

6.10 Counterparts. This LTRMC may be executed in counterparts, which when taken together 
shall constitute a single signed original as though all Parties had executed the same page. 

6.11 No Waiver. No failure of either the City or the Contractor to insist upon the strict 
performance by the other of any covenant, term or condition of this L TRMC, nor any failure 
to exercise any right or remedy consequent upon a breach of any covenant, term, or condition 
of this L TRMC, shall constitute a waiver of any such breach or of such covenant, term or 
condition. No waiver of any breach shall affect or alter this L TRMC, and each and every 
covenant, condition, and term hereof shall continue in full force and effect to any existing or 
subsequent breach. 

6.12 Severability. The unenforceability, invalidity, or illegality of any provision of this LTRMC 
shall not render any other provision of this L TRMC unenforceable, invalid, or illegal.

The representative for each Party signing on behalf of a corporation, 
partnership, joint venture or governmental entity hereby declares that authority has been 
obtained to sign on behalf of the corporation, partnership, joint venture, or entity and agrees 
to hold the other Party or Parties hereto harmless if it is later determined that such authority 
does not exist.

SCOPE OF WORK 

~Q'J:E;Tp PM: . INSERT SPECIFICATION~ THAT APPLY TO THIS PROJECT 

I. Location of Work. The location of the Work to be performed (Revegetation Area) is shown 
on those Specifications and Drawings numbered 35040-01-D through 35040-29-D, 
inclusively (Specifications), which are incorporated into this contract by this reference as 
though fully set forth herein. 

II. Description of Work. The Contractor shall maintain and monitor the Revegetation Area 
during the Monitoring Program in accordance with this contract and the Specifications such 
that the Revegetation Area meets the success criteria specified in the Revegetation Plan at 
each of the milestones listed and on the last date of the Monitoring Program as set forth in the 
Work Schedule. The Work includes complete landscape maintenance consisting of irrigation, 
pruning, shaping and training of trees, shrubs, and ground cover plants; fertilization; weed 
control; control of all plant diseases and pests; and trash removal, and all other maintenance 
listed in this contract and as required to maintain the Revegetation Area in a useable 
condition and to maintain the plant material in a healthy and viable state. 

The work also includes biological monitoring of the Revegetation Area according to the 
schedule and methods specified in the Revegetation Plan. The monitoring work shall include 
all reporting tasks specified in the Revegetation plan. 

III. Method of Performing Work. 

A. Irrigation. Irrigation shall be applied to container and salvaged plants in accordance 
with instructions from the Project Biologist. Irrigation delivery techniques and 
schedules will vary depending on the availability of a sprinkler irrigation system and 
weather patterns. Failure of an existing irrigation system to provide full and proper 
irrigation shall not relieve Contractor of the responsibility to provide adequate 
irrigation with full and proper coverage of all areas subject to this LTRMC. 

1. In areas where an automatic sprinkler system is installed, Contractor shall 
periodically inspect the operation of the system for any malfunction. The 
maximum interval between inspections shall not exceed 7 days. The 
Contractor shall maintain all sprinkler systems in such a way as to guarantee 
proper coverage and full working capability, and shall make whatever 
adjustments may be necessary to prevent excessive run-off into streets, 
rights-of-way, or other areas not meant to be irrigated. The cost of wasted 
water may be charged to Contractor. 

2. All areas not adequately covered by a sprinkler system shall be irrigated by a 
portable irrigation method in accordance with instructions from the Project 
Biologist. The Contractor shall furnish all hoses, nozzles, sprinklers, etc. 
necessary to accomplish this supplementary irrigation. The Contractor shall 
exercise due diligence to prevent water waste, erosion, and detrimental 
seepage into existing underground improvements and to existing structures. 
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3. Irrigation shall be accomplished as follows: 

a) Turf (if any) shall be irrigated Monday through Friday, as required, 
to maintain acceptable growth, viability and health, and to encourage 
deep rooting, in accordance with instructions from the Project 
Biologist. Additional irrigation shall be performed in the event of 
unusually hot/dry weather conditions (as are present during Santa 
Ana conditions, or other times of low humidity or high winds, or 
during a prolonged high temperature period during summer months) .. 

b) Landscaped improved banks and slopes (if any) shall be irrigated 
Monday through Friday as required to maintain acceptable growth, 
viability and health, and to encourage deep rooting, in accordance 
with instructions from the Project Biologist. 

c) Shrub beds (if any) shall be irrigated as required to maintain 
acceptable growth, viability and health, and to encourage deep 
rooting, in accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist. 
Shrub areas shall be irrigated at a rate which keeps surface runoff to 
a minimum. The irrigation rate shall be adjusted to the needs of 
shrub types, seasons and weather conditions. 

d) Planted and seeded areas shall be irrigated as required to maintain 
acceptable growth, viability and health, and to encourage deep 
rooting, in accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist. 
Planted and seeded areas shall be irrigated at a rate which keeps 
surface runoff to a minimum. The irrigation rate shall be adjusted to 
the needs of plant types, seasons and weather conditions. 

4. Maintenance of Irrigation System. The Contractor shall keep controller and 
valve boxes (if any) clear of soil and debris and shall maintain the irrigation 
system at no additional cost to City, including replacement, repair, 
adjustment, raising or lowering, straightening and any other operation 
required for the continued proper operation of the system from the "cold" 
side of the water meter throughout the Revegetation Area. The Contractor 
shall also be responsible for maintaining the painted surfaces of irrigation 
and lighting controller cabinets as well as the corresponding automatic 
irrigation battery numbers on the lids of the automatic control valve boxes (if 
any). The Contractor shall be responsible for light bulb replacements in 
controller cabinets as necessary. 

a) Repair or replacement includes: sprinkler system laterals (piping), 
sprinkler mains (pressure lines), vacuum breakers, sprinkler control 
valves, sprinkler controllers, sprinkler heads, sprinkler caps, 
sprinkler head risers, valve covers, boxes and lids (including 
electrical pull boxes and lids), valve sleeves and lids, quick coupler 
valves and hose bibs. Any replacement shall conform to the type and 
kind of existing system. Any deviation shall be approved in writing 
by City. 
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b) Contractor shall repair irrigation systems which are damaged or 
altered in any way, including by acts of God, vandalism, vehicular 
damage, or theft. 

5. Operation of Automatic Irrigation Controllers. Where the operation of 
automatic irrigation controllers is required as part of this LTRMC, Contractor 
shall: 

a) Not duplicate any coded City key furnished by City for access and 
operation ofthe controller; 

b) Surrender all keys furnished by City, promptly at the end of the term 
of this L TRMC, or at any time deemed necessary by City to prevent 
serious loss to City; 

c) protect the security of City's property by keeping controller cabinet 
and building doors locked at all times; and 

d) refrain from using premises behind locked doors for storage of 
materials, supplies, or tools except as approved by City. 

B. Pruning Shrubs and Ground Cover Plants. The Contractor shall prune all shrubs and 
ground cover plants growing in the Revegetation Area as required to: 

1) Maintain plant growth viability and health, and to encourage deep rooting, in 
accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist. 

2) Prevent encroachment of passage ways, walks, streets, or view of signs; and 

3) Prevent encroachment in any manner deemed objectionable by City. 

The Contractor shall remove dead or damaged limbs with sharp pruning tools, with 
no stubs remaining. The Contractor shall seal any pruning cut which exceeds 2" in 
diameter with an approved pruning paint when required by City. The Contractor 
shall perform pruning to permit plants to grow naturally in accordance with their 
normal growth characteristics except where box hedging is required by City. The 
Contractor shall not shear, hedge, or severely prune plants, unless authorized by City. 
The Contractor shall not use growth regulators. 

C. Tree Maintenance. Contractor shall maintain all trees and container plants in the 
revegetation area in accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist. The 
Contractor shall perform pruning to promote the best growth habits, appearance, and 
health of all trees and container plants, and to prevent encroachment which is in any 
manner deemed undesirable by City, in accordance with instructions from the Project 
Biologist. The Contractor is responsible for tree pruning that can be accomplished 
with a 12' pole saw by a worker standing on the ground. The Contractor shall not top 
trees. 

1) Potential Hazards. The Contractor shall notifY City within 24 hours of any 
tree that shows signs of root heaving or leaning, or is in any manner a 
potential safety hazard. The Contractor shall immediately reestablish trees 
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and shrubs that are uprooted due to storms, if possible. If trees or shrubs 
cannot be reestablished, Contractor shall remove them immediately 
(including roots) and fill the holes until replacement planting is complete. 

2) Replacement. The Contractor shall completely remove and replace trees lost 
due to Contractor's faulty maintenance or negligence, as determined by City. 
The Contractor shall replace trees in kind and size as determined by City. If 
there is a difference in value between the tree lost and the replacement tree, 
City will deduct the difference from payment to be made under this L TRMC. 
The City shall determine the value of the tree lost using the latest 
International Society of Arboriculture (I.S.A.) guidelines for value 
determination. 

3) Staking. The Contractor shall securely stake any newly planted trees and 
other trees needing support with 2 "lodge pole" type stakes placed on 
opposite sides of the tree outside the root ball and secured to the tree with at 
least two flexible rubber tree ties. The Contractor shall regularly inspect tree 
ties and stakes and reposition them as necessary to ensure against girdling 
and abrasion. 

D. Fertilization. Contractor shall fertilize the Revegetation Area as necessary in 
accordance with instructions from the Project Biologist to meet the success criteria 
specified in the Revegetation Plan at each of the milestones listed and on the last date 
of the Monitoring Program as set forth in the Work Schedule Prior to any 
fertilization, Contractor shall submit to City Material Safety Data Sheets and a 
schedule of application showing the site, date, and approximate time of fertilizer 
application (Fertilizer Schedule). The Fertilization Schedule, regardless of its 
intensity, timing, or the number of sites covered daily or weekly, shall not excuse 
Contractor from performing any other Work regularly required under this L TRMC. 
All fertilization shall first be approved by the Project Biologist. 

1) Contractor shall notify City at least 48 hours before beginning any 
fertilization. Fertilizer shall be delivered to the site only in the original 
unopened containers bearing the manufacturer's guaranteed analysis. 
Damaged packages shall not be accepted. The Contractor shall furnish City 
with duplicate signed, legible copies of all certificates and invoices for all 
fertilizer to be used for this L TRMC. The invoices shall state the grade, 
amount and quantity received. Both the copy to be retained by City and 
Contractor's copy shall be signed by City, on site, before any fertilizer may 
be used. 

2) Fertilizers, if necessary, shall be applied at the direction of the Project 
Biologist and according to manufacturer's product specifications. 

3) If deemed necessary by City to achieve required results, Contractor shall 
apply other materials as directed by City, including:

b) soil sulfur; 
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c) gypsum; or 

d) surfactant enzymes such as Sarvon or Naiad.
