Pursuant to the City of San Diego Municipal Code, I am pleased to nominate Rajah Walker for 
appointment to the City of San Diego's Commission on Gang Prevention and Intervention. Mr. 
Walker has the education, experience, and skills necessary to effectively advise the commission 
on its vision to develop a more strategic, coordinated, and collaborative effort between the City, 
law enforcement agencies, social service providers, and the general public with the objective of 
significantly curtailing gang involvement, and its negative impact, in the City of San Diego.

Mr. Walker has since 
left SDUSD to work with International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, where he acted as a 
mentor directing some of his former students to the industry to provide a path to self-sufficiency.
