The proposed budget will allocate $20.8 

million to fund the Pension Payment 

Stabilization Fund and $7.6 million to 

fully fund General Fund reserves at 

14.75%.  These measures will ensure that 

the city will have the resources needed 

during an economic downturn.

Issue 

The recent Fiscal Year 17 (FY17) 

budget proposed by Mayor Faulconer is 

a balanced budget that will keep San 

Diego going on the right track.  

The budget increases funding for roads 

189% since 2014. That’s over 200 miles 

of roads that will be completed if this 

budget is approved by the City Council. 

The budget will also fund an additional 

$6.4 million in new and replacement 

sidewalks and streetlights.  

It will also commit $5.8 million in 

increased spending for storm channel 

and drain cleanings. This is great news 

since District 7 is particularly 

susceptible to flooding during heavy 

rainstorms.  

The FY17 budget will also increase 

hours at a number of recreation centers 

and fund $2.5 million in park 

improvements.   

Traffic improvements in the Mission 

Valley area are also included. $1.4 

million will be invested in traffic signal 

optimization to ease congestion in the 

area as well as major improvements on

The Creek to Bay Cleanup was a great success with more than 6,000 volunteers who 

removed over 150,000 pounds of litter. Councilmember Sherman and staff were proud to be 

a part of the event. 

 

 

 

New sports field lighting is being 

installed at the Tierrasanta Sports 

Field which will help expand the 

hours of the facility and its 

capacity to serve the growth of 

the Tierrasanta Community. 

After seven years of residents 

waiting for this project, 

Councilmember Sherman was 

able to secure funds in the budget 

to make this plan a reality. 

The field is scheduled to be 

completed by late July and 

Councilmember Sherman will 

keep residents informed of its 

progress.
