SUMMARY 

Issue: Should the Hearing Officer approve a Coastal Development Permit and Site 
Development Permit to construct a new two-story, single family residence with an 
attached four-car garage and a detached accessory structure located on a vacant lot at 
8025 Calle Del Cielo in the La Jolla Community Planning Area? 

Staff Recommendations : 

1. ADOPT Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 421554 and ADOPT the Mitigation 
Monitoring and Reporting Program; and 

2. APPROVE Coastal Development Permit No. 1483589 and Site Development 
Permit No. 1483590. 

Community Planning Group Recommendation- On August 6, 2015, the La Jolla 
Community Planning Association voted 13-0-1 to recommend approval of the project with 
no suggested conditions (Attachment 1 0). 

La Jolla Shores Advisory Board - On September 15, 20 15, the La Jolla Shores Advisory 
Board voted 4-0-1 to recommend approval of this project with no suggested conditions 
(Attachment 11 ). 

Environmental Review - Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 421554 has been prepared 
for the project in accordance with State of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
Guidelines. A Mitigation, Monitoring and Reporting Program has been prepared and will 
be implemented to reduce, to Paleontological Resources to a level below significance. 



BACKGROUND 

The 0.66-acre site located at 8025 Calle del Cielo is currently vacant. The parcel is located on the 
east side of Calle Del Cielo approximately seven blocks from the Pacific Ocean. The 
surrounding properties are fully developed and form an established single family residential 
neighborhood. A previously existing single family residence on the site was demolished in April 
of2001, under previously approved Coastal Development Permit/Site Development Permit No. 
40-0668. That permit included the approval of a single family residence which was not 
constructed and expired in 2004. 

The 28,755-square-foot project site is located in the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores Planned 
District, Coastal Overlay Zone (non-appealable), Coastal Height Limitation Overlay Zone, 
approximately five blocks east of the First Public Roadway (Calle De La Plata) and within the La 
Jolla Community Planning Area. A Coastal Development Permit is required by the Land 
Development Code (Section 126.0702) for proposed construction on property within the Coastal 
Overlay Zone. A Site Development Permit is required by the Land Development Code (Section 
1510.0201) for major development within the La Jolla Shores Planned District. 

DISCUSSION 

The project proposes to construct a 6,840-square-foot, two-story single family residence with a 
basement, a 785-square-foot detached habitable accessory structure, pool, spa, retaining walls 
and an attached four-car garage. The project site has been fully disturbed by previous 
development and the site does not contain any form of environmentally sensitive resources. The 
proposed new residence will be constructed within the previously developed portion of the 
property. Based on a submitted survey of the existing development pattern, and bulk and scale 
comparisons in the vicinity, the proposed residence was found to be consistent with the 
development setbacks and height limit required by the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores Planned 
District Ordinance. 

The residence was designed to include stone clad and plaster exterior walls with copper fascia, 
custom wood windows and doors, flat and sloped roof elements, and heavy shingle roofing 
material. The project proposes 2,200 cubic yards of cut grading to a depth of approximately 12 
feet. The project will comply with the 30-foot height limit. The highest portions of the structure 
would be approximately 29 feet. All surface drainage run-off will be conveyed through an 
existing drain system to Calle Del Cielo. 

The project is not in or adjacent to any coastal public view, as identified within the La Jolla 
Community Plan and Local Coastal Land Use Plan (Attachment 9). Also, the project site is not 
located in an area identified for public access to the coastline. This project will be contained fully 
within the existing legal lot area, meeting the setbacks ofthe La Jolla Shores SF Zone. Based on 
the review of the plans and submitted material the proposed redevelopment of this property was 
found to be in conformance with the La Jolla Community Plan and Local Coastal Land Use Plan. 
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CONCLUSION 

Staff has reviewed the proposed project and determined that the project is consistent with the 
Land Development Code, La Jolla Community Plan and Local Coastal Program Land Use Plan. 
Staff has provided draft findings supporting Coastal Development Permit and Site Development 
Permit approval (Attachment 5). Staff recommends the Hearing Officer approve the project as 
proposed (Attachment 6). 

ALTERNATIVES 

1. Approve Coastal Development Permit No. 1483589 and Site Development Permit No. 
1483590, with modifications. 

2. Deny Coastal Development Permit No. 1483589 and Site Development Permit No. 
1483590, ifthe findings required to approve the project cannot be affirmed.

WHEREAS, Timothy Shirley, Trustee of Shirley Family Trust, Owner/Permittee, filed an application 
with the City of San Diego for a permit to construct a, two-story, single family residence with an attached 
garage and detached accessory structure (as described in and by reference to the approved Exhibits "A" 
and corresponding conditions of approval for the associated Permit Nos. 1483589 and 1483590), on 
portions of a 28,755 square-foot property; 

WHEREAS, the project site is located at 8025 Calle Del Cielo, in the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores 
Planned District, Coastal (non-appealable) Overlay Zone, Coastal Height Limitation Overlay Zone and 
within the La Jolla Community Plan area; 

WHEREAS, the site is legally described as; Lot 33, La Jolla Del Norte Unit No. 3, Map No. 4018; 

WHEREAS, on February 3, 2016, the Hearing Officer of the City of San Diego considered Coastal 
Development Permit No. 1483589 and Site Development Permit No. 1483590, pursuant to the Land 
Development Code of the City of San Diego; 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Hearing Officer of the City of San Diego as follows: 

That the Hearing Officer adopts the following written Findings, dated February 3, 2016. 

FINDINGS: 

Coastal Development Permit - Section 126.0708 

1. The proposed coastal development will not encroach upon any existing 
physical accessway that is legally used by the public or any proposed public accessway 
identified in a Local Coastal Program land use plan; and the proposed coastal development 
will enhance and protect public views to and along the ocean and other scenic coastal areas 
as specified in the Local Coastal Program land use plan. 

The proposed project is a 0.66-acre site that is currently vacant. The project proposes to construct 
a two-story, single family residence with a detached accessory structure. The residence will be 
located in approximately the same building foot print as a previous residence that was 
demolished. The project site is located approximately seven blocks from the coastline. The 
proposed project is contained within the existing legal lot and will not encroach upon any existing 
or proposed physical access to the coast. The project site is not located within the First Public 
Roadway (Calle De La Plata) and the ocean. There is no identified public access to the beach on 
or adjacent to the project site. There is no public view on or adjacent to the project site, as 
identified within the La Jolla Community Plan and Local Coastal Land Use Plan. The project 
meets all development standards, such as building setbacks, bulk and scale, and height limit 
required by the underlying zone. The proposed single family residence as proposed will not 
encroach upon any existing physical accessway that is legally used by the public or any proposed

public accessway identified in the La Jolla Local Coastal Program land use plan; and the 
proposed development will enhance and protect public views to and along the ocean and other 
scenic coastal areas as specified in the La Jolla Community Plan and Local Coastal Program Land 
Use Plan. 

2. The proposed coastal development will not adversely affect environmentally sensitive 
lands. 

The project site is currently vacant. The site had previously been developed with a single family 
residence that has since been demolished. The project site has been previously graded and does 
not contain environmentally sensitive resources on the property. The project proposes to construct 
a two-story, single family residence with an attached four-car garage and a detached assessor 
structure in approximately the same building foot print as a previously demolished residence. The 
site currently drains predominately towards the public street drainage facilities on Calle Del 
Cielo. The environmental review determined that this project may have a significant 
environmental effect on Paleontological Resources therefore the City prepared a Mitigated 
Negative Declaration (MND), in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA). The MND's Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) incorporates 
mitigation measures into the project for potential impacts to Paleontological Resources, to reduce 
the potential impacts to a level below significance. This project's grading plan proposes 2,200 
cubic yards of cut to a depth of approximately 12 feet located primarily within the building foot 
print. The proposed single family residence as proposed will not adversely affect Environmentally 
Sensitive Lands. 

3. The proposed coastal development is in conformity with the certified Local 
Coastal Program land use plan and complies with all regulations of the certified 
Implementation Program. 

The proposed single family residence with a detached assessor structure is located on a site 
designated for Very Low Density Residential (0-5 dulac) in the land use plan. Based on the 
review of the project plans along with a setback and bulk/scale survey of the surrounding 
development pattern, the project's design was found to be compatible to the existing development 
in the area and in compliance with all applicable development regulations of the SF- Zone of the 
La Jolla Shores Planned District and Coastal Overlay Zone. The project site is located 
approximately seven blocks from the coastline and does not contain or is not adjacent to any form 
of public view as identified within the La Jolla Community Plan and Local Coastal Land Use 
Plan. The project site is not located in an area identified as containing any form of public access 
to the beach. The project development will be contained fully with the existing legal lot area and 
will not negatively impact any identified public access. Based on the mentioned factors the 
proposed single family residence on this property was found to be in compliance with the City of 
San Diego adopted La Jolla Community Plan and the certified Local Coastal Program Land Use 
Plan

4. For every Coastal Development Permit issued for any coastal development 
between the nearest public road and the sea or the shoreline of any body of water located 
within the Coastal Overlay Zone the coastal development is in conformity with the public 
access and public recreation policies of Chapter 3 of the California Coastal Act. 

The project site is not located between the first public road and the sea or the shoreline of any 
body of water located within the Coastal Zone. The proposed residence will be fully within 
private property. There is no identified public access and public recreation area on or adjacent to 
the project site. This project development will not negatively impact the identified public access 
and the stated resources will not be impaired by the proposed single family development on this 
site. The proposed single family residence is accessed from the existing public street, and has 
adequate off street parking. The existing character and pedestrian design of the streets and public 
walkways will be improved or remain unaltered. The Project conforms to the public access and 
public recreation policies of Chapter 3 of the California Coastal Act. 

Site Development Permit - Municipal Code Section 126.0504 

1. The proposed development will not adversely affect the applicable land use 
plan. 

The proposed construction of a 6,840 square foot, two-story, single family residence with an 
attached four-car garage and a detached assessor structure will not adversely affect the La Jolla 
Community Plan. The proposed development has been found to be consistent with the La Jolla 
Community Plan's Low Density Residential land use designation (5-9 DUlAC), the La Jolla 
Community Plan and Local Coastal Land Use Plan, and the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores 
Planned District development regulations. Thus, this proposed single family residential 
development will not adversely affect the La Jolla Community land use plan. 

2. The proposed development will not be detrimental to the public health, 
safety, and welfare. 

The proposed construction of a 6,840 square foot, two-story, single family residence with an 
attached four-car garage and detached assessor structure has been designed to comply with all 
applicable development regulations, including those of the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores 
Planned District and the Coastal Overlay Zone. The environmental review determined that this 
project may have a significant environmental effect on Paleontological Resources and therefore 
the City prepared a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), in accordance with the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The MND's Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program 
(MMRP) incorporate mitigation measures into the project for potential impacts to Paleontological 
Resources to reduce the potential impacts to a level below significance. The environmental 
analysis did not find any significant impacts to public health and safety. The project will not have 
any impacts on the provision of essential public services. The project will not be detrimental to 
public health, safety and welfare. The permit contains specific conditions requiring compliance 
with the City's codes, policies, regulations and other regional, state, and federal regulations to 
prevent detrimental impacts to the health, safety and general welfare of persons residing and/or 
working in the area. Conditions of approval also require the review and approval of all 
construction plans to ensure the project complies with all regulations. The built project will be 
inspected by certified building and engineering inspectors to assure construction is in accordance 
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ATTACHMENT 5 

with the approved plans and with all regulations. Therefore the project will assure the continued 
health, safety and general welfare of persons residing or working in the area and will not be 
detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare. 

3. The proposed development will comply with the applicable regulations of the 
Land Development Code. 

The proposed construction of a 6,840-square-foot, two-story, single family residence with an 
attached four-car garage and detached assessor structure, will comply with the development 
regulations of the SF Zone of the La Jolla Shores Planned District, Coastal Overlay Zone and 
Local Coastal Program for the La Jolla Community Plan area. There is no requested variance or 
deviation to any applicable development regulation of the Land Development Code. City staff 
reviewed all development regulations including building setbacks, drainage, lot coverage, 
building mass, building height, driveway width, and storm water requirements, and the project 
will comply with all of the required development regulations. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, based on the findings hereinbefore adopted by the Hearing Officer, 
Coastal Development Permit No. 1483589 and Site Development Permit No. 1483590 are hereby 
GRANTED by the Hearing Officer to the referenced Owner/Permittee, in the form, exhibits, terms and 
conditions as set forth in Permit Nos. 1483589 and 1483590, a copy of which is attached hereto and 
made a part hereof.

This program 
identifies at a minimum: the department responsible for the monitoring, what is to be monitored, 
how the monitoring shall be accomplished, the monitoring and reporting schedule, and 
completion requirements. A record of the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program will be 
maintained at the offices of the Entitlements Division, 1222 First Avenue, Fifth Floor, San 
Diego, CA, 92101. All mitigation measures contained in the Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 
410585 shall be made conditions of COASTAL DEVELOPMENT PERMIT 1483589 and SITE 
DEVELOPMENT PERMIT 1483590 as may be further described below. 

A. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS -PART I Plan Check Phase (prior to permit

II. Prior to Start of Construction 

A. Verification ofRecords Search 

1. The PI shall provide verification to MMC that a site specific records 
search has been completed. Verification includes, but is not limited to a 
copy of a confirmation letter from San Diego Natural History Museum, 
other institution or, if the search was in-house, a letter of verification from 
the PI stating that the search was completed. 

2. The letter shall introduce any pertinent information concerning 
expectations and probabilities of discovery during trenching and/or 
grading activities. 

B. PI Shall Attend Precon Meetings 

1. Prior to beginning any work that requires monitoring; the Applicant shall 
arrange a Precon Meeting that shall include the PI, Construction Manager 
(CM) and/or Grading Contractor, Resident Engineer (RE), Building 
Inspector (BI), if appropriate, and MMC. The qualified paleontologist 
shall attend any grading/excavation related Precon Meetings to make 
comments and/or suggestions concerning the Paleontological Monitoring 
program with the Construction Manager and/or Grading Contractor. 

a. If the PI is unable to attend the Precon Meeting, the Applicant shall 
schedule a focused Precon Meeting with MMC, the PI, RE, CM or BI, 
if appropriate, prior to the start of any work that requires monitoring. 

2. Identify Areas to be Monitored 

Prior to the start of any work that requires monitoring, the PI shall submit 
a Paleontological Monitoring Exhibit (PME) based on the appropriate 
construction documents (reduced to llxl7) to MMC identifying the areas 
to be monitored including the delineation of grading/excavation limits. 
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The PME shall be based on the results of a site specific records search as 
well as information regarding existing known soil conditions (native or 
formation). 

3. When Monitoring Will Occur 

a. Prior to the start of any work, the PI shall also submit a construction 
schedule to MMC through the RE indicating when and where 
monitoring will occur. 

b. The PI may submit a detailed letter to MMC prior to the start of work 
or during construction requesting a modification to the monitoring 
program. This request shall be based on relevant information such as 
review of final construction documents which indicate conditions such 
as depth of excavation and/or site graded to bedrock, presence or 
absence of fossil resources, etc., which may reduce or increase the 
potential for resources to be present. 

III. During Construction 

A. Monitor Shall be Present During Grading/Excavation/Trenching 

1. The monitor shall be present full-time during 
grading/excavation/trenching activities as identified on the PME that could 
result in impacts to formations with high and moderate resource 
sensitivity. The Construction Manager is responsible for notifying the 
RE, PI, and MMC of changes to any construction activities such as in 
the case of a potential safety concern within the area being monitored. 
In certain circumstances OSHA safety requirements may necessitate 
modification of the PME. 

2. The PI may submit a detailed letter to MMC during construction

The CSVR's shall be faxed by the CM to theRE the first 
day of monitoring, the last day of monitoring, monthly (Notification of 
Monitoring Completion), and in the case of ANY discoveries. The RE 
shall forward copies to MMC. 
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B. Discovery Notification Process 

1. In the event of a discovery, the Paleontological Monitor shall direct the 

contractor to temporarily divert trenching activities in the area of 
discovery. and immediately notify the RE or BI, as appropriate. 

2. The Monitor shall immediately notify the PI (unless Monitor is the PI) of 
the discovery. 

3. The PI shall immediately notify MMC by phone of the discovery, and 
shall also submit written documentation to MMC within 24 hours by fax 

or email with photos of the resource in context, if possible. 

C. Determination of Significance 

1. The PI shall evaluate the significance of the resource. 

a. The PI shall immediately notify MMC by phone to discuss 
significance determination and shall also submit a letter to MMC 
indicating whether additional mitigation is required. The 

determination of significance for fossil discoveries shall be at the 

discretion of the PI. 

b. If the resource is significant, the PI shall submit a Paleontological 
Recovery Program (PRP) and obtain written approval from MMC. 

Impacts to significant resources must be mitigated before ground 
disturbing activities in the area of discovery will be allowed to resume. 

c. If resource is not significant (e.g., small pieces of broken common 

shell fragments or other scattered common fossils) the PI shall notify 
theRE, or BIas appropriate, that a non-significant discovery has been 

made. The Paleontologist shall continue to monitor the area without 
notification to MMC unless a significant resource is encountered. 

d. The PI shall submit a letter to MMC indicating that fossil resources 
will be collected, curated, and documented in the Final Monitoring 

Report. The letter shall also indicate that no further work is required. 

IV. Night and/or Weekend Work 

A. If night and/or weekend work is included in the contract 

1. When night and/or weekend work is included in the contract package, the 
extent and timing shall be presented and discussed at the precon meeting. 
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2. The following procedures shall be followed. 

a. No Discoveries 

In the event that no discoveries were encountered during night and/or 
weekend work, The PI shall record the information on the CSVR and 
submit to MMC via fax by 8AM on the next business day. 

b. Discoveries 

All discoveries shall be processed and documented using the existing 
procedures detailed in Sections III - During Construction. 

c. Potentially Significant Discoveries 

If the PI determines that a potentially significant discovery has been 
made, the procedures detailed under Section III - During Construction 
shall be followed. 

d. The PI shall immediately contact MMC, or by 8AM on the next 
business day to report and discuss the findings as indicated in Section 
III-B, unless other specific arrangements have been made. 

B. If night work becomes necessary during the course of construction 

1. The Construction Manager shall notify the RE, or BI, as appropriate, a 
minimum of 24 hours before the work is to begin. 

2. TheRE, or BI, as appropriate, shall notify MMC immediately. 

C. All other procedures described above shall apply, as appropriate. 

V. Post Construction 

A. Preparation and Submittal of Draft Monitoring Report 

1. The PI shall submit two copies of the Draft Monitoring Report (even if 
negative), prepared in accordance with the Paleontological Guidelines 
which describes the results, analysis, and conclusions of all phases of the 
Paleontological Monitoring Program (with appropriate graphics) to MMC 
for review and approval within 90 days following the completion of 
monitoring, 

a. For significant paleontological resources encountered during 
monitoring, the Paleontological Recovery Program shall be included in 
the Draft Monitoring Report. 
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b. Recording Sites with the San Diego Natural History Museum 

The PI shall be responsible for recording (on the appropriate forms) 
any significant or potentially significant fossil resources encountered 

during the Paleontological Monitoring Program in accordance with the 
City's Paleontological Guidelines, and submittal of such forms to the 

San Diego Natural History Museum with the Final Monitoring Report. 

2. MMC shall return the Draft Monitoring Report to the PI for revision or, 

for preparation of the Final Report. 

3. The PI shall submit revised Draft Monitoring Report to MMC for 
approval. 

4. MMC shall provide written verification to the PI of the approved report. 

5. MMC shall notify theRE or BI, as appropriate, of receipt of all Draft 

Monitoring Report submittals and approvals. 

B. Handling of Fossil Remains 

1. The PI shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains collected 

are cleaned and catalogued. 

2. The PI shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains are 

analyzed to identify function and chronology as they relate to the geologic 

history of the area; that faunal material is identified as to species; and that 
specialty studies are completed, as appropriate 

C. Curation of fossil remains: Deed of Gift and Acceptance Verification 

1. The PI shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains associated 

with the monitoring for this project are permanently curated with an 
appropriate institution. 

2. The PI shall include the Acceptance Verification from the curation 

institution in the Final Monitoring Report submitted to the RE or BI and 

MMC. 

D. Final Monitoring Report(s) 

1. The PI shall submit two copies ofthe Final Monitoring Report to MMC 

(even if negative), within 90 days after notification from MMC that the 

draft report has been approved.
