SUMMARY 

Issues: Should the Hearing Officer approve an application for the demolition of an existing 
four-unit apartment building and the construction of a 34-unit apartment building that 
includes three affordable units on a 0.361-acre site located at 2828-2834 Broadway in the 
Greater Golden Hill Community Plan area? 

Staff Recommendations: 

1. ADOPT Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 456328, and ADOPT the Mitigation 
Monitoring and Reporting Program; and 

2. APPROVE Site Development Permit No. 1601233. 

Community Planning Group Recommendation: On September 14, 2016, the Greater Golden 
Hill Planning Committee voted 10-2-1 to recommend approval of the project with the 
recommendation to include an interior stairway from the parking garage to the courtyard 
area for safety reasons (Attachment 10). 

Environmental Review: Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 456328 has been prepared for 
the project in accordance with State of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
Guidelines, which address potential impacts to Paleontological Resources. A Mitigation 
Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) would be implemented with this project, which 
shall reduce the potential impacts to below a level of significance. 

BACKGROUND 

The 0.361-acre site is located at 2828-2834 Broadway, in the GH-600 zone of the Golden Hill Planned 
District within the Greater Golden Hill Community Plan area, the Residential Tandem Parking 
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Overlay Zone, and the Transit Area Overlay Zone. The project site is also located in the Airport 
Influence Area Review Area 1 for the San Diego International Airport (SOJA) as depicted in the 
adopted 2014 Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan. The project is located in the 60-65 decibel (dB) 
Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL) as depicted in the 2014 ALUCP, and w ithin the Federal 
Aviation Administration Part 77 Notification area. 

The site is 189 feet above sea level (ASL) at southeastern corner of the property along Broadway and 
changes to 180 feet ASL at the southwestern corner of the property. In addition, the site slopes up 
from public right-of-way by 13 feet within the first 20 feet of the property, and then has a gradual 
slope upward toward the northern property line along the alley (approximately a 19-foot 
differential). The site is located above the 100-year fl oodpla in, and is not located w ithin or adjacent 
to the City's Multiple Habitat Planning Area and does not contain any Environmentally Sensitive 
Lands as defined in San Diego Municipal Code (SOM() Section 113.0103. 

The site located at 2834 Broadway was previously graded and developed with a four-unit apartment 
building with an attached garage structure containing five parking spaces, which were constructed in 
1950. The site located at 2828 Broadway was previously graded and developed with a single fami ly 
dwelling unit. On Apri l 17, 2015, this existing dwelling unit was demolished pursuant to Demolition 
Permit No. 1456566. Separate historical assessments were performed for both sites and 
determined that the properties and the associated structures would not be considered historically 
or architectura lly sign ificant in terms of architectural style, appearance, design, or construction 
associated with important persons or events in history. In addition, the properties do not meet local 
designation criteria as an individually significant resource under any adopted Historical Resources 
Board Criteria. 

The subject property is immediately surrounded by a multi-family development to the west and 
east, and both a single fam ily dwelling unit and multi-family development to the north and south. 
Land use designations for the areas adjacent to the site on the south and east are residential (h igh 
residential dens ity of 44-77 dwelling units per acre), and are zoned GH-600, a mult i-family residential 
zone. The land use designations for the properties immediately north are residential (medium-high 
residential density of 29-44 dwelling units per acre), and are zoned GH-1000. The land use 
designations for the properties immediately west are residential (medium-high residential density of 
29-44 dwelling units per acre), and are zoned GH-600. 

DISCUSSION 

Community Plan and Zone Updates: 

On December 1, 2016 (date of final passage), the City Council adopted an updated Greater Golden 
Hill Community Plan pursuant to Resolution No. R-310756, and a rezone of the properties within the 
community planning area to citywide zones pursuant to Ordinance No. 0-20757 N.S. However, the 
project application was deemed complete on August 10, 2015, and the project is ut ilizing t he Greater 
Golden Hill Community Plan and the Golden Hill Planned District regulations that were in effect at 
the time of the submittal. 
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Project Description: 

The project proposes the demolition of an existing four-unit apartment building and construction of 
a three story, 34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three affordable housing (very low 
income) apartment units and 31 market rate apartment units. The project conta ins 20 one-bedroom 
apartment units and 14 studio apartment units. The project would typically be required to provide 
34 parking space; however, site is located within a Transit Area Overlay Zone and qual ifies for a 0.25-
percent reduction for a total of 26 parking spaces in accordance with SDMC Section 
143.0740(f}(1 )fD). Though 26 parking spaces are required, the project provides for 30 parking spaces 
in a basement parking garage and two spaces within a covered parking area along the alley for a 
total of 32 parking spaces. 

The GH-600 zoning designation provides for residential deve lopment and allows for one unit per 
600 square feet of lot area. The Greater Golden Hill Community Plan allows high residential density 
of 44-77 dwelling units per acre. The proposed project site, occupying 0.361-acres, cou ld 
accommodate 26 dwelling units based on the underlying zone and 15-26 dwelling units based on 
the community plan. However, the project will reserve three dwelling units, or 11 percent of the pre­
bonus units, for very-low income households. Therefore, the project qualifies for a 35-percent 
density bonus, or 10 additional dwelling units (proposing six), and two incentives, in accordance with 
SDMC Chapter 14. Article 3, Division 7. 

Development of the project requires a Process Three Site Development Permit (SDP) for residential 
development of more than 12 units within the Golden Hill Planned District and for deviations to the 
base zone regulations (see Deviations section below). Deviations within the Golden Hill Planned 
District may be granted through a Process Three SDP in accordance with SDMC Section 
158.0206(a)(3). Because the project qualifies as an affordable housing project, the land use 
approva ls have been processed through the Affordable/In-Fill Housing and Sustainable Buildings 
Expedite Program. 

Project-Related Issues: 

Climate Action Plan (CAP) Consistency - A CAP Consistency Checklist was prepared by the applicant 
and the project was determined to be in conformance with the CAP. CAP Implementation Strategies, 
include a combination of roofing materials with solar reflection and thermal emittance. The project 
has been designed to have an energy budget that shows a 15-percent energy improvement to the 
Title 24, Part 6 Energy Budget. This energy demand reduction w ill be provided through a 
combination of on-site renewable energy generation (photovoltaic) and energy performance design 
elements. The project conserves water by using use low-flow fixtu res/appl iances and also 
accommodates for future installation of electric vehicle supply equipment in the parking garage to 
provide an electric vehicle charging station. 

Airport Land Use Compatibility - On September 15, 2016, the San Diego County Regional Airport 
Authority, serving as the Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC), voted 7-0-2 on a determination that 
the project is conditionally consistent with the 2014 SDIA-ALUCP, pursuant to Resolution No. 2016-
0013 (Attachment 6). The conditions outlined in the resolution have been included in the Permit 
(Attachment 8). 
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Development Incentive for Affordable Housing Density Bonus - The City allows for development 
incentives requested by the applicant, consistent with density bonus and as set forth in SDMC 
Section 143.0740. In accordance with SDMC Table 143-07B, the project would be allowed two 
incentives. The applicant is entitled to the concession or incentive, in the form of a deviation to the 
development regulations, unless the City makes a written finding of denial based on substantial 
evidence pursuant to SDMC Section 143.0740(c)(1) and Government Code Section 65915(d)(1 ). The 
applicant is requesting two affordable housing incentives, in the form of deviations, as follows: 

1. Front Yard Setback - A deviation from the SDMC Section 158.0301 (b)(2)(B) to reduce the 
required front yard setback to 17 feet for the southwestern portion of the building which is 
four stories ta ll, where a 24-foot setback is allowed at the fourth story pursuant to Table 158-
03(. 

2. Average Unit Size - A deviation from the SDMC Section 158.0301 (b)(5)(B) to reduce the 
average unit size to 585.7 square feet, where the regulations allows an average unit size to 
be no less than 700 square feet. 

The incentives have been reviewed relative to the proposed design of the project, the property 
configuration, the surrounding development, and the affordable housing density bonus regulations 
and guidelines. The project sha ll observe a minimum 17-foot front yard setback, consistent with the 
community plan and has been designed to address the physical environment, and would not 
adversely impact the public's health or safety. The incentives are consistent with the intent of the 
density bonus regulations. There is no substantial evidence pursuant to SDMC or the Government 
Code sections to deny the applicant's request for the incentive; therefore, staff recommends that the 
Planning Commission approve the incentive. 

Deviations - An applicant may request deviations from the applicable development regulations 
pursuant to a Process Three Site Development Permit within the Golden Hill Planned District 
provided that findings can be made and the deviation results in a more desirable project. The 
applicant requests two deviations. The following are the requested deviations with justif ications: 

1. Diagonal Plan Dimension: A deviation from SDMC Section 158.0301 (7) and Tab le 158-03G, to 
allow for a 114-foot 10-inch diagonal plan dimension, where the regulations allows a 
maximum 95-foot 8-inch diagonal plan dimension. 

justification: The topography and the basement parking garage limits the ability to reduce the 
diagonal plan dimension. The project design incorporates defined vertical and horizontal 
offsets and other architectural features which serve to reduce the appearance of the 
building facades. In addition, the front fa~ade along Broadway incorporates three separate 
building forms that reduces the bulk and scale of the structure, wh ich meets the intent of 
the regulations. 

2. Off-Setting Planes: A deviation from SDMC Section 158.0303(d) to reduce the number of off­
setting planes to allow for architectural separation along the fa~ade to comply with the 
intent of the regu lation, where the regulations allows at least three separate building planes 
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for each 50-foot length of building elevation facing a street. 

justification: The off-setting planes requirement ensures that building elements will be 
broken up and variations will create architectural interest. Due to the topographical 
constraints and impacts to the livability of the units, the project does not meet all of the 
minimum off-setting planes requirements. However, the project has met the intent of the 
regulations through a combination of massing changes, color diversity, and by having 
defined vertical and horizontal off-setting planes and other architectural elements that 
provide shadows along the building facades. 

Each of the requested deviations has been reviewed relative to the proposed design of the project, 
the property configuration, and the surrounding development. The deviations are appropriate and 
will result in a more desirable project that efficiently utilizes the site and achieves the revitalization 
of the existing parcel forthe creation of34 residential apartment units. Other than the requested 
deviations, the project meets all applicable regulations and policy documents, and is consistent with 
the recommended land use, design guidelines, and development standards in effect for this site per 
the SDMC. 

Community Planning Group - On September 14, 2016, the Greater Golden Hill Planning Committee 
recommended approval of the project with the recommendation to include an interior stairway 
from the parking garage to the courtyard area for safety reasons. An evaluation of the request 
determined the recommendation not feasible. The incorporation of an interior stairway would 
require the removal of one parking space within the parking garage. 

CONCLUSION: 

With the approval of the requested deviations, the proposed project meets all applicable regulations 
and policy documents, and staff finds the project consistent with the recommended land use, design 
guidelines, and development standards in effect for this site per the adopted Greater Golden Hill 
Community Plan, the Golden Hill Planned District regulations, the SDMC, and the General Plan. 

ALTERNATIVES 

1. ADOPT Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 456328, and ADOPT the Mitigation Monitoring 
and Reporting Program; and APPROVE Site Development Permit No. 1601233, with 
modifications. 

2. DO NOT ADOPT Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 456328, and DO NOT ADOPT the 
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program; and DENY Site Development Permit No. 
1601233, if the findings required to approve the project cannot be affirmed.

WHEREAS, the Board of the San Diego County Regional Airport 
Authority, acting in its capacity as the Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC) for 
San Diego County, pursuant to §21670.3 of the California Public Utilities Code, 
was requested by the City of San Diego to determine the consistency of a 
proposed project: Construction of 34 Attached Residential Units at 2828-2834 
Broadway, City of San Diego, which is located within the Airport Influence Area 
(AIA) for the San Diego International Airport (SDIA) Airport Land Use 
Compatibility Plan (ALUCP), adopted and amended in 2014; and 

WHEREAS, the plans submitted to the ALUC for the proposed project 
indicate that it would involve the construction of 34 attached residential units; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed project would be located within the 60-65 
decibel (dB) Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL) noise contour; and the 
ALUCP identifies residential uses located within the 60-65 dB CNEL noise 
contour as compatible with airport uses, provided that the residences are sound 
attenuated to 45 dB CNEL interior noise level; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed project is located outside the SDIA Threshold 
Siting Surface (TSS) heightrestrictlons.andJ$ in compliance with the ALUCP 
airspace protection surfaces.because the project sponsor has certified that notice 
of construction is not required to the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA); and 

WHEREAS, the proposed project is located outside all Safety Zones; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed project is located within the overflight 
notification Area, and the ALUCP requires recordation of an overflight notification 
with the County Recorder for new residential land uses or other alternative 
method as approved by the ALUC; and

WHEREAS, the ALUC has considered the information provided by staff, 
including information in the staff report and other relevant material regarding the 
project; and 

WHEREAS, the ALUC has provided an opportunity for the City of San 
Diego and interested members of the public to present information regarding this 
matter, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the ALUC determines that 
· the proposed project: Construction of 34 Attached Residential Units at 2828-

2834 Broadway, City of San Diego, is conditionally consistent with the SDIA 
ALUCP, which was adopted in and amended in 2014, based upon the following 
facts and findings: 

(1) The proposed project involves the construction of 34 attached residential 
units. 

(2) The proposed project is located within the 60-65 dB CNEL noise contour. 
The ALUCP identifies residential uses located within the 60-65 dB CNEL 
noise contour as compatible with airport uses, provided that the residences 
are sound attenuated to 45 dB CNEL interior noise level. Therefore, as a 
condition of project approval, the residences must be sound attenuated to 45 
dB CNEL interior noise level. 

(3) The proposed project is located outside the TSS. The proposed project is in 
compliance with the ALUCP airspace protection surfaces because the project 
sponsor has certified that notice of construction is not required to the FAA 
because the project is located within an urbanized area, is substantially 
shielded by existing structures or natural terrain, and cannot reasonably have 
an adverse effect on air navigation. 

(4) The proposed project is located outside all Safety Zones. 

(5) The proposed project is located within the overflight notification area. The 
ALUCP requires recordation of an overflight notification with the County 
Recorder for new residential land uses or other alternative method as 
approved by the ALUC. Therefore, as a condition of project approval, an 
overflight notification shall be recorded with the County Recorder or other 
alternative method as approved by the ALUC. 

(6) Therefore, if the proposed project contains the above-required conditions, the 
proposed project would be consistent with the SDIA ALUCP.

WHEREAS, METROPOLITAN/SDPB BROADWAY, LLC, a California Limited Liability Company, Owner 
and Permittee, filed an application with the City of San Diego for a permit for the demolition of an 
existing four-unit apartment building and the construction of a 34-unit apartment building, which 
includes three affordable dwelling units (as described in and by reference to the approved Exhibits 
"A" and corresponding conditions of approval for the associated Permit No. 1601233), on portions of 
a 0.361-acre site; 

WHEREAS, the project site is located at 2828-2834 Broadway, in the GH-600 zone of the Golden Hill 
Planned District within the Greater Golden Hill Community Plan area, the Residential Tandem 
Parking Overlay Zone, the Transit Area Overlay Zone, and Council District 3. The project site is also 
located in the Airport Influence Area (AIA) Review Area 1 for the San Diego International Airport 
(SDIA) as depicted in the adopted 2014Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan (ALUCP). The project is 
located in the 60-65 decibel (dB) Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL) as depicted in the 2014 
ALUCP, and within the Federal Aviation Administration Part 77 Notification area; 

WHEREAS, the project site is legally described as Lots 33, 34, 35, 36 and the west one-half of Lot 37, 
in Block 64, of E.W. Morse's Subdivision of Pueblo Lot 1150, in the City of San Diego, County of San 
Diego, State of California, according to Map No. 547, filed in the Office of the County Recorder of San 
Diego County, December 30, 1871; 

WHEREAS, on April 19, 2017, the Hearing Officer of the City of San Diego considered Site 
Development Permit No. 1601233 pursuant to the Land Development Code of the City of San Diego; 
NOW, THEREFORE, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Hearing Officer of the City of San Diego as follows: 

That the Hearing Officer adopts the following written Findings, dated April 19, 2017. 

FINDINGS: 

I. Site Development Permit - Section §126.0504 

A. Findings for all Site Development Permits 

1. The proposed development will not adversely affect the applicable land use 
plan. 

The 0.361-acre site is located at 2828-2834 Broadway, in the GH-600 zone of the Golden 
Hill Planned District within the Greater Golden Hill Community Plan area. The project 
proposes the demolition of an existing four unit apartment building and construction of 
a three story, 34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three affordable housing 
(very low income) apartment units and 31 market rate apartment units. The project will

contain 20, one-bedroom apartment units and 14 studio apartment units, and provide 
30 parking spaces in a basement parking garage and two spaces within a cover parking 
area along the alley. The zoning designation provides for residential development and 
allows for one unit per 600 square feet of Jot area. The Greater Golden Hill Community 
Plan allows high residential density of 44-77 dwelling units per acre. The proposed 
project site, occupying 0.361-acres, could accommodate 26 dwelling units based on the 
underlying zone and 15-26 dwelling units based on the community plan. However, the 
project will reserve three dwelling units, or 11 percent of the pre-bonus units, for very­
low income households. Therefore, the project qualifies for a 35-percent density bonus, 
or 10 additional dwelling units (proposing six), and two incentives, in accordance with 
San Diego Municipal Code (SDMC) Chapter 14, Article 3, Division 7. 

The project includes concessions or incentives, in the form of deviations to the 
development regulations for the front yard setback and average unit size. Two 
deviations are requested as part of the development proposal that relate to diagonal 
plan dimension and off-setting planes. As proposed, the project would incorporate 
varying fa~ade offsets, a combination of massing changes, color diversity, and by having 
defined vertical and horizontal off-setting planes and other architectural elements that 
provide shadows along the building facades. Notwithstanding these deviations, the 
project as proposed would be consistent with the policies of Greater Golden Hill 
Community Plan and the General Plan, and therefore would not adversely impact the 
applicable land use plans. 

2. The proposed development will not be detrimental to the public health, 
safety, and welfare. 

The project proposes the demolition of an existing four-unit apartment building and 
construction of a three story, 34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three 
affordable housing (very low income) apartment units and 31 market rate apartment 
units. The project will contain 20, one-bedroom apartment units and 14 studio 
apartment units, and provide 30 parking spaces in a basement parking garage and two 
spaces within a cover parking area along the alley. 

Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) No. 456328 has been prepared for the project in 
accordance with State of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, which 
address potential impacts to Paleontological Resources. A Mitigation Monitoring and 
Reporting Program (MMRP) would be implemented with this project, which shall reduce 
the potential impacts to below a level of significance. 

The project will be required to obtain building permits and a public improvement permit 
prior to the construction of the residential development. The building plans and public 
improvement plans will be reviewed, permitted, and inspected by the City for 
compliance with all applicable building, mechanical, electrical, fire code, and 
development regulations. The permit for the project includes various conditions and 
referenced exhibits of approval relevant to achieving project compliance with the 
applicable regulations of the SDMC in effect for this project. Such conditions are 
necessary to avoid adverse impacts upon the health, safety and general welfare of

persons residing or working in the surrounding area. The project will comply with the 
development conditions in effect for the subject property as described in Site 
Development Permit No. 1601233, and other regulations and guidelines pertaining to 
the subject property per the SDMC. Therefore, the proposed development will not be 
detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare. 

3. The proposed development will comply with the applicable regulations of the 
Land Development Code, including any allowable deviations pursuant to the Land 
Development Code. 

The project proposes the demolition of an existing four-unit apartment building and 
construction of a three story, 34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three 
affordable housing (very low income) apartment units and 31 market rate apartment 
units. The project will contain 20, one-bedroom apartment units and 14 studio 
apartment units, and provide 30 parking spaces in a basement parking garage and two 
spaces within a cover parking area along the alley. 

The City allows for development incentives requested by the applicant, consistent with 
density bonus and as set forth in SDMC Section 143.0740. In accordance with SDMC 
Table 143-078, the project would be allowed two incentives. The applicant is entitled to 
the concession or incentive, in the form of a deviation to the development regulations, 
unless the City makes a written finding of denial based on substantial evidence pursuant 
to SDMC Section 143.0740(c)(1) and Government Code Section 65915(d)(1 ). The applicant 
is requesting two affordable housing incentives, in the form of deviations, as follows: 

1. Front Yard Setback-A deviation from the SDMC Section 158.0301 (b)(2)(B) to 
reduce the required front yard setback to 17 feet for the southwestern portion of the 
building which is four stories tall, where a 24-foot setback is allowed at the fourth 
story pursuant to Table 158-03(. 

2. Average Unit Size - A deviation from the SDMC Section 158.0301 (b)(5)(B) to 
reduce the average unit size to 585.7 square feet. where the regulations allows an 
average unit size to be no less than 700 square feet. 

The incentives have been reviewed relative to the proposed design of the project, the 
property configuration, the surrounding development, and the affordable housing 
density bonus regulations and guidelines. The project shall observe a minimum 17-foot 
front yard setback, is consistent with the community plan and has peen designed to 
address the physical environment, and would not adversely impact the public's health or 
safety. The incentives are consistent with the intent of the density bonus regulations. 
There is no substantial evidence pursuant to SDMC or the Government Code sections to 
deny the applicant's request for the incentive; therefore, staff recommends that the 
Planning Commission approve the incentive. 

An applicant may request deviations from the applicable development regulations

justification: The off-setting planes requirement ensures that building elements will 
be broken up and variations will create architectural interest.

However, the project 
has met the intent of the regulations through a combination of massing changes, 
color diversity, and by having defined vertical and horizontal off-setting planes and 
other architectural elements that provide shadows along the building facades. 

Each of the requested deviations has been reviewed relative to the proposed design of 
the project, the property configuration, and the surrounding development. The 
deviations are appropriate and will result in a more desirable project that efficiently 
utilizes the site and achieves the revitalization of the existing parcel for the creation of 34 
residential apartment units. Other than the requested deviations, the project meets all 
applicable regulations and policy documents, and is consistent with the recommended 
land use, design guidelines, and development standards in effect for this site per the 
Land Development Code (LDC).

1. The proposed project design meets the general purpose and intent of the Golden 
Hill Planned District Ordinance and will be compatible with the goals and objective of

The proposed project site, occupying 0.361-acres, 
could accommodate 26 dwelling units based on the underlying zone and 15-26 dwelling 
units based on the community plan. However, the project will reserve three dwelling units, 
or 11 percent of the pre-bonus units, for very-low income households. Therefore, the project 
qualifies for a 35-percent density bonus, or 10 additional dwelling units (proposing six), and 
two incentives, in accordance with San Diego Municipal Code (SDMC) Chapter 14, Article 3, 
Division 7. 

The project includes concessions or incentives, in the form of deviations to the development 
regulations for the front yard setback and average unit size. Two deviations are requested as 
part of the development proposal that relate to diagonal plan dimension and off-setting 
planes. As proposed, the project would incorporate varying fa~ade offsets, a combination of 
massing changes, color diversity, and by having defined vertical and horizontal off-setting 
planes and other architectural elements that provide shadows along the building facades. 
Notwithstanding these deviations, the project as proposed would be consistent with the 
policies of Golden Hill Planned District Ordinance, the Greater Golden Hill Community Plan 
and the General Plan, and therefore, the proposed development meets the general purpose 
and intent of the Golden Hill Planned District Ordinance. 

2. The proposed development will be compatible with existing and planned land 
uses on adjoining properties, will not constitute a disruptive element to the 
neighborhood or community, and will create architectural harmony with 
the preferred character of the neighborhood and surrounding community. 

The 0.361-acre site is located at 2828-2834 Broadway, in the GH-600 zone of the Golden Hill 
Planned District within the Greater Golden Hill Community Plan area. The project proposes 
the demolition of an existing four-unit apartment building and construction of a three story, 
34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three affordable housing (very low income) 
apartment units and 31 market rate apartment units. 

The zoning designation provides for residential development and allows for one unit per 600 
square feet of lot area. The Greater Golden Hill Community Plan allows high residential 
density of 44-77 dwelling units per acre. The proposed project site, occupying 0.361-acres, 
could accommodate 26 dwelling units based on the underlying zone and 15-26 dwelling 
units based on the community plan. However, the project will reserve three dwelling units, 
or 11 percent of the pre-bonus units, for very-low income households. Therefore, the project 
qualifies for a 35-percent density bonus, or 10 additional dwelling units (proposing six), and 
two incentives, in accordance with SDMC Chapter 14, Article 3, Division 7. 
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The subject property is immediately surrounded by a multi-family development to the west 
and east, and both a single family dwelling unit and multi-family development to the north 
and south. Land use designations for the areas adjacent to the site on the south and east 
are residential (high residential density of 44-77 dwelling units per acre), and are zoned GH-
600, a multi-family residential zone. The land use designations for the properties 
immediately north are residential (medium-high residential density of 29-44 dwelling units 
per acre), and are zoned GH-1000. The land use designations for the properties immediately 
west are residential (medium-high residential density of 29-44 dwelling units per acre), and 
are zoned GH-600. As proposed, the project would incorporate varying fa~ade offsets, a 
combination of massing changes, color diversity, and by having defined vertical and 
horizontal off-setting planes and other architectural elements that provide shadows along 
the building facades. Therefore, the proposed development has been designed to be 
compatible with existing and planned land uses on adjoining properties and to be in 
architectural harmony with the preferred character of the neighborhood and surrounding 
community. It will not constitute a disruptive element to the neighborhood or community. 

3. The proposed development, because of conditions that have been applied to it, 
will not be detrimental to the health, safety and general welfare of persons residing or 
working in the area, and will not adversely affect other property in the vicinity. 

The project proposes the demolition of an existing four-unit apartment building and 
construction of a three story, 34-unit apartment building. The project proposes three 
affordable housing (very low income) apartment units and 31 market rate apartment units. 
The project will contain 20, one-bedroom apartment units and 14 studio apartment units, 
and provide 30 parking spaces in a basement parking garage and two spaces within a cover 
parking area along the alley. 

MND No. 456328 has been prepared for the project in accordance with CEQA Guidelines, 
which address potential impacts to Paleontological Resources. A MMRP would be 
implemented with this project, which shall reduce the potential impacts to below a level of 
significance.

The project will comply with the development conditions in effect for the subject property as 
described in Site Development Permit No. 1601233, and other regulations and guidelines 
pertaining to the subject property per the SDMC. Therefore, the proposed development will 
not be detrimental to the public health, safety, and welfare of persons residing or working in 
the area, and would not adversely affect other property in the vicinity.

STANDARD REQUIREMENTS: 

1. This permit must be utilized within thirty-six (36) months after the date on which all rights of 
appeal have expired. If this permit is not utilized in accordance with Chapter 12, Article 6, Division 1 
of the SDMC within the 36 month period, this permit shall be void unless an Extension of Time has 
been granted. Any such Extension of Time must meet all SDMC requirements and applicable 
guidelines in effect at the time the extension is considered by the appropriate decision maker. This 
permit must be utilized by May 3, 2020. 

2. No permit for the construction, occupancy, or operation of any facility or improvement 
described herein shall be granted, nor shall any activity authorized by this Permit be conducted on 
the premises until: 

a. The Owner/Permittee signs and returns the Permit to the Development Services 
Department; and 
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b. The Permit is recorded in the Office of the San Diego County Recorder. 

3. While this Permit is in effect, the subject property shall be used only for the purposes and 
under the terms and conditions set forth in this Permit unless otherwise authorized by the 
appropriate City decision maker. 

4. This Permit is a covenant running with the subject property and all of the requirements and 
conditions of this Permit and related documents shall be binding upon the Owner/Permittee and 
any successor(s) in interest. 

5. The continued use of this Permit shall be subject to the regulations of this and any other 
applicable governmental agency. 

6. Issuance of this Permit by the City of San Diego does not authorize the Owner/Permittee for 
this Permit to violate any Federal, State or City laws, ordinances, regulations or policies including, but 
not limited to, the Endangered Species Act of 1973 [ESA] and any amendments thereto (16 U.S.C. § 

1531 et seq.). 

7. The Owner/Permittee shall secure all necessary building permits. The Owner/Permittee is 
informed that to secure these permits, substantial building modifications and site improvements 
may be required to comply with applicable building, fire, mechanical, and plumbing codes, and State 
and Federal disability access laws. 

8. Construction plans shall be in substantial conformity to Exhibit "A." Changes, modifications, or 
alterations to the construction plans are prohibited unless appropriate application(s) or 
amendment(s) to this Permit have been granted. 

9. All of the conditions contained in this Permit have been considered and were determined-
necessary to make the findings required for approval of this Permit. The Permit holder is required 
to comply with each and every condition in order to maintain the entitlements that are granted by 
this Permit. 

If any condition of this Permit, on a legal challenge by the Owner/Permittee of this Permit, is found 
or held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable, or unreasonable, this 
Permit shall be void. However, in such an event, the Owner/Permittee shall have the right, by paying 
applicable processing fees, to bring a request for a new permit without the "invalid" conditions(s) 
back to the discretionary body which approved the Permit for a determination by that body as to 
whether all of the findings necessary for the issuance of the proposed permit can still be made in 
the absence of the "invalid" condition(s). Such hearing shall be a hearing de novo, and the 
discretionary body shall have the absolute right to approve, disapprove, or modify the proposed 
permit and the condltion(s) contained therein. 

10. The Owner/Permittee shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City, its agents, officers, 
and employees from any and all claims, actions, proceedings, damages, judgments, or costs, 
including attorney's fees, against the City or its agents, officers, or employees, relating to the 
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issuance of this permit including, but not limited to, any action to attack, set aside, void, challenge, 
or annul this development approval and any environmental document or decision. The City will 
promptly notify Owner/Permittee of any claim, action, or proceeding and, if the City should fail to 
cooperate fully in the defense, the Owner/Permittee shall not thereafter be responsible to defend, 
indemnify, and hold harmless the City or its agents, officers, and employees.

Fee based upon San Diego Municipal Code Section 142.1303(f) because the Owner/Permittee 
is receiving specific regulatory incentives and/or concessions from a public agency that result 
in identifiable, financially sufficient, and actual project cost reductions, including but not 
limited to expedited permit processing provided through the Affordable/In-Fill Housing and 
Sustainable Buildings Expedite Program and/or the approval of a deviation, waiver or 
reduction of development standards or regulations ("development incentives") and because 
the Owner/Permittee is voluntarily restricting rental units in exchange for such development 
incentives, as provided for within Part IV of the Procedures Manual; or 

b. Provide evidence to the San Diego Housing Commission, in the form of executed 
Exemption Agreements and Public Entity Agreements, as referenced with Part IV of the 
lnclusionary Affordable Housing Implementation & Monitoring Procedures Manual 
("Procedures Manual") approved by the City Council of the City of San Diego, demonstrating 
that the Owner/Permittee is exempt from the payment of the lnclusionary Affordable Housing 
Fee based upon San Diego Municipal Code Section 142.1303(g) because the Owner/Permittee 
is voluntarily pursuing and receiving tax credits, multifamily housing bonds, below market 
interest rate government agency loans, and/or grants to facilitate the construction of the 
development. 

AIRPORT REQUIREMENTS: 

17. Prior to the issuance of any building permits, the Owner/Permittee shall assure that all 
structures shall be sound attenuated to 45 decibel (dB) Community Noise Equivalent Level interior 
noise level. 

GEOLOGY REQUIREMENTS: 

18. The Owner/Permittee shall submit a geotechnical investigation report or update letter that 
specifically addresses the proposed construction plans. The geotechnical investigation report or 
update letter shall be reviewed for adequacy by the Geology Section of the Development Services 
Department prior to issuance of any construction permits. 

19. The Owner/Permittee shall submit an as-graded geotechnical report prepared in accordance 
with the City's "Guidelines for Geotechnical Reports" following completion of the grading. The as-
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graded geotechnical report shall be reviewed for adequacy by the Geology Section of the 
Development Services Department prior to exoneration of the bond and grading permit close-out. 

ENGINEERING REQUIREMENTS: 

20. The project proposes to export 6,300 cubic yards of material from the project site. All 
excavated material listed to be exported, shall be exported to a legal disposal site in accordance with 
the Standard Specifications for Public Works Construction (the "Green Book"), 2015 edition and 
Regional Supplement Amendments adopted by Regional Standards Committee. 

21. The drainage system proposed for this development, as shown on the site plan, is private and 
subject to approval by the City Engineer. 

22. Prior to the issuance of any building permits, the Qwner/Permittee shall assure, by permit and 
bond, to reconstruct the existing curb ramp at the.northeast corner of Broadway and the Alley, with 
current City Standard curb ramp Standard Drawing SDG-130 and SDG-132 with Detectable/Tactile 
Warning Tile, satisfactory to the City Engineer. 

23. Prior to the issuance of any building permits, the Qwner/Permittee shall assure, by permit and 
bond, to reconstruct the damaged portions of the sidewalk with current City Standard sidewalk, 
maintaining the existing sidewalk scoring pattern and preserving any contractor's stamp, adjacent 
to the site on Broadway, satisfactory to the City Engineer. 

24. Prior to the issuance of any construction permit, the Qwner/Permittee shall enter into a 
Maintenance Agreement for the ongoing permanent Best Management Practices (BMP) 
maintenance, satisfactory to the City Engineer. 

25. Prior to the issuance of any construction permit, the Qwner/Permittee shall incorporate any 
construction BMPs necessary to comply with Chapter 14, Article 2, Division 1 (Grading Regulations) 
of the SDMC, into the construction plans or specifications. 

26. Prior to the issuance of any construction permit, the applicant shall submit a Technical Report 
that will be subject to final review and approval by the City Engineer, based on the Storm Water 
Standards in effect at the time of the construction permit issuance. 

27. Prior to the issuance of any construction permit the Qwner/Permittee shall submit a Water 
Pollution Control Plan (WPCP). The WPCP shall be prepared in accordance with the guidelines in Part 
2 Construction BMP Standards Chapter 4 of the City's Storm Water Standards. 

LANDSCAPE REQUIREMENTS: 

28. Prior to issuance of any engineering permits for grading, the Qwner/Permittee shall submit 
complete construction documents for the revegetation and hydroseeding of all disturbed land in 
accordance with the City of San Diego Landscape Standards, Storm Water Design Manual, and to the 
satisfaction of the Development Services Department. All plans shall be in substantial conformance

to this permit (including Environmental conditions) and Exhibit "A," on file in the Office of the 
Development Services Department. 

29. Prior to issuance of any engineering permits for right-of-way improvements, the 
Owner/Permittee shall submit complete landscape construction documents for right-of-way 
improvements to the Development Services Department for approval. Improvement plans shall 
show, label, and dimension a 40 square-foot area around each tree which is unencumbered by 
utilities. Driveways, utilities, drains, water and sewer laterals shall be designed so as not to prohibit 
the placement of street trees. 

30. In the event that a foundation only permit is requested, the Owner/Permittee shall submit a 
site plan or staking layout plan identifying all landscape areas consistent with Exhibit "A," Landscape 
Development Plan, on file in the Office of the Development Services Department. These landscape 
areas shall be clearly identified with a distinct symbol, noted with dimensions and labeled as 
'landscaping area.' 

31. Prior to issuance of any construction permits for structures (including shell), the 
Owner/Permittee shall submit complete landscape and irrigation construction documents, which are 
consistent with the Landscape Standards, to the Development Services Department for approval. 
The construction documents shall be in substantial conformance with Exhibit "A," Landscape 
Development Plan, on file in the Development Services Department. Construction plans shall 
provide a 40-square foot area around each tree that is unencumbered by hardscape and utilities 
unless otherwise approved per SDMC 142.0403(b)(5). 

32. The Owner/Permittee shall be responsible for the maintenance of all landscape improvements 
shown on the approved plans, including in the right-of-way, unless long-term maintenance of said 
landscaping will be the responsibility of a Landscape Maintenance District or other approved entity. 
All required landscape shall be maintained consistent with the Landscape Standards in a disease, 
weed, and litter free condition at all times. Severe pruning or "topping" of trees is not permitted.

I. Prior to Permit Issuance 
A. Entitlements Plan Check 

1. Prior to issuance of any construction permits, including but not limited to, the first 
Grading Permit, Demolition Plans/Permits and Building Plans/Permits or a Notice to 
Proceed for Subdivisions, but prior to the first preconstruction meeting, whichever is 
applicable. the Assistant Deputy Director (ADD) Environmental designee shall verify 
that the requirements for Paleontological Monitoring have been noted on the 
appropriate construction documents. 

B. Letters of Qualification have been submitted to ADD 
1. The applicant shall submit a letter of verification to Mitigation Monitoring 

Coordination (MMC) identifying the Principal Investigator (Pl) for the project and the 
names of all persons involved in the paleontological monitoring program, as defined 
in the City of San Diego Paleontology Guidelines. 

2. MMC will provide a letter to the applicant confirming the qualifications of the Pl and 
all persons involved in the paleontological monitoring of the project. 

3. Prior to the start of work, the applicant shall obtain approval from MMC for any 
personnel changes associated with the monitoring program. 

II. Prior to Start of Construction 
A. Verification of Records Search 

1. The Pl shall provide verification to MMC that a site specific records search has been 
completed. Verification includes, but is not limited to a copy of a confirmation letter 
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from San Diego Natural History Museum, other institution or, ifthe search was in­
house, a letter of verification from the Pl stating that the search was completed. 

2. The letter shall introduce any pertinent information concerning expectations and 
probabilities of discovery during trenching and/or grading activities. 

B. Pl Shall Attend Precon Meetings 
1. Prior to beginning any work that requires monitoring; the Applicant shall arrange a 

Precon Meeting that shall include the Pl, Construction Manager (CM) and/or Grading 
Contractor, Resident Engineer (RE), Building Inspector (Bl), if appropriate, and MMC. 
The qualified paleontologist shall attend any grading/excavation related Precon 
Meetings to make comments and/or suggestions concerning the Paleontological 
Monitoring program with the Construction Manager and/or Grading Contractor. 
a. If the Pl is unable to attend the Precon Meeting, the Applicant shall schedule a 

focused Precon Meeting with MMC. the Pl, RE, CM or Bl, if appropriate, prior to 
the start of any work that requires monitoring. 

2. Identify Areas to be Monitored 
Prior to the start of any work that requires monitoring, the Pl shall submit a 
Paleontological Monitoring Exhibit (PME) based on the appropriate construction 
documents (reduced to 11x17) to MMC identifying the areas to be monitored 
including the delineation of grading/excavation limits. The PME shall be based on 
the results of a site specific records search as well as information regarding existing 
known soil conditions (native or formation). 

3. When Monitoring Will Occur 
a. Prior to the start of any work, the Pl shall also submit a construction schedule to 

MMC through the RE indicating when and where monitoring will occur. 
b. The Pl may submit a detailed letter to MMC prior to the start of work or during 

construction requesting a modification to the monitoring program. This request 
shall be based on relevant information such as review of final construction 
documents which indicate conditions such as depth of excavation and/or site 
graded to bedrock, presence or absence of fossil resources, etc., which may 
reduce or increase the potential for resources to be present. 

Ill. During Construction 
A Monitor Shall be Present During Grading/Excavation/Trenching 

1. The monitor shall be present full-time during grading/excavation/trenching activities 
as identified on the PME that could result in impacts to formations with high and 
moderate resource sensitivity. The Construction Manager is responsible for 
notifying the RE, Pl. and MMC of changes to any construction activities such as 
in the case of a potential safety concern within the area being monitored. In 
certain circumstances OSHA safety requirements may necessitate modification 
of the PME. 

2. The Pl may submit a detailed letter to MMC during construction requesting a 
modification to the monitoring program when a field condition such as trenching 
activities that do not encounter formational soils as previously assumed, and/or 
when unique/unusual fossils are encountered, which may reduce or increase the 
potential for resources to be present. 

3. The monitor shall document field activity via the Consultant Site Visit Record (CSVR). 
The CSVR's shall be faxed by the CM to the RE the first day of monitoring, the last day 
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of monitoring, monthly (Notification of Monitoring Completion), and in the case of 
ANY discoveries. The RE shall forward copies to MMC. 

B. Discovery Notification Process 
1. In the event of a discovery, the Paleontological Monitor shall direct the contractor to 

temporarily divert trenching activities in the area of discovery and immediately notify 
the RE or Bl, as appropriate. 

2. The Monitor shall immediately notify the Pl (unless Monitor is the Pl) of the 
discovery. 

3. The Pl shall immediately notify MMC by phone of the discovery, and shall also submit 
written documentation to MMC within 24 hours by fax or email with photos of the 
resource in context, if possible. 

C. Determination of Significance 
1. The Pl shall evaluate the significance of the resource. 

a. The Pl shall immediately notify MMC by phone to discuss significance 
determination and shall also submit a letter to MMC indicating whether 
additional mitigation is required. The determination of significance for fossil 
discoveries shall be at the discretion of the Pl. 

b. If the resource is significant, the Pl shall submit a Paleontological Recovery 
Program (PRP) and obtain written approval from MMC. Impacts to significant 
resources must be mitigated before ground disturbing activities in the area of 
discovery will be allowed to resume. 

c. If resource is not significant (e.g., small pieces of broken .common shell 
fragments or other scattered common fossils) the Pl shall notify the RE, or Bl as 
appropriate, that a non-significant discovery has been made. The Paleontologist 
shall continue to monitor the area without notification to MMC unless a 
significant resource is encountered. 

d. The Pl shall submit a letter to MMC indicating that fossil resources will be 
collected, curated, and documented in the Final Monitoring Report. The letter 
shall also indicate that no further work is required. 

IV. Night and/or Weekend Work 
A. If night and/or weekend work is included in the contract 

1. When night and/or weekend work is included in the contract package, the extent and 
timing shall be presented and discussed at the precon meeting. 

2. The following procedures shall be followed. 
a. No Discoveries 

In the event that no discoveries were encountered during night and/or weekend 
work, The Pl shall record the information on the CSVR and submit to MMC via fax 
by BAM on the next business day. 

b. Discoveries 
All discoveries shall be processed and documented using the existing procedures 
detailed in Sections Ill - During Construction. 

c. Potentially Significant Discoveries 
If the Pl determines that a potentially significant discovery has been made, the 
procedures detailed under Section Ill - During Construction shall be followed. 
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d. The Pl shall immediately contact MMC, or by SAM on the next business day to 
report and discuss the findings as indicated in Section 111-B, unless other specific 
arrangements have been made. 

B. If night work becomes necessary during the course of construction 
1. The Construction Manager shall notify the RE, or Bl, as appropriate, a minimum of 24 

hours before the work is to begin. 
2. The RE, or Bl, as appropriate, shall notify MMC immediately. 

t. All other procedures described above shall apply, as appropriate. 

V. Post Construction 
A. Preparation and Submittal of Draft Monitoring Report 

1. The Pl shall submit two copies of the Draft Monitoring Report (even if negative), 
prepared in accordance with the Paleontological Guidelines which describes the 
results, analysis, and conclusions of all phases of the Paleontological Monitoring 
Program (with appropriate graphics) to MMC for review and approval within 90 days 
following the completion of monitoring, 
a. For significant paleontological resources encountered during monitoring, the 

Paleontological Recovery Program shall be included in the Draft Monitoring 
Report. 

b. Recording Sites with the San Diego Natural History Museum 
The Pl shall be responsible for recording (on the appropriate forms) any 
significant or potentially significant fossil resources encountered during the 
Paleontological Monitoring Program in accordance with the City's Paleontological 
Guidelines, and submittal of such forms to the San Diego Natural History 
Museum with the Final Monitoring Report. 

2. MMC shall return the Draft Monitoring Report to the Pl for revision or, for 
preparation of the Final Report. 

3. The Pl shall submit revised Draft Monitoring Report to MMC for approval. 
4. MMC shall provide written verification to the Pl of the approved report. 
5. MMC shall notify the RE or Bl, as appropriate, of receipt of all Draft Monitoring 

Report submittals and approvals. 
B. Handling of Fossil Remains 

1. The Pl shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains collected are cleaned 
and catalogued. 

2. The Pl shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains are analyzed to 
identify function and chronology as they relate to the geologic history of the area; 
that fauna! material is identified as to species; and that specialty studies are 
completed, as appropriate 

C. Curation of fossil remains: Deed of Gift and Acceptance Verification 
1. The Pl shall be responsible for ensuring that all fossil remains associated with the 

monitoring for this project are permanently curated with an appropriate institution. 
2. The Pl shall include the Acceptance Verification from the curation institution in the 

Final Monitoring Report submitted to the RE or Bl and MMC. 
D. Final Monitoring Report(s) 

1. The Pl shall submit two copies of the Final Monitoring Report to MMC (even if 
negative), within 90 days after notification from MMC that the draft report has been . 
approved. 
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2. The RE shall, in no case, issue the Notice of Completion until receiving a copy of the 
approved Final Monitoring Report from MMC which includes the Acceptance 
Verification from the cu ration institution. 

The above mitigation monitoring and reporting program will require additional fees and/or deposits 
to be collected prior to the issuance of building permits, certificates of occupancy and/or final maps 
to ensure the successful completion of the monitoring program.

Dear Councilman Gloria: 

The 30th Street Pipeline Project is budgeted for construction from mid 2017 through 2018. 
The streets and neighborhoods will be significantly impacted as the work moves through. 
Since this is a Public Works Department Project it does not include sidewalk repairs. This is 
the perfect opportunity for the Streets Department to coordinate sidewalk repairs for the 
same time period to save costs and minimize community disruption. 

A Sidewalk Assessment for the city was completed last year so I would expect that all the 
data is avai lable to create a budget for the South Park portion of the work, and to put it into 
next years fiscal budget. I have done my own conceptual analysis to give some order of 
magnitude to the cost. It is minuscule compared to the $12M for the pipeline. 

I counted 95 locations where roots from trees in the parkway have significantly damaged the 
sidewalk along the pipeline route from Laurel to Ash Streets. If one assumes about 75 
square feet of sidewalk replacement for each location, there are approximately 7,000 square 
feet to replace. Using $25 per square foot replacement cost, the ballpark budget would be 
$175,000. 

I urge you to put this in the budget, and am requesting all South Park residents to send you 
an email voicing their support.
