with underground utilities as identified on the AME and as authorized by the CM.
The Native American monitor shall determine the extent of their presence during
construction related activities based on the AME and provide that information tg
the PT and MMC. The Construction Manager is responsible for notifying the
RE, PI, and MMC of changes to any construction activities.

2. The monitor shall document field activity via the Consultant Site Visit Record
(CSVR). The CSVR’s shall be faxed by the CM to the RE the first day of
monitoring, the last day of monitoring, monthly (Netification of Monitoring
Completion), and in the case of ANY discoveries.

Examiner has completed coordination, to begin the consultation process in

accordance with the California Public Resource and Health & Safety Codes.

The MLD will have 48 hours to make recommendations to the property owner or

representative, for the treatment or disposition with proper dignity, of the human

remains and associated grave goods.

Disposition of Native American Human Remains shall be deterrmned between the

MLD and the PIL, IF: ’

a. The NAHC is unable to identify the MLD, OR the MLD failed to make a
recommendation within 48 hours after being notified by the Commission; OR;

b. The landowner or authorized representative rejects the recommendation of the
MLD and mediation in accordance with PRC 5097.94 (k) by the NAHC fails

" to provide measures acceptable to the landowner.

¢. To protect these sites, the landowner shall do one or more of the following:

incorporating the use of filtration devices, planted swales and/or planted
detention/desiltation basins, or other approved permanent methods that are
designed to minimize negative impacts, such as excessive water and toxins into the
ecosystems of the MHPA.

3. Staging/storage, equipment maintenance, and trash ~All areas for staging,
storage of equipment and materials, trash, equipment maintenance, and other
construction related activities are within the development footprint. Provide a note
on the plans that states: “All construction related activity that may have potential
Jor leakage or intrusion shall be monitored by the Qualified Biologist/Owners

*Underground conversion of utllity lnes and associated facilities by companles Is regulred when,
after public hearing, the City Council finds that the public health, safety or general welfare
would reguire the removal of poles, overhead wires and associated overhead structures with
thie underground instaliation of wires and facllitles for supplying electric, communlication,
communlty antenna television or similar or assocated service within a designated area, and the
City Council hias, by resolution declared the designated area an Underground Utliity District.”

*Na Canvons or other open spaces shalf be allocated wntii such ime as all pubilic Major,
Collector, Residential and Alley ways that can feaslbly be undergrounded are complete.”

For surcharge {non-Rule 20 projacts), the Councl! Pollcy Includes:

*The division of the total Surcharge allocation available for any given year shall be as foliows:
1. 10% shall be alfocated at the discretion of the Mayor, with approval of the Clty
Council.

2. 45% shall be allocated equally among all Councl) Districts with public resldentlal
streels and public alleys with overheard electrical facifitles.

“Poies, Overhead Wires, and Assoclated Overkead Structures” means poles,
towers, supports, wires, cables, conductors, guys, stubs, platforms, crossarms,
braces, transformars, insulators, cutouts, switches, communlcation eircuits,
appliances, attachments, and appurtenances located sbove ground upon,
alang, across, or over the streets, alleys and ways of City and used or usabie in
supplylng electric, communlication, commuaity antenna television or similar
or associated service.

The California Public Utilities Commlsslon Instigated Lhe utillty undergrounding process with Decision
73078 In Novemnber 1967, In that decisfon, the Commission provided its reasons for the program:

°[T]he time had long passed when we could continue to Ignore the need for more emphasis on
gesthetic volues In those new areas where natural beauty has remalned relatively unspolled or
in established areas which have been victimized by man's handiwork.” {67 CPUC2d at 450.)

Based an the stated Intent of the CPUC, namely an emphasis on improving aesthetic values, and City
Councll pollcy that states that only after utllitles an residential streets are converted to underground will
poles and wiras in canyons be placed underground, ane cannot escape the conclusion that the main
intent of the undergrounding program Is ane of beautificatlon, not safety. The lznguage in Councll
poficy referring to “public health, safety ar general welfare™ does not provide any detall of how publle
heatth and safaty Is Impacted by the presence of above ground utilitles, but a supposed negative impact

When relating to This page has been Iefl intentionally blank
public health then, there remains a possibility that the Clty parcalves above-ground poles and

transformers as a detri t, [z that vehlcles have been known to collide with such objects, sometimes

resuliing in death. However, without such reasoning belng documentad by the City, we can only guess

at what the public safety benefit Is to be derived from the undergrounding of utilitles.

‘What we can determine is that the present aesthetic state of the Kensington Helghts neighborhood will
be negatively Impacted by the Block 3CC undergrounding project. As we have shown, the nelghberhood
currently enjoys beautlful streetscapes and unencumbared views, since the utilities have been
underground here for the past 85 years. This nelghborhood has never seen an above ground pole ar
wire atong the streets, nor above ground transformers. So If there is any nexus between poor puhlic
Eealth and above ground utllitles, we can safely say that Kensington Helghts has never experienced a
public health problem.

However, If the City were to proceed with the undergrounding in the same manner as Ik has approached
this undertaking In other neighborhcods, for example, nearby Talmadge, they will introduce a negative
public health effect by pfacing transformers above groend In the public Aght-of-way. Where currently,
and for the past 85 years, the aclghborhood has not had to contend with vehidle versus transformer
conflicts, the Clty will provide an opportunity for increased coliistons leading to Injuries and death. Mot
onfy will the neighborhood have more fixed objects to deive Into, but those objects will also block views
and lead Io an Increased callision rate, some car versus pedestrian.

We question why this same care has not been taken in the Kensington Helghts project area. The 1996
Historical Greater MId-City San Diego Preservatlon Strategy undertaken by Wayne Donaldsan Identified
the artirety of Kensington as having a high number of histarical resonyces and a high probabliley of
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Becoming an historle district. The Mid-Citles Community Plan, In the Natural and Cultural Resources
Element, identiles Kensington as a nelghborhood eligible for historic district designation, and has listed
as a goa! fo "Praserve and upgrade all land and structures having significant historical interest.” We
beli=ve that any undergrounding work undertaken in Kensington should Include preservation of all
historical elements in tha landscape, induding sidewalk scoring, coloring, finksh and stamps.

Finally, we have parformed a calcufation of the tost of the Block 3CC utilitles underground project, and
question the estimated cost. We used data provided by the Clty for “Clty Surcharge Funded Projects
Awalting Publlc Hearing®, dated April 28, 2010, with prolects for every Councl) District except District 5.

Looking at the Cost per Praperty, the cost astimate for Kénsington Is silghtly below average, but higher

than the cost for Golden HIi] and South Misslon, despite thene belng twice as many propertles to cotvert

in South Mission than in Kensington. We questlon how this fgure was derived, as the cost for
undesgrounding utilltles In Glock 3CC should be sigalficantly lower than any other convmunlty, since the
utflities are afready underground here, There should ba no cost assoclated with removal of overhead

poles and wires, for example.

The choice to undergraund Block 3CC seems to have been made without surveylng the area; the cost

cannot be Justified,

There Is nothlag In the CPUC directives or In City of San Dieﬁo Municipal Code or Councl Policy that
would prevent the project manager from ordering that the transformers and alf other related
equipment be placed In underground vaults In this historic area, The CPUC ruling provides for 50% of
the surcharge fee collacted by the utilltles/City to go toward the undergrounding project, with the
remaining 10% of our fees going to a discretionary account controlled by the Mayor. I, In the unlikely
event the cost of placing transformers, et af underground would exceed the planned cost for Block 3¢C,
there are additional funds avallable (L.e., the 10% or our fees held by the Mayor} avallable to make up
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the difference. Agaln, though, we do not sze how the calculation of the project sstimate can be corvect
for Kensington Helghts, given that there Is much less work to be done that In other project areas, and
the prolect could easlly abserb the cost of undergrounding the transfarmers and telephona/cable
switches.

Our recammendation ks for the City to pastpone the declsion to create a Utllities Undergrouad District in
Block 3CC In Kensingtor Helghts untl such time &5 the City and the utllty companies have fully surveyed
and understood the current sltuation in the area. We further recarmmend that the Clty mplement 3
different policy In this area and all project areas with a high number of historlc resources and an existing
streelscape free of any utility components such as poles, wires and pad-mounted transformers. That
policy should racognize that pad-mounted above ground transformers have a negative impact on the
neighborhood sesthetics and character, and a negative Impact on the welfare of the property owners
living there.

Looking at the Cost per Property, the cost estimate for Kensington Is silghtly below average, but higher
than the cost for Goiden Hill and South Misston, despite there belng twice as many propertles to convert
In South Mission than in Kensington. We gquestion how this figure was derived, as the cost for _
undergrounding wtilitles In Block 3CC should be signlficantly lower than any other comimunlty, since the
utilities are atready underground here. There should be no cost assoclated with removal of overhead
poles and wires, for example.

The choice te underground Block 3CC seems to have been made without surveylng the area; the cost
canrnot be Justified,

There Is nothing In the CPUC directives or In City of San Diego Municipal Code or Coundll Pollcy that
‘would prevent the project manager framn ordering that the transformers and all other refated
equipment be placed In underground vaults in this historde area, The CPUC nding provides for 50% of
the surcharge fee collected by the utilltles/City to go toward the undergrounding project, with the
remaining 10% of our fees golng to a discretionary account controlled by the Mayor. IF, In the unlikely
event the cost of placing transformers, et 3} underground would exceed the planned cost for Block 3CC,

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ke diffevence. Again, though, we do not see how the calculation of the project estlimate can be torrect
for Kensington Helghts, glven that there Is much less work to be done that in other project areas, and
the project could easlly absorb the cost of undergrounding the transformers and telephone/cable
switches.

Our recommendaton Is for the City to pastpone the declsion to create 2 Utilities Underground District in
Block 3CC In Kensington Heights until such time as the Ity and the utliity compantes have fully surveyed
and understeod the current sltuation in the area. We further recommend that the City implement a
different policy In this area and all project areas with a high number of historle resources and 2n exlsting
streetscape frae of any utllity components such as poles, wires and pad-mounted trensformers. That
policy should recognize that pad-mounted above ground transformers have a negative impact on the
neighborheed sesthetics and character, and a negative Impact on the welfare of the property owners
living there,

2. Construction and maintenance related activities (see Tab 2).
b. No customer inside or outside the boundaries of the City of San

Diego Water Department shall resell any portion of the water
delivered through a fire hydrant by the City of San Diego Water
Department.

C. The City of San Diego allows for the issuance of a temporary fire
hydrant meter for a period not to exceed 12 months (365 days). An
extension can only be granted in writing from the Water
Department Director for up to 90 additional days. A written
request for an extension by the consumer must be submitted at
least 30 days prior to the 12 month period ending. No extension
shall be granted to any customer with a delinquent account with
the Water Department. No further extensions shall be granted.

d. Any customer requesting the issuance of a fire hydrant meter shall
file an application with the Meter Section. The customer must
complete a “Fire Hydrant Meter Application” (Tab 1) which
includes the name of the company, the party responsible for
payment, Social Security number and/or California ID, requested
location of the meter (a detailed map signifying an exact location),
local contact person, local phone number, a contractor’s license (or
a business license), description of specific water use, duration of
use at the site and full name and address of the person responsible
for payment.

e. At the time of the application the customer will pay their fees
according to the schedule set forth in the Rate Book of Fees and
Charges, located in the City Clerk’s Office. All fees must be paid
by check, money order or cashiers check, made payable to the City
Treasurer. Cash will not be accepted.

f. No fire hydrant meters shall be furnished or relocated for any
customer with a delinquent account with the Water Department.

g. After the fees have been paid and an account has been created, the

meter shall be installed within 48 hours (by the second business
day). For an additional fee, at overtime rates, meters can be
installed within 24 hours (within one business day).

4.7  Relocation of Existing Fire Hydrant Meters

a. The customer shall call the Fire Hydrant Meter Hotline (herein
referred to as “Hotline”), a minimum of 24 hours in advance, to
request the relocation of a meter. A fee will be charged to the
existing account, which must be current before a work order is
generated for the meter’s relocation.

b. The customer will supply in writing the address where the meter is
to be relocated (map page, cross street, etc). The customer must
update the original Fire Hydrant Meter Application with any
changes as it applies to the new location.

C. Fire hydrant meters shall be read on a monthly basis. While fire
hydrant meters and backflow devices are in service, commodity,
base fee and damage charges, if applicable, will be billed to the
customer on a monthly basis. If the account becomes delinquent,
the meter will be removed.

4.8  Disconnection of Fire Hydrant Meter

a. After ten (10) months a “Notice of Discontinuation of Service”
(Tab 3) will be issued to the site and the address of record to notify
the customer of the date of discontinuance of service. An
extension can only be granted in writing from the Water
Department Director for up to 90 additional days (as stated in
Section 4.6C) and a copy of the extension shall be forwarded to the
Meter Shop Supervisor, If an extension has not been approved, the
meter will be removed after twelve (12) months of use.

b. Upon completion of the project the customer will notify the Meter
Services office via the Hotline to request the removal of the fire
hydrant meter and appurtenances. A work order will be generated

for removal of the meter.

c. Meter Section staff will remove the meter and backflow prevention
assembly and return it to the Meter Shop. Once returned to the
Meter Shop the meter and backflow will be tested for accuracy and
functionality.

d. Meter Section Staff will contact and notify Customer Services of
the final read and any charges resulting from damages to the meter
and backflow or its appurtenance. These charges will be added on
the customer’s final bill and will be sent to the address of record.
Any customer who has an outstanding balance will not receive
additional meters.

e. Outstanding balances due may be deducted from deposits and any
balances refunded to the customer. Any outstanding balances will
be turned over to the City Treasurer for collection. Outstanding
balances may also be transferred to any other existing accounts.

5. EXCEPTIONS

5.1  Any request for exceptions to this policy shall be presented, in writing, to
the Customer Support Deputy Director, or his/her designee for
consideration.

6. MOBILE METER

6.1  Mobile meters will be allowed on a case by case basis. All mobile meters
will be protected by an approved backflow assembly and the minimum
requirement will be a Reduced Pressure Principal Assembly. The two
types of Mobile Meters are vehicle mounted and floating meters. Each
style of meters has separate guidelines that shall be followed for the
customer to retain service and are described below:

a) Vehicle Mounted Meters: Customer applies for and receives a City
owned Fire Hydrant Meter from the Meter Shop. The customer
mounts the meter on the vehicle and brings it to the Meter Shop for

inspection. ~ After installation is approved by the Meter Shop the
vehicle and meter shall be brought to the Meter Shop on a monthly
basis for meter reading and on a quarterly basis for testing of the
backflow assembly. Meters mounted at the owner’s expense shall
have the one year contract expiration waived and shall have meter or
backflow changed if either fails.

b) Floating Meters: Floating Meters are meters that are not mounted to
a vehicle. (Note: All floating meters shall have an approved
backflow assembly attached.) The customer shall submit an
application and a letter explaining the need for a floating meter to the
Meter Shop. The Fire Hydrant Meter Administrator, after a thorough
review of the needs of the customer, (i.e. number of jobsites per day,
City contract work, lack of mounting area on work vehicle, etc.), may
issue a floating meter. At the time of issue, it will be necessary for the
customer to complete and sign the “Floating Fire Hydrant Meter
Agreement” which states the following:

1) The meter will be brought to the Meter Shop at 2797 Caminito
Chollas, San Diego on the third week of each month for the
monthly read by Meter Shop personnel.

2) Every other month the meter will be read and the backflow will
be tested. This date will be determined by the start date of the
agreement.

If any of the conditions stated above are not met the Meter Shop has the
right to cancel the contract for floating meter use and close the account
associated with the meter. The Meter Shop will also exercise the right to
refuse the issuance of another floating meter to the company in question.

Any Fire Hydrant Meter using reclaimed water shall not be allowed use
again with any potable water supply. The customer shall incur the cost of
replacing the meter and backflow device in this instance.

7. FEE AND DEPOSIT SCHEDULES

7.1  Fees and Deposit Schedules: The fees and deposits, as listed in the Rate
Book of Fees and Charges, on file with the Office of the City Clerk, are
based on actual reimbursement of costs of services performed, equipment
and materials. Theses deposits and fees will be amended, as needed,
based on actual costs. Deposits, will be refunded at the end of the use of
the fire hydrant meter, upon return of equipment in good working
condition and all outstanding balances on account are paid. Deposits can
also be used to cover outstanding balances.

All fees for equipment, installation, testing, relocation and other costs
related to this program are subject to change without prior notification.
The Mayor and Council will be notified of any future changes.

8. UNAUTHORIZED USE OF WATER FROM A HYDRANT

8.1 Use of water from any fire hydrant without a properly issued and installed
fire hydrant meter is theft of City property. Customers who use water for
unauthorized purposes or without a City of San Diego issued meter will be
prosecuted.

8.2  If any unauthorized connection, disconnection or relocation of a fire
hydrant meter, or other connection device is made by anyone other than
authorized Water Department personnel, the person making the
connection will be prosecuted for a violation of San Diego Municipal
Code, Section 67.15. In the case of a second offense, the customer’s fire
hydrant meter shall be confiscated and/or the deposit will be forfeited.

8.3  Unauthorized water use shall be billed to the responsible party. Water use
charges shall be based on meter readings, or estimates when meter
readings are not available.

8.4 In case of unauthorized water use, the customer shall be billed for all
applicable charges as if proper authorization for the water use had been
obtained, including but not limited to bi-monthly service charges,
installation charges and removal charges.

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ADVANCED METERING INFRASTRUCTURE (AMI) DEVICE PROTECTION
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Protecting AMI Devices in Meter Boxes and on Street Lights

The Public Utilities Department (PUD) has begun the installation of the Advanced Metering
Infrastructure (AMI) technology as a new tool to enhance water meter reading accuracy and efficiency,
customer service and billing, and to be used by individual accounts to better manage the efficient use
of water. All AMI devices shall be protected per Section 5-2, “Protection”, of the 2015 Whitebook.

AMI technology allows water meters to be read electronically rather than through direct visual
inspection by PUD field staff. This will assist PUD staff and customers in managing unusual
consumption patterns which could indicate leaks or meter tampering on a customer's property.

Three of the main components of an AMI system are the:

A, Endpoints, see Photo 1:

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AMI endpoints transmit meter information to the AMI system and will soon be on the vast majority of
meters in San Diego. These AMI devices provide interval consumption data to the PUD's Customer
Support Division. If these devices are damaged or communication is interrupted, this Division will be
alerted of the situation. The endpoints are installed in water meter boxes, coffins, and vaults adjacent
to the meter. A separate flat round antenna may also be installed through the meter box lid. This
antenna is connected to the endpoint via cable. The following proper installation shall be implemented
when removing the lid to avoid damaging the antenna, cable, and/or endpoint. Photo 4 below
demonstrates a diagram of the connection:

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The AMI device ERT/Endpoint/Transmitter shall be positioned and installed as discussed in this
Appendix. If the ERT/Endpoint/Transmitter is disturbed, it shall be re-installed and returned to its
original installation with the end points pointed upwards as shown below in Photo 5.

The PUD's code compliance staff will issue citations and invoices to you for any damaged AMI
devices that are not re-installed as discussed in the Contract Document
Photo 5 below shows a typical installation of an AMI endpoint on a water meter.

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You are responsible when working in and around meter boxes. If you encounter these
endpoints, use proper care and do not disconnect them from the registers on top of the water
meter. If the lid has an antenna drilled through, do not change or tamper with the lid and inform
the Resident Engineer immediately about the location of that lid. Refer to Photo 7 below:

Another component of the AMI system are the Network Devices. The Network Devices are
strategically placed units (mainly on street light poles) that collect interval meter reading data from
multiple meters for transmission to the Department Control Computer. If you come across any of
these devices on street lights that will be removed or replaced (refer to Photos 8 and 9
below), notify AMI Project Manager Arwa Sayed at (619) 362-0121 immediately.

Photo 8 shows an installed network device on a street light, On the back of each Network Device is
a sticker with contact information. See Photo 9. Call PUD Water Emergency Repairs at 619-515-
3525 if your work will impact these street lights. These are assets that belong to the City of San
