Construction services for Slurry Seal Group 2121. For additional information refer to
Attachment A.

2. FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION: This solicitation is subject to full and open competition and

may be bid by Contractors on the City's approved Prequalified Contractors List. For
information regarding the Contractors Prequalified list visit the City's web site:

3. ESTIMATED CONSTRUCTION COST: The City's estimated construction cost for this project is
$4,400,000.

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10. OPTION TO RENEW:

10.1. The City of San Diego expects to have additional miles of streets Slurry Coated by
contract with additional funding this fiscal year or next fiscal year. The City of San
Diego reserves the right to exercise one option to renew this contract at the City's sole
discretion under the terms and conditions herein stated, with the work to be
performed commencing no later than 180 days after completion of the original
contract work. The option to renew must be exercised by the City within 365 days after
the date of the bid opening for this project. By submitting this bid, the bidder agrees
that it shall not decline the City's option to renew.

10.2. The option to renew, if exercised, will be for one or more of the line items noted above
as determined by the City, for quantities to be specified by the City that will be within
25% of the quantities listed, with the total price to be adjusted in proportion to the
quantities specified. The time for performance of the additional work shall be the
same as the time for completion of the original contract work, adjusted
proportionately by the amount of the additional work compared to the amount of the
original contract work.

10.3. The option to renew shall be made at the bid pricing structure of the Bidder's original
bid. In the event that the California Statewide Paving Asphalt Price Index (Index) has
changed plus or minus (+) 10% between the date of Bid opening (“Bid Opening Date")
and the date the option to renew is exercised by the City (“Option Exercise Date"), the
City may, at the Bidder's request, and at the City's sole discretion, grant a change to
the pricing structure commensurate with the percentage change in the Index.

10.4. If deemed necessary by the City, the option to renew will be exercised in writing by the
City within 1 year of the date of the Bid opening for this project. The following
conditions apply to the option to renew:

10.4.1. The total price of the option to renew shall not exceed the original contract
amount. The option to renew will be for one or more of the listed Bid items
as determined by the City, for quantities to be specified by the City that will
be within twenty five percent (£ 25%) of the quantities listed in the Bid.

10.4.2. Theincrease in lump sum Bid amounts e.g., bond, mobilization, storm water
protection, and traffic control shall be in proportion to the amount of the
added quantities.

1. PREQUALIFICATION OF CONTRACTORS:

1.1.  Contractors submitting a Bid must be pre-qualified for the total amount proposed,
including all alternate items, prior to the date of submittal. Bids from contractors who
have not been pre-qualified as applicable and Bids that exceed the maximum dollar
amount at which contractors are pre-qualified may be deemed non-responsive and
ineligible for award.

1.2. The completed application must be submitted online no later than 2 weeks prior to
the bid opening.

1.3. Joint Venture Bidders Cumulative Maximum Bidding Capacity: For projects with
an engineer’s estimate of $30,000,000 or greater, Joint Ventures submitting bids may
be deemed responsive and eligible for award if the cumulative maximum bidding
capacity of the individual Joint Venture entities is equal to or greater than the total
amount proposed.

1.3.1. Each of the entities of the Joint Venture must have been previously
prequalified at a minimum of $15,000,000.

1.3.2. Bids submitted with a total amount proposed of less than $30,000,000 are not
eligible for Cumulative Maximum Bidding Capacity prequalification. To be
eligible for award in this scenario, the Joint Venture itself or at least one of the
Joint Venture entities must have been prequalified for the total amount
proposed.

1.3.3. Bids submitted by Joint Ventures with a total amount proposed of $30,000,000
or greater on a project with an engineer’s estimate of less than $30,000,000
are not eligible for Cumulative Maximum Bidding Capacity prequalification.

BIDDERS MUST BE PRE-REGISTERED with the City's bidding system and possess a
system-assigned Digital ID in order to submit and electronic bid.

The City's bidding system will automatically track information submitted to the site
including IP addresses, browsers being used and the URLs from which information
was submitted. In addition, the City's bidding system will keep a history of every login
instance including the time of login, and other information about the user's computer
configuration such as the operating system, browser type, version, and more.
Because of these security features, Contractors who disable their browsers’ cookies
will not be able to log in and use the City's bidding system.

The City's electronic bidding system is responsible for bid tabulations. Upon the
bidder’s or proposer’s entry of their bid, the system will ensure that all required fields
are entered. The system will not accept a bid for which any required information
is missing. This includes all necessary pricing, subcontractor listing(s) and any other
essential documentation and supporting materials and forms requested or contained
in these solicitation documents.

BIDS REMAIN SEALED UNTIL BID DEADLINE. eBids are transmitted into the City's
bidding system via hypertext transfer protocol secure (https) mechanism using SSL
128-256 bit security certificates issued from Verisign/Thawte which encrypts data
being transferred from client to server. Bids submitted prior to the “Bid Due Date and
Time" are not available for review by anyone other than the submitter who has until
the “Bid Due Date and Time" to change, rescind or retrieve its proposal should it desire
to do so.

BIDS MUST BE SUBMITTED BY BID DUE DATE AND TIME. Once the bid deadline is
reached, no further submissions are accepted into the system.

SCOPE OF WORK: Slurry Seal Group 2121 involves furnishing all labor, materials, equipment,
services, and construction related to slurry seal work on existing paved roadways in various
areas throughout the City of San Diego.

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PREVAILING WAGE

1. PREVAILING WAGE RATES: Pursuant to San Diego Municipal Code section 22.3019,
construction, alteration, demolition, repair and maintenance work performed under this
Contract is subject to State prevailing wage laws. For construction work performed under this
Contract cumulatively exceeding $25,000 and for alteration, demolition, repair and
maintenance work performed under this Contract cumulatively exceeding $15,000, the
Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with State prevailing wage laws including, but
not limited to, the requirements listed below.

1.1. Compliance with Prevailing Wage Requirements. Pursuant to sections 1720
through 1861 of the California Labor Code, the Contractor and its subcontractors shall
ensure that all workers who perform work under this Contract are paid not less than
the prevailing rate of per diem wages as determined by the Director of the California
Department of Industrial Relations (DIR).

If the predetermined wage rate refers to one or more additional
expiration dates with additional predetermined wage rates, which expiration
dates occur during the life of this Contract, each successive predetermined
wage rate shall apply to this Contract on the date following the expiration date
of the previous wage rate.

Contractor and its subcontractors shall submit weekly certified payroll records online
via the City's web-based Labor Compliance Program. Contractor is responsible for
ensuring its subcontractors submit certified payroll records to the City.

The City will review and verify 100% of subcontract
participation reported in the Final Summary Report prior to approval and
release of final retention to you. In the event your Subcontractors are owed
money for completed Work, the City may authorize payment to subcontractor
via a joint check from the withheld retention.

Policies of insurance shall provide that the City is entitled to 30 Days (10 Days
for cancellation due to non-payment of premium) prior written notice of
cancellation or non-renewal of the policy. Maintenance of specified insurance
coverage is a material element of the Contract. Your failure to maintain or
renew coverage or to provide evidence of renewal during the term of the
Contract may be treated by the City as a material breach of the Contract.

SECTION 301 - SUBGRADE PREPARATION, TREATED MATERIALS, AND PLACEMENT OF BASE
MATERIALS

301-1.6 Preparatory Repair Work. To the “WHITEBOOK", DELETE in its entirety and
SUBSTITUTE with the following:

1. Prior to the application of slurry, the Contractor shall complete all necessary
preparation and repair work to the road segment as specified in the Special
Provisions and Contract Documents or as directed by the Engineer.

2. No preparatory asphalt work shall be done when the atmospheric
temperature is below 50 °F or during unsuitable weather.

3. Preparatory Work shall include tree trimming, weed abatement, weed
spraying, crack sealing, asphalt repair, base repair, removal of humps and
pavement irregularities, raising appurtenances and survey monuments,
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reconstructing survey monument boxes, adjusting manhole frames & covers,
removal of raised pavement markers, removal of pavement markings, and any
other work specified in the Special Provisions and Contract Documents or as
directed by the Engineer.

4. The quantities shown in the appendices are based on a street assessment
survey and may vary. The Engineer will designate the limits to be removed and
prepared and these designated areas shall be considered to take precedence
over the area shown in an Appendix to the Contract Documents.

5. Most areas of damaged asphalt requiring Asphalt Pavement Repair have been
marked out in the field as “MP” or “DO" (mill & pave or dig-out). Mill & Paves
shall have a minimum depth of 2", and dig-outs, also called base repairs, shall
have a minimum depth of 10”. Some areas (i.e. those uplifted by tree roots)
may be marked out in the field as “MP4" and shall have a minimum mill & pave

depth of 4".

6. The minimum repair area shall be 4 feet by 4 feet regardless of mark out.

7. Edges of milled area shall be cut cleanly.

8. Material removed, regardless of removal method, shall be disposed of at a
legal site.

9. You shall repair marked out areas of distressed asphalt concrete pavement by

milling, grinding or saw cutting to remove damaged areas of pavement in
accordance with 404-1, to expose firm and unyielding pavement, base or
native. Unyielding pavement will have no visible cracks and unyielding base or
native will be properly compacted, as determined by the Engineer. If cracks
are visible, then pavement is not unyielding and shall require additional depth
be removed. The Contractor shall prepare subgrade as needed and install a
maximum of 5" compacted asphalt concrete pavement over compacted base
material to be level with adjacent roadway surface.

10. If, in order to achieve the minimum specified depth, the base material is
exposed, then the existing base material, as well as additional base material
shall be compacted to 95% relative compaction to a depth 5" below the
finished grade (dig-out).
