Dear Councilmember Glotia,

The University of San Diego wholeheartedly supports the recommendation made by the Linda Vista
Planning Group to include colleges and universities in the 1000 foot exclusion area for the zoning of
medical marijuana dispensaties within the city of San Diego. These enterprises, like liquor stores,
bars, night clubs and adult-only businesses are not conducive to the educational mission of higher
education and represent an incompatible use in proximity to the other commercial support services
generally sought by students.

Throughout the yeat, thousands of families visit the USD campus and enjoy sporting events, theatre,
teligious setvices, distinguished speakers, arts and culture. Prospective students, including current
high school-aged students, visit and tour our campus on a daily basis. In addition, USD hosts scotes
of camps during the summer for teenage athletes, musicians, cheerleaders, international groups,
debate teamns, and other youth programs.

Marijuana will remain a prohibited drug on the USD campus in accordance with university policy to
provide a safe, healthy and productive educational and work environment for its students and
employees. This policy is enacted in compliance with the federal Drug-Free Schools and
Communities Act and the federal Drug-Free Workplace Act. All university employees and students
are required to adhere to this policy.

The issue of zoning these regulated dispensaries does not engage the debate over “medical
matijuana.” However, this business is incompatible with the university and neighboring services
such as restaurants, laundry, food markets, and public transportation that are commonly patronized
by students.

Finally, there have been several robberies at local medical marijuana dispensaries and authorities
have also linked two murders to dispensaries in Los Angeles. These recent incidents should raise
new concems as to whete the medical marijuana dispensaries are located.
