a. Devel opment of a pedestrian wal kway systemto Iink the
historic core, commercial-recreationfacilities and
public recreation areas.

b. Parking should be |imited or prohibited on mgjor streets.

c. Use of bicycles, hand carts (street vendors), saddle
horses, horse drawn carriages, wagons, buggi es, horse cars,
street cars and steam trains should be encouraged. These
may be developed in conjunction with the proposed trans-
portation museum

d. Circulation routes may connect "Ad San Diego"” with other

maj or centers, M ssion Bay, M ssion Valley, Hotel Circle,
etc., as well as serving the immedi ate area.
