Sherri Selected as Council President Pro Tem

On Dec. 17, Sherri was unani-
mously selected by her col-
leagues to serve as Council
President Pro Tem, marking
the first time a woman has
held that position in the City
of San Diego.

In addition to serving as the
Council President Pro Tem,
Sherri was chosen to chair the
new Rules and Economic De-
velopment Committee.

The new committee will take
on the responsibilities of the
former Rules, Open Govern-
ment and Intergovernmental
Relations Committee as well
as those of the Economic De-

velopment and Strategies
Committee.

work closely with my col-
leagues to continue our work
to improve the city’s financial
picture while responsibly re-
storing city services and im-
proving our neighborhoods,”
Sherri said.

As part of her Pro Tem re-
sponsibilities, Council Presi-
dent Todd Gloria has asked
Sherri to review the Council’s
committee structures and
duties to ensure that they
address the real issues facing
San Diego today.

On Jan. 7, Sherri joined Mayor
Bob Filner, Council President
Todd Gloria and her Council
colleagues to ask all San Die-
gans to help the homeless by
donating clothing and services
for the upcoming 7th Annual
Homeless Project Connect
being held on Jan. 30 from 9
a.m. to 3 p.m. at Golden Hall in
downtown San Diego.

The event, which is being
spearheaded by the San Diego
Housing Commission, is a one-

day resource fair that provides
health screenings, flu shots,
dental exams, haircuts, drug
counseling, legal aid, housing
counseling and other services
for San Diego’s homeless fami-
lies, veterans, seniors and dis-
abled.

Sherri urged all San Diegans to
help make this year’s Project
Homeless Connect a success
by donating goods or services
to the event.

Lightner said she plans to reach
out to all stakeholders and those
in the community to ensure that
their priorities are reflected in
any realignment of Council com-
mittees.

“] welcome the challenge of
helping to restructure our com-
mittees so we as a Council can
be more responsive to the citi-
zens of San Diego and be better
able to address the most critical
issues facing this city now and
into the future,” Lightner said.

“Dig into your closets to find
gently used clothing, because
there is a real need, especially
as the weather grows colder,”
Sherri said. “If you are a busi-
ness owner, you can help, too,
by providing such services as
haircuts and dental screenings
and much more.”

Because there is so much com-
munity interest in the proposed
One Paseo project, it is antici-
pated that there will be an ad-
ditional meeting —time and
location to be determined — at
a later date.

Although Sherri is frequently
asked to weigh-in on develop-
ment projects during the ap-
proval process, by law council-
members_must remain neutral
until a project is heard at City
Council. If Sherri were to state
an opinion, she would be unable
to vote on the project when it
comes before the City Council.

The first is the Curbside Green-
ery Collection Program, which
allows customers to place their
trees at the curb with their regu-
lar yard waste recycling.

According to the city’s Environ-
mental Services Department,
customers with automated

greenery containers must cut up

their trees to ensure they fit
inside the green container.

For those unable to cut up their
tree, there are 16 Christmastree

recycling locations throughout
the city, which are open until
Jan. 23. The locations are only
open during the day.
