Unfortunately, the report 

showed that San Diego Po-

lice Officers rank last in total 

compensation among all the 

law enforcement agencies 

surveyed.  

 

Since taking office, Sherri 

has supported increased 

police academies and other 

efforts to address recruit-

ment and retention issues.   

 

In the coming months, the 

City will be  developing the 

budget for the next fiscal 

year.  One of the top priori-

ties will be addressing this 

disparity in San Diego Police 

Officer pay and benefits. 

 

 

Police Compensation Report Shows SDPD Officers Underpaid 

Public safety has always 

been one of Sherri’s top pri-

orities, and she strongly sup-

ports our first responders 

and the jobs they do in 

keeping our neighborhoods 

safe. 

 

Last week, the City released 

the 2014 Police Total Com-

pensation Survey.  This long-

awaited report analyzed pay 

ranges, compensation poli-

cies, leave programs and 

benefits to San Diego Police 

Officers compared to their 

counterparts in 19 other 

Expanded library hours 

have recently gone into 

effect at all 36 branch li-

braries in the San Diego 

Public Library system.   

The new hours are the most 

expansive in a decade at all 

locations.  The budget ap-

proved by Council in June 

2014 funds an additional 203 

library hours per week city-

wide. 

 

Every branch library in San 

Diego will add four service 

hours from Monday through 

Saturday.  In addition, 12 

branches will extend hours on 

Saturday and Sunday, includ-

ing the Carmel Valley and 

North University Community 

libraries.   

Meanwhile, eight branches 

that are currently open on 

Sunday will add 3.5 more 

hours on Saturday and 0.5 

hours on Sunday, including 

the La Jolla Riford library. 

 

Sherri is pleased to have 

been able to restore library 

hours in this year’s budget.  

“As a long-time advocate 

for increased library hours, 

I know how important 

these extra hours will be to 

everyone who loves our 

libraries as much as I do.” 

The Carmel Valley branch 

library is one of several that 

is now open on Saturday and 

Sunday.

Recently, Kellogg Park in La 

Jolla Shores was chosen as 

one of the first parks in the 

city to receive new recycling 

bins. 

The bins are made by the Big 

Belly Company and are paired 

University City’s Braille Institute Tackles Diabetes 

In October, Sherri visited the 

Braille Institute in University 

City to help kick off “El Poder 

Sin Ver,” a diabetes and vision 

wellness expo. 

 

Together with 48 community 

partners, doctors, and over 70 

volunteers, the Braille Institute 

was able to vision screen nearly 

600 individuals, and hundreds 

more were educated about vi-

sion health through diabetes-

related resources and ser-

vices. 

 

Diabetic eye disease, or dia-

betic retinopathy, is a leading 

cause of blindness in adults, 

and the Braille Institute aims 

to educate the community to 

prevent vision impairment. 

 

In operation since 1999, the 

Sherri hopes the bins will also 

help reduce problems with 

overflowing trash cans that 

have occurred in the past dur-

ing peak season and on week-

ends. 

Sherri will continue to work 

with the community and City 

staff to help improve Kellogg 

Park for residents and visitors 

to enjoy.

The bins and compactors are 

installed throughout the north 

end of Kellogg Park. 

In addition to diverting recy-

clables from the landfill, the 

fully enclosed new recycling 

bins have also led to a reduc-

tion in items blowing away or 

being removed by seagulls and 

scattered.   

$120 Million Infrastructure Bond-funded Projects Move Ahead 

Last week, the City’s ability to 
use bond proceeds to pay for 
infrastructure improvements 
such as parks, fire stations and 
libraries was affirmed by the 
Superior Court. 
 
The city’s plans to issue a $120 
million bond to fund numer-
ous infrastructure projects 
citywide had been on hold for 
months after a lawsuit was 
filed challenging this financing 
method, which the city has 

been using for decades. 
 
The Court’s decision means 
that major projects, including 
the replacement of the Hill-
crest fire station, reconstruc-
tion of the City Heights fire 
station, design of new fire 
stations in Skyline and on 
Home Avenue, construction 
of the new Mission Hills/
Hillcrest branch library, and 
the South Mission Beach Life-
guard Station can all be com-

pleted. 
 
In addition, projects in Dis-
trict 1, including the Midway 
Street bluff repair project in 
Bird Rock and the University 
Village Tot Lot in University 
City, will be moving forward. 
 
“The completion of these 
projects will improve our city 
services and quality of life 
throughout San Diego,” 
Sherri said.
