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Girls Only Toolkit Aimed at
Breaking Cycle of Gang Violence

The City of San Diego Commission on Gang
Prevention and Intervention in conjunction with San
Diego County District Attorney Bonnie Dumanis
recently announced the expansion of a new educational
curriculum called “Girls Only” — designed to prevent
young girls from becoming involved in gangs. The
education toolkit, geared for girls ages 8 to 12, helps
promote self-esteem and healthy coping skills as well as
offering safe and smart alternatives to the kinds of
abusive relationships that often lead to involvement with
gangs, substance abuse and the criminal justice system.

The Girls Only curriculum first went into use in south-

eastern San Diego’s Encanto Boys & Girls Club in 2009.

A collaborative committee consisting of the San Diego
Police Department, Boys & Girls Club, Tariq Khamisa
Foundation, Alliance for Community Empowerment,

CGPI, District Attorney’s Office, AmeriCorps VISTA
and other community-based organizations, was created

to operate and support the Encanto Girls Only curriculm.

About 60 local girls went through the program that
brought changes in their behavior and willingness to
help others and talk through issues instead of getting in
a fight. It is now being offered countywide. For more
information, go to: sdcda.org.
