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Infrastructure Committee: Sidewalks are coming!
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for Street Improvements

As Vice Chair of the Infrastructure Committee, I tirelessly advocate for infrastructure
improvements in my district especially for sidewalks that we desperately need in our
communities.

One of the goals of CDBG is to strengthen neighborhoods by investing in the City’s
critical public infrastructure needs and to support neighborhood safety and improved
livability. Sidewalks and traffic calming measures are critical public infrastructure to
improve the safety and livability of neighborhoods.

City staff reviewed their list of sidewalk requests received from the public and Council
offices. They focused on locations that are eligible for CDBG funds. Locations that
have high pedestrian activities received higher priority. For example, locations close
to schools, libraries, recreation center, parks, transit stations and other crucial public
facilities. Locations that have speeding issues and high traffic volumes also ranked
higher. Because the City policy is to spend the CDBG funds within eighteen months
after funding is allocated to the project, they also had to focus on projects that are
easy to design, construct and with minimal environmental issues. The new sidewalk
locations for the Fourth Council District are: Castana St from Groveland to Euclid Ave;
Federal Blvd from 47th to 48™; San Jacinto Dr from Groveland Dr to Imperial Ave.
