On Monday, March 25 the San Diego City Coun-

cil approved allocating approximately $11.4 mil-

lion in federal FY2014 Community Development 

Block Grant (CDBG) funds to citywide projects 

and programs. In addition, the council agreed that 

approximately $1.3 million of those funds will be 

allocated to cover the costs of homeless programs 

managed by the San Diego Housing Commission.   

The FY2014 CDBG application period ran Oct. 12 

to Nov. 14, 2012.  City staff will release a draft An-

nual Action Plan for funding the first week of April.  

City Council is scheduled to give final approval of 

the plan in late April or early May.

scheduled council meetings are April 8 and 9.
