Transit Update: Sabre Springs/Pefiasquitos
Transit Station Closed During Construction

In March, construction will begin on the new
Sabre Springs/Pefiasquitos Transit Station, lo-
cated on Sabre Springs Parkway near Ted
Williams Parkway. The new station will in-
clude a multi-level parking structure and en-
hanced transit center for the new I-15 Bus
Rapid Transit project. Construction is expected
to be completed in early 2014.

The Transit Center will be closed while con-
struction is underway. Parking and MTS Ex-
press Bus service will be relocated to nearby

park & ride lots. Access to the 1-15 Express
Lanes via the station’s direct access ramp
will remain open throughout construction.

Additionally, construction is already underway
on the Rancho Bernardo and Miramar College
Transit Stations.

FIRE STATIONS IN DISTRICT FIVE

Last month | visited the fire stations in Scripps
Ranch, Rancho Penasquitos, Santa Luz, Car-
mel Mountain Ranch, and Rancho Bernardo.
Fire Chief Javier Mainar and | inspected the
facilities and talked with the crews about the
strengths and chal-
lenges of the Fire-
Rescue Department’s
operations in the north-
eastern portion of the
City.

District Five fire sta-
tions are equipped to
respond to many types
of emergencies, but the
majority of calls are
medical/rescue. With
this reality in mind, one way the department
could more efficiently expand its operations in
the area could be through Fast Response
Squads, which are mobile units set up to handle
medical calls without the expense of building a
new fire station.

As a member of the Council’s Public Safety
and Neighborhood Services Committee, | will
be calling for the implementation of a Fast Re-
sponse Squad Pilot Program, to allow us to
evaluate this innovative service delivery model
- and its impact on response
times. As stewards of tax-
payer dollars and public
trust, we have to think
- creatively and use re-
sources efficiently.

.| We also have to be pre-
pared for the next disas-
ter. Our firefighters
should have the equip-
ment they need to combat
deadly wildfires. We
know that facilities may be an issue as well.
The 2011 Citygate report identifies the need for
ten new fire stations. As Chair of the Infra-
structure Committee, we will be working on
how to invest in critical public safety infra-
structure while being fiscally responsible.
