Bringing History Back to Life

The murals in Barrio Logan’s Chi-
cano Park are being restored to
their original condition almost 40
years after originally being painted.
With help from a $1.6 million state
grant, the original team of mural-
ists are working to restore 18 of the
park’s 72 murals.

The murals in Chicano Park are the world’s largest collection of outdoor
artwork, world-famous and along with various sculptures, are part of one
of the world’s largest outdoor art galleries. Chicano Park has received in-
ternational recognition as a major public art site for these commanding
murals that depict past and present struggles of Mexican-American his-
tory.

For the magnitude and historical significance of the murals, the park was
designated an official historic site by the San Diego Historical Site Board
in 1980, and its murals were officially recognized as public art by the San
Diego Public Advisory Board in 1987.
