Crimemappe.Com Replaces E-watch
At this time the SD Police Department - Eastern
Division is currently unable to provide ECCC residents
north of El Cajon Boulevard with weekly statistics.

A good way to find out what is happening in your
immediate neighborhood - either north or south of the
Boulevard is to access to a free online tool called
Crimemapping.com. The program was previously
limited to the Sheriff’s Department’s jurisdiction, but now
it's been rolled out countywide.

Enforcement of Party Related Disturbances in
the College Area
The following letter was written by the College Area
Community Council to the Captain of the Eastern Division,
SDPD:

“Dear Captain Mills: At our November meeting several
concerns were raised regarding the enforcement
procedures of the Eastern Division with regard to
responses to noise and other disturbance calls in the
College Area. We had been assured that transition to from
Mid-City to Eastern Division would be seamless and that
we could anticipate the same high level of responsiveness
from Eastern that we enjoyed with Mid-City.

Subsequent to the meeting, our Community Relations
Officer, Meghan Biesto clarified some inaccurate or
incomplete information that had been provided at our
meeting. Nonetheless, we still have several questions and
would like to invite you to the next College Area
Community Council meeting on Wednesday, January 11,
2012. We meet at 7:00 p.m. at the College Rolando
Library on the corner of Reservoir Drive and Montezuma
Road.

Here are some of the questions that have arisen which we
hope you will be able to address:

We have heard several anecdotal accounts that indicate
that the typical response time for weekend party-related
calls has increased substantially. How does the “Quebec
unit” differ from the “College Car”? What are the days
and hours of operation? How is it staffed? Are records on
response times available? Since the Quebec unit doesn’t
have a SDSU Police officer, explain how the two
departments operate together with regard to party-
related calls?

Eastern Division appears to be resurrecting the CAPP
program which Mid-City abandoned as ineffective. How
does the current CAPP program operate? What are the
criteria for being placed on the CAPP list? Have there
been any party calls to residences with CAPP
designations? If so, have the tenants been issued
Administrative Citations?

The statistics that we have received indicate a very low
level of serious consequences compared to last year.
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For example, 106 Administrative Citations were issued
in October 2010 and only 16 in October 2011. In
October 2011, 80 First Response Notices were issued.
What is the criteria and enforcement philosophy for
issuing Administrative Citations?

How many of the Administrative Citations issued in
October 2011 were appealed to a Neighborhood Code
Compliance hearing officer? How many were sustained?
How many were dismissed? For how many was the fine
reduced?

To what degree is Eastern Division utilizing the Social
Host Ordinance, in particular issuing Minor in
Consumption citations? Have any tenants been issued
citations for hosting a party where alcohol was available
to minors?

Mid-City was able to provide us with relatively detailed
statistics of the results of College Car enforcement
activities. Is it possible for Eastern Division to compile
and provide comparable statistics?

Please let me know if you are able to attend our
January 11 meeting. We look forward to a productive
and informative discussion. We genuinely appreciate
the efforts being made by Eastern Division to help
maintain a peaceful College Area community,
particularly in this era of limited resources, and we are
anxious to assist you in that endeavor.

The California Supreme Court is expected to make a
decision by January 15, 2012 concerning redevelopment
funds.

Speed Change on Collwood Avenue

The Senior Traffic Engineer for the City of San Diego has
advised the CACC that local governments must follow
procedures set by the Sate of California when setting
speed limits on public streets. The California Speed Trap
Law (California Vehicle Code Section 4080) requires that
the city survey prevailing speeds on classified streets
every 7 years in order to keep our speed limits radar
enforceable under provisions of the law.

A recent survey of a section of Collwood was carried out
and results of the study indicated that the current speed
limit of 35 mph must be raised to 40 mph for both
directions of traffic in order to maintain radar
enforcement.

Safety Tip
From Lt. Stephanie Rose
The Mid City Police Division sent out an e-mail this week
to advise citizens of a scam primarily targeting our elderly
in the College Grove area and would like to pass on the
information because these folks can move around to other
areas:

“A Hispanic male in his Mid 20’s is approaching people to
repair dents on their vehicles. He takes the $100-$150
and does not fix anything. He is driving a Black Cadillac.
The cases so far are in the College Grove area but again
they can approach you anywhere.”
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HOME SAFETY TIPS
Be extra cautious about locking doors and windows when
you leave the house, even if you will only be gone for a
few minutes.

e If you’re out for the evening: Turn on lights and a
radio or TV so it looks like someone’s home.

Don’t display gifts in view of your windows or doors.
When going on trips or just out for the evening, use
automatic timers to turn indoor lights on and off to
make it appear you are home.

e Consider informing your neighbors if you will be away
from your house for an extended period of time; ask
them to watch your house and to park in your
driveway occasionally.

e Don’t forget to have mail and newspapers stopped -
or have a trusted neighbor collect them.
¢ Immediately after Christmas, mark all new gifts with

your California Driver’s license or I.D. number.

e If you have house guests, familiarize them with your
security precautions and make sure they follow them.

e Be sure any holiday decorations are child-proofed
(secure trees, double check the safety of electrical
decorations).

e Don't advertise what you got for Christmas by putting
the boxes out on trash day. Break the boxes down
and put them in dark trash bags or take them to the
dump

SHOPPING SAFETY TIPS
KEEP YOUR EYES PEELED!
DO NOT LEAVE ANYTHING VISIBLE IN YOUR
CAR.
e Be sure to lock the car, close the windows, and
hide shopping bags and gifts in the trunk.

e Carry your purse in front of you, next to your
body, with the purse flap against you.

Carry your wallet in your front pocket.

Carry only the charge cards you will need.

Do not carry large sums of cash.

When charging an item, ensure you get your

credit card back.

e Don't overload yourself with packages and don't
allow your attention to be distracted from your
purse or packages.

e Park in well-lit areas, as close as possible to store
entrances.

e Be particularly aware of persons in the parking
lot, especially anyone near your car.

e Shopping with kids? Teach your children to go to
a store clerk and ask for help if you become
separated in a store or shopping mall.

e Don't hesitate to notify store security if you see
suspicious activity immediately.
