A presentation, on new landscaping proposed by the
owners of the Hillside Gardens rental properties, on the
north side of University Avenue, was given by Mr. Gerry
Banuelos of David Reed, Landscape Architects. The
following letter was sent to David Reed by the ECCC Board
of Directors:

“Thank you for your presentation at the August 20 El
Cerrito Community Council Pot Luck Dinner and for
informing the residents of El Cerrito about your firm’s
design for landscaping along the north side of University
Avenue between 58™ Street and 60" Street.

The residents at that night's dinner seemed very pleased
that Hillside Garden Apartments is taking steps to improve
this barren landscape strip. At least one resident also
suggested that the project should include improved
pedestrian access to the bus stop in the middle of the
block.

Based on the community’s response on August 20, the
Board of Directors of the ECCC supports the landscape
improvements that Hillside Garden Apartments is funding,
with the inclusion of improved pedestrian access to the bus
stop on this block, either as part of this project or in
conjunction with the appropriate government agencies. We
encourage you to seek additional funding for your
enhanced plan.”

We checked with CRO Luis Roman and that is what
he told us: “lI came up with nothing for the El Cerrito
Community area in the past 2 months; so it doesn’t look a
trend or a series for that matter. However, if anyone has a
dog stolen, they need to make a report to the SDPD so we
can produce statistics. The only dog stolen was in the Oak
Park Area. The other was a Parrot.”

Crossroads PAC Recommends Ending
Centerpoint Development Agreement with
Redevelopment Agency

At its August 27 meeting the Crossroads Project Area
Committee (PAC) voted to recommend terminating the city
redevelopment agency’s development agreement with
Douglas-Wilson, the developer for the Centerpoint project
at 63rd Street and El Cajon Boulevard. Douglas-Wilson’s
representative, David Kiefer, announced at the July 23
meeting that it is seeking to terminate its agreement with
the city’s redevelopment agency. The developer retains the
right to build the project as approved, even without the
Redevelopment Agency’s participation in funding.

Centerpoint Cleanup & Maintenance: Douglas-
Wilson has removed the rubble that has sat on the site
since the former shopping center was demolished. The
developer is also contracting with the Alpha Project for site
maintenance.

Sidewalk Improvements: The Project Area Committ-
ee voted to recommend using a combination of
redevelopment funds from the College Area Business
Improvement District to repair, replace, and install
sidewalks along El Cajon Boulevard (from 54th Street to
73rd. Street).

Thursday of each month at 6:30pm on the 3rd floor of the
College Avenue Baptist Church Visitor Center at 4747
College Avenue.

60th Street Canyon Sewer Project Update

At their August 20 meeting, the ECCC members were
provided an overview of the 60th Street Sewer Project
canyon tour. A summary of the project, observations from
the tour, and current issues were discussed.

Renegotiation Plan Revisions: Please e-mail Rich if
you would like to review the revised seed mixture plans for
the canyon.

In review of the plans, "ryegrass,” was from the access
path was removed from the mix. Thanks to "Chuck
Walrad" for pointing out the impacts of ryegrass on the
access path. What residents adjoining the canyon would
like to know is the rationale for the changes made and the
expected impacts on the canyon. Does this mixture
provide a more fire retardant solution; reduce soil erosion,
or some other reason? Changing the number of
seeds/plants does not explain why the changes were made
nor the expected results. The residents would like to avoid
canyon hazards the neighborhood will have to live with well
after Cass Construction & the City complete this sewer
project. The residents would appreciate an explanation of
these changes.

Damage to neighbors’ property during the
Sewer Project: It appears that some of the retaining
walls (pointed out during the canyon tours) were actually
damaged during the construction. The City & Cass
Construction reviewed the video tapes of the canyon prior
to the construction & agreed that the damage was done
once construction started. Steps are now being taken to
remedy this. Residents are encouraged to review their
properties for any other damage issues.
